TMPORTANT INSTITUTE
COMMITTEE MEETING

Tech Show, All-Tech Smcker,
Athletics and By-Laws
Considered.

The meeting which the Institnie
Commuittee held yesrerday afternoonu
was the most important that has beon
held this yrear. The Point Systens,
Tech Show, Athleties, All-Technology
Smoker and the Constitution aud By-
Lawg were fully discussed.

Two changes were made in the
Point System upon the recommenda-
tlons of the chairman of the Point
System Committee. The first change
was the rating of the leader of the
Musical Clubs from five to six points.
The second was the lowering of ihe
rating of the managers irom seven to
six points.

The Institute Commitree reseinded
its action upon the proposed rtrip of
the Show to New York until Manager
Weelis reccives a definife reply irom
one of the Directors of the Alwuni
Azsociation in New York, with whom
he has beeu corresponding about a
five hundred dollar guarantee. This
action of the commitiee dpes not
mean that it is against the prorosed
trip of the Show, It simply means
that the committee does not wish 1o
supuert fhe trip if there is nof a
reasonable certainty of financial sue-
CEsS.

The committer voted alt the money
in ihe treasury which it eould pos-
2ibly spare for the support of  ath-
letics.  This amount, $260, will aid
ereatiy in supplyinz the $1100 which
the teams need in order to finish the
season, As a result of the low state
of the treasury, which is cansad by
this appropriation, the committee
plans te limit its expenses, as well ag
those of irs sub-colnmittees. The first
step {nken in this dircetion waz the
pazsnce of a motion to discontinue
the =ending of noticos of regular
meetings te the committee men, Here-
after suell notices will be placed in
THIZ THECH.
