Replying to the communication of
Mr. D. W. Hughes, we want to remark
fhat it is unfortunate that ome whe
s so familiar with student activities,
ind who is so much alarmed at the
sxtent of the powers it is proposed
o give to the Institute Committee,
125 seen fit during the past six weelks,
when criticisms and suggestions were
sarnestly solicited, to withhold hig
riews,

it ts ontside his experience and evi-
lently Mr. Hughes cannot imagine the
ase where the acts and policy of an
weiivity, even temporarily, might be
orejudiced to the hest interests of the
student body as a whole.

Suppose, for a moment, that the
Technigue Board decided to raise the
price of their book to $4. None could
Aeny their right to do se, but every
sne wiil agree that the Institute Com-
mittee, in Dbehalf of the student body,
shoulit at least invesiigate the mat-
fer. He overlooks the fact that every
activity is, in the last analysis, con-
duncted under the auspices of, and re-
sponsible to, the Student Bedy or its
representatives.

In his seeond ohjection, Mr. Hughes
implies that new powers are to be
conferred upon the Ingtitute Commit-
tee. If he will take the trouble to
investigate he will find that such s
not the case. Furthermore, he will
discover that the policy of the Com-
mittee is consistently that of exercis-
ing supervision of certain student ac-
tivities under written agreement, and
only so far as the best interests of
the student body as a whole are con-
cerngd., In many cases the heads of
the activities have requested cerfain
investigations and the approval of
the Institute Commitiee in such mat-
ters as proposed undertakings and
changeg in jpolicy; for instance, the
General Manager of the Tech Show
subinitted the question of a ftrip to
New York to the committee. Activ-
itles have found this to be good busi-
ness pelicy, for the approval of the
Institute Committee enlists, indeed it
means, the support of the student
body. The whole matter of supervi-
zlon by the Institute Committee is not
inquisitive, short-sighted, prying into
tlie inside affairs of an activity, but an
nltempt to protect and enforce the in-
terests of the student hody.

B1G EXPLOSION.

Bomb of Sodium Sulphide Blows
Up Mining Laboratory.

People in the vicinity of Rogers
Building were much startled yesterday
hy hearing an explosion. Students
on their way to recitations Ilooked
with one accord towards the subway
construciion, expecting to see it in the
air, Instead, they saw a cloud of
white smoke c¢oming from the win-
dews of the Mining Engineering
Laboratory in the basement of Rogers.

The explogion was cused by the
blowing up of an iron bomb, in which
C. L. Burdick, a fourth-year man. whe
iz working on a thesis, was trying tc
make anhydrous sodium sulphide. He
requires the anhydrous sulphide in the
work whieh he is carrying on, and
as it is not to be obtained in that form
nn the market, decided to make some
himself, The force of the explosion
wag so great that it blew out the
zlass in the double window nearest

lhe sink in the laboratory, tore
st a faucet from the water pipe,
and broke a soapstone sink into

sieces. Happily no one was injured.
rofessor Hayward, however, narrow-
v egscaped being hit with a piece of
1lie bomb which pursued him as lhe
jed from the room.

This is the second explosion that
Burdick has had while at work on the
-hegis. Last week a homb of alightly
fifferent construction blew up, takin_g;
the roof of the furnace along with it
