VOTING ON PROPOSED
CONSTITUTION BEGUN

Members of Lower Classes Have
Already Balloted—Seniors
This Week.,

Voting on the proposad new consti-
tion for the Undergraduates Associi-
tion was Dbegun last Friday. Ballos

were handed to the students in the
different lectres on Friday and Sat-
urday, and were collected again im-
mediately after each lecture, so that
the majority of the men have already
expressed their opinion on the im-
portant (uestion of the adoption of
the constitution. Practically all the
Freshmen, Sophomores and Juniors
have balloled, and the Seniors will
e given a chance to vote early in
this week. The final resulis will not
Lo made public until the A} Techrnol-
cgy Smoker next Friday, bhut may be
reported to the Institite Commitier
somewhat earlier. An approximate
couni of the votes turned in before
Saturday noon seems to Indicate a
wajority in favor of the constitution.

This ballot is the final expression
of the student body on the proposed
#an for an Undergraduate Associa-
tion. 'The scheme has been before
the students for some time, and they
are supposed to have (heir minds
made up, A vote of “yes” does nof,
however, signify unreserved approval
of the constitution in its present form,
hut shows concurrence in the fonda
mental idea, Those who object only
o certain clauses are expected fo
write a statement to that effect on
the reverse side of the ballot giving
their reasons. These objections will
bLe taken account of by the Institnte
Committee, and may Ge settled by a
referendum vote of the students, i
the main features of the constitutids
are aphproved.

INSTITUTE COMMITTEE NEETS TUESDAY 4.15
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Mr. Murdock has touched a note
which must be thorcughly considered
before voting on the new constitution,
and one which at the same time char-
acteriz®s the situation very well. The
new constitution offers but very iittle
in the way of innovations or new con-
ditions, and endeavors merely to put
in legal form the rights and powers
of the Institute Commitice as it now
exicts. The only new features that
have been added are decidedly in fa-
vor of the student body.

The actions of the Imstitute Com-
mittee have proven so satisfactory in
general that there has been almost no
dissenting votes by anyene. The life
of this committee has been the stu-
dent body, and it must be remembered
that although there has never been
any written agreements between the
committee and the student bedy, the
obligation has been none the tess felt
by every man who has ever hecome a
member. The student body has ruled
and will always do so. With a strong
referendum and initiative, which has
been given in the new constitution,
there seems to be no reason why
trouble of any kind should ever result
from the adoption of such a document
as far as its powers are concerned.
We muet trusi the men whom we give
our positions of trust, and we must
realize that they cannot be hampered
by too many restrictions if the hbest
is to result.

The question of membership and
representation which THE TRCH has
mentioned before seems to be less sat-

i te themselves.

prestige and renown of their creator.

This gpirit has waned to a certain
extent. These suhordinate organiza-
tiong seldom If ever solicit the views
of the great mass of Tech men mow,
The ultimate source of power has to a
degree been lost sight of, and the first
attempt to re-establigsh this relation
seems to cause a feeling of antagon-
ism among some of the partticipants
in the activities.

The essential change in the consti-
tution is to acknowledge the right of
referendum by the student body and
its right of initiative. It would give
us a channel through which we may
act quickly, with certainty and effee-
tiveness. Thus the coumstitution wou'd
make for a more demoeratic student
governmeni than now exists. Refer-
ing to the charges in the beginning
of this conimunication it would seem
that the first i3 wrong.

There is a demand for this step.
We must make a stand and claim
what is rightfully ours. Would it be
wige or even right to sit back and be
dictated to by our own creatures? No,
that iz not Tech spirit.

Secondly it is_claimed that the wel-
fare of the activities is endangered.
This cannot be so, Their welfare is
colncident with that of the undergrad-
uztes, and surely we_would not wit-
tingly defeat our own interests. In so
far as any particular activity might be
arnihilated surely the creator has the
right to recall its own creature. Con-
cerning the inefficiency of the pro-
posed representations it is not the ob-
ject of this committee to dietate pol-
icien as to details, but general policies.
These require no special knowledge.

Finally it is suggested that the fund-
amental principles are unfair, and,
later, specifically go in that the repre-

Thefts of posters from the various bul-
letin beards in and about the Institute
have been taking place consistently
and gteadily since activities got nnder
way last October, and no positive sten:
has been taken towards prevention.
In fact, these "peity larcencies” have
heen laughed at and coansidered
“clever” by many to whom the sub-
ject has been suggesied. Some, in-
deed, have openly declared that works
of art left in such places are legiti-
mate prizes.

The matter has proceeded as far as
the Institute Committee, where ils va-
rious Dhases have been carefully con-
sidered and studied by a special sub.
committee, with the final result that
it has been laid on the table. Not
that tHe Institute Committee is nof
anxiousg to see these thefts stopped,
nof that the Institute Commitiee is
unwilling to exert itself to its com-
plete capacity to effect an end to
these stealings, but merely because it
is, beyond the power of the commitiee
of itsgelf to deal with an evil so subtle
and yet g0 dominant, The Committee
feels that to enclose all Dbulletin
hoards in cases under lock and key or
to post special policemen to watch
bulletin boards is to publish to the
world that Tech men cannot be
trusted with Tech property.

These posters are not “legitimate
prizes 7 they are the property of the
activity whose business they adver-
tise. Their theft is not “clever,” it is
ag serious and disgraceful as theits
of books from the Union, of money, or
of any other valuable property. There
iz but one way in which these thiev-
