M. I. T. Advisory Council on Athletics
recognized wrestling as a 'Varsity
sport. The fifth meet was with the
Beverly Y. M. C. A.. and Tech won by
a score of 7-2. Tech defeated the
B. Y. M. C. U. with a score of 6-2.
In this match Crowell made a very
good showing, winning the heavy-
weight bout with a fall in the short
space of 55 seconds.

The meet with the Allen School of
i ~ West Newton added to the list of

Tech victories by a score of 6-0. The
last meet of the season was with Cun-
ningham Gymnasium of East Boston
and Tech was again victorious 3-1.

Manager Blodgett wishes to express
hig hearty appreciation of the work
the men have done in making the
team a recognized 'Varsity sport.
Sayer, a Freshman has done especial-
ly well, winning all but one of his
houts in quick time. Lee is another
Freshman who has developed remark-
ably well.

Although Means has been sick a
good deal of the time, he has done
very good work in the meets in which
he has participated. Kelly, who holds
the Northeast Intercollegiate Cham-
pionship of the 135 lb. class, is one of
the best wrestlers on the team, and
has won all of his bouts this year.
Smyth-Martin is a fast, tricky wrest-
ler and has worked well in all the
events.
