ELOQUENT T. C. A. TALK
BY DR. GEO. A. GORDON;

Speaks on Most Vital Phases
of Christian Life and

Character.

Dr. G. A. Gordon was introduced
b1) C. W\,. Brett. He began his talk
with a compliment to Technology

-which he heard from an English
nobleman who is regarded as an au-
thority on the subject. The latter
stated. as a reason for sending hik
son to the Institute instead of to
some English college, that "the 'Mas-
sachusetts Institute has no peer in the
I':nglish-sp)eakiing wofld."

Dr3. GCordon thlen dilated on the sul:-
ject of human brotherhood, partieu
larly as exemlllifiei in prayer. Tli-
stated that the two direct obljects of
the Christian religion are the produtc-
tion of light and of power, which
lhe typlified by the ideas of theory anl 
1tractice.

He wvent on to say that there were
two great results of Christianity, the
first l)eing the establislhment of ideals'
and relations resulting in obligations.
out of which is evolved the idea of
duty, the back-hone of Christianity.

The second great result is the con-
telption of the dignity of human na-
tare, and the effort to subdue the
baser elements of one's character.
which the speaker compared to a hun-
dred-headed monster. He concluded
with an exhortation that, since Mwe
have only one life to live, we should
Inake the most of it, and devote it to
the service of the human race.

Before Dr. Gordon's talk, /-Iarold
L'assett, '15. vwho has been active in
Poys' Club w-ork, urged the men to:
join the wvork. -le assured them that
although it takes very little time
everyone who joins gets much more
ouit of it than he pluts in.

The Freshmen of Oberlin College,
overwhelmingly (lefeated the Sopho-
mnores in their annual "tieing-up" con-'
test. At the end of hostilities it wxas
discovered tlhaint only five Freshlmen
wvere tied, while all the Sophomores.
numbering sixty, w-ere within the
Freshman enclosure.

stories of the more personal side of
the Congress of Applied Chemistry
that he has jiist been attending. He
said that the spirit of the whole Con-
gress was one of appreciation of the
great progress that chemistry is malk-
ing and vill make in the coming
years. He spoke in detail of the two
papers on the fixation of atmospheric
nitrogen. lesides the oxidation pro-
c(ss there is a new one which utilizes
thle old rection of hydrogen withl 
nitrogen to form ammonia.

He also described the lecture given i
b- Professor De~wisberg. the head of
one of the gigantic chemical corpora-
ions of Germany. Ie told of the pro-
dluction of electrolytic iron so pure
and free from alloyed hydrogen that 
when it is used in the construction 
of electrical machinery it increases 
thle magnetic efficiency of the latterl
300 per cent. He also sploke interest- 
ingly of production of power chemical
ly, of artificial refrigeration, of almost
perfect dyestuffs, of synthetic medi-
cines and lastly of the artificial pro-I
duction of rubber.

As a startling finish to his speech
he said that he had already arranged
for two leaders in chemical engineer-
ing to come within a month or two
to address the society. He also said
tlat the most that the members of thle
society could do to help it was to at
tend all the meetings enthusiastically
and in large numbers.
