In this meet every
man who has reporied at the Field
for work has been given a handicap,
judged upon ability shown in the pre-
vions meets and in work at the Field
gince then. All of the sprinters and
class relay. men hove been enfered
and bhandicapped in the two dashes,
and all those doing longer work have
Leen figure@ on for the (uarter and
half. The Teld evenl men are ex-
pected fo enter in the evenis and
have heen given marks according to
their ability. Handicaps have leen
arvanged for about a hundred men,
and the greater part of these are ex-
pected to take part in the meer.

In the hundred yard dash, the
seratch wen, Crankshaw and Barry,
will have to ghow great speed to over-
haul the long mark men, some hav-
ing as much as eleven yards. In the
two-twenty, Clark, who was the fivet
man at the last meet, will start from
scrateh, with Crankshaw, Barry and
Polton; all these men are very good
but are severely handicapped.

The quarter-mile looks to be won
by E. E. Gagnon, who placed second
last meet. Gagnon is again the favor-
ite for the hall-mile, where he starts
as low mark man,

Laurason, the Freshman star at
the pole vault event, looks like a
winner, but the old-timers, Mangan
and Huriburt, will press him hard,
Hall and Teeson, the low mark men
in the lhigh jump, will have to jump
their best to beat out the younger
men, among whom s Freibus of Ver-
mont. Charlie Fox, from scrateh, is
Tlinble to get away with the Dbroad
jumyp, though if Harbaugh, 1916, re-
ports, he may upset the dope.

In the weight evenis no one stands
out very strong, though Fox, Crowell
and Africa look te be the strongest

R. W. CHILD SPEAKS TO
PROGRESSIVE CLUB

Gives Reasons For Being a “Bull
Moose-—Qutlines of Party
Ideals Given.

Richard Washburn Child was the
speaker of tiie eveniug at the first
smoker held Ly the Technology Pro-

greasive Club.,  'The meeting wase
very informal and Mr, Child sat down
among ihe members and gave his
idea ol the Progressive Party. e

said in part that his reasons for he-
coming a Progressive were that e
bas watehed the [eghting of sham
Latiles hetween the political parties
for vears and noticed that the bosses
decided who they wanted fur office
in both of the parties, aml these can-
tidates were nominated and then
plenty of red fire was burned and the
usial display attending an  elceetien

ioox place, and finally the man thar}

the  hosses had delided upon was
elected and everything was forgolien
nntil the time for the next eleciion.
He cited the conditions in New
Jersey and California as direct proofs
of these sintements.

He coniinued, that the progressive
spivit is noi only confined to e e
publican Party, but nmien of both par-
ties have tended towards this move-
ment for wvears. and cited Scnator
Dolliver as prephecying the Progres-
sive Pavty wveays aso, and said thal
a third party would be formed unnder
the leadership of Theodore Roose-
v elt.

Tn explanation of the irust ques-
tion, he said that the ounly way in
deal with them was in a business-
like way, and not threough lawsuits
that «didn't amount to anxvthing. The
tarifi will be dealt with in a sensible
way by the Progressive Party, and a
commisgion that will work the thing
out right is whai is wanted.

In the discussion that tollowed
the talk the action of several news-
papers of Boston con tie campaign
was  dealt  with, and e stated
that the papers have an organized
Lody (o oppose tlle Progressive
Party. In one instance he told of a

neted Toston paver that refused to
publish a speech by the Progressive
candidate, O. §: Bird. for governor,
and when parts of this gpeech was
offered to the paper as a paid adver-
tisement they refused fo accept it.
hut on the same nigh! published =a
speech by one of the other parties on
identically the same subject,

Professor Haven of the Tnstitule
concluded the tolking of the coven-
ing with a remarkable ourline of the
ideals of the Prosressives, and wus
received with considerable applanse.

One of the interesting cvents of the
evening was the issiie of a challenge
to the Wilsen Club of ithe Institute
for a debate on the issues of the two
parties.

In my travels, however, I
was struck by ome discordant note,
and that was cansed by the appa-
ritions of Theodore Roosevelt and
iliram Johnson, which greeted me
from the mnotice boards, supposedly
constructed for Institute notices, and
not for evidences of student partisan-
ship. Of the respective merits of the
candidates for lhe Presidential office
[ have nothing to say. What I do
want to enforce, however, is the faet
that the exhibition of political pref-
ence, mentioned above, does not re.
dound to the credit of the present
undergraduate body.
