Their dvills reveal the fact that
s0lid grouml is found at an average
depth all over ibe site of about 35
feet, and it is to this that the pile
toundations will be sunk,

The surface was made with the ex-
pectation of construcling a park, but
the engineers say that the filling is of
a very sitisfactory nature.

The construction of the buildings
will he eommeneed in the spring, and
it is hoped that the plan wili have
heen completely carried out by 1920,
with some of the huildings ready to
te nsed long before that time,

VEHICLE TESTS.

The department of electrical engi-
neering of the Massachusetts Insti-
tute of Technology has under way an
important investigation on the adapta-
bility of electric vehicles for trucking
purpores, morc especially with refer-
ence to the conditions in Boston and
its vieinity, Mr, H. F. Thomson, the
research associate, in carrving on this
work, is making substantial progress
in the inquiry.

The railroads entering Boston are
co-operating with the part of the in-
vesfigation relating to time occupied
in loading and unloading {rucks at the
freight houses, including the time
occupled in getting to the loading
platform,

An appropriation for this work was
made to the institution by the Edison
BElectric Illnminating Company of Bos-
ton, The research was begun about
the middle of the year 1911, and is ex-
nacted to extend beyeond the year. It
is expected to result in a report or
series of reports on the relative mer-
its of electric vehicles, other mechani-
cal vehicles and horse vehicles for
city and suburban delivery, for truck-
ing and for other purposes for whieh
vehicles are used in the city and its
suburbs.
