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RAMSAY GIVES FIRST
LOWELL INST. LECTURE

“Gases of the Atmosphere,”
Subject of Last Night's
Lecture.

Last night in Huntington Hall, Si
William BEamsay gave the first of his
series of Lowell institute lectures on
“The Discovery of the Gases of tha
Atmosphere.” Al 8 o'elock the hall
was filled, many of the audience he-
ing either students or instruclors ar
the Institule.

Sir Willlam Ramsay began by ve-
marking that with the exception of
one man all those who had plaved a
part in the discoveries relating to tha
atmosphere were inhabiiants of Great
Britain, This one exception +was
Scheele,

He s2id that the oldest ideas as to
the atmospliere were inciuded in the
scheme of four contraries, earth and
alr, fire and waier. Tt was first Dorle
in the early part of the seventeenilh
century who advanced the idea that
the elements are the constituents af
substinces. Ile showed that the-ajr
possessed  elasticily, The lecturer
guoted from a book that Boyle wrote
to show that Boyie in his guesses as
to the nature of the air had ex.
pressed ideas 1ot far from the iruth
as we now know it. In the lalter part
of Boyle's life John Alavoew wrote
abont the atmosphere, but his work
was forgoiten for a ceatury, and the
advances that lie made wers lost ta
the world,

Thq next chemist to investipate
the air was Hales, who performied a
multitude of experiments, but {rom
them drew conclusions that were of
benefit to +those inferested in the
composition of the air,

Soon after Hales' time came the
phlogision theory, first advanced by
Stahl and his pupil Becker. This at
tributed to bodies that could burn an
undelinable vaporous suhstance calle@
phlogiston. In Lurning this was given
off in the flame. This theory per-
vaded the language and works of
chemists for many vears.

The next advance in determining
the composition of the air was made
by Black, an Englishman. Black wag
the first ome to use a Dalance ip a
Teagonable way in the investigation
of g.he alr. He performed MLy ex-
periments in a roughly cquantitative
way, and Sir Willlamm Ramsay re-
beated one of these lasi night, in ac-
cordance with BRlack's direction, It
concerned the removal of carbon di-
oxide from magnesium carbonate by
sulphwrie acid, and its replacement by

The discovery of carbon dioxide was
first made by Biack in experiments
similar to these.

Then the lecturer tock up the dis-
covery of nitrogen by Rutherford at
ihe end of the eighteenth century.

t Futherford called it phlogisticuted air.

Soon afterward Priestiey and Scheele
independently discovered oxvgen, or,
as they called it, dephlogisticated air,
Sir Williamt Ramsay spoke at some
length on the work that these two
men accomplished, and he bhegan an
experiment mentioned by Scheele.
leaving it unti] Thursday to complets
itself,
