At the meeting of the Freshman
(lass yesterday noon President Mac-
laurin spoke of the oppor tunities that

‘the Institute offers to the man who

wishes to become well educated, He
gaid that the fitting of one’s self to
new conditions is an education which
comtes throughout life He expects
the studnts to be men, for they will
be iréated as men. The obvious
thing for each one to do is to grasp
the. opportunities presented to him
llere. Unless he sets himself to see
these and seize these opportunities as
they come he will ieave the Tnstitute
naving reaped only half its benefits.
intellectual
opportunities as well as the oppor-
tunitieg for physical well-being.

The Faculty of the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology has been over-
whelmed and well night obliterated by
the tremendous outpourings of a dis-
ciple of the Chureh, namely, the Rev.
Courtland Myers. . On Sunday, the
29tk instant, when addressing a vast
and sympathetic audience at the Tre-
moni Temple, the reverend gentleman
spoke as follows: “How awful the
spectacle of a minature brewery in
operation, showing the process of
making beer in the classic old halls
of the Massachusetts Institute of
1 think it was a sight
that would have shocked the founders
of that grand old institution. I de
not know what motive prompted those
responsible for granting permission for
the exhibit there during the brewer's
convention, but it seems to me that
the young men were not sent there
to study beer making or in any way
brougit in contact with such an in-
dustry.”

Now either the lecturer did not
know the purposes of a Technology
career or he completely subjugated
his knowledge to the ardor of his in-
veterate crusade against inebriety.

We take it that the idea of our
school is to further the cause of
science and hetter the condition of
humanity,

For many generations the nations
have been drinking beer, whiech has
been generally greatly adulterated
and always impure to a certain extent.
If then we can improve the grade of
ithe Deverage and keep out adulterants
we are serving humanity in general,

The miniature brewery in opberation
at the school is for illustrating the
manufacture of the pure article,

In another part of the speech the
Rev. Dr. Myers stated that young men
are not sent to. Technology to study
heer making. We are sorry that we
have again cause to question his state-
ment. We know of several men who
have attended the Instituté solely for
the nirpese of learning the chemistry
ol brewing, and can point fo one with
pride, where a young Technology
graduate is in charge of a very large
concern in Chiecago, the purpose of
which is to analvze beers.

The Rev. Dr, Myers has undoubted-
Iy been laboring under a misappre-
hension through ignorance; and we
hope that in future attacks ‘on Tech-
nology {rom his direction may be
based on mote subsgtantial evidence.
