lawyers and orators of Boston, and a
candidate for the United States Sen-
ate In the Iast senatorial election,
will address the meeting, ‘The club
was fortunate in securing M.
Whipple, and a large crowd is ex-
pected. Men of every political faith
are invited and urged to be present.

Harvard Receives Endowment for
New Department of Art.

Harvard University will establish
the first ehair of prints ¥pown to ex-
ist, $10,000 being already subscribed
by seven New York and Boston lovers
of art toward an endowment fund for
ihis purpose. The position will be
filled by ¥itz Roy Carrington, one of
the foremost print connoisseurs in this
country, who will also act as curator
of the print department of the Boston
Museum of Fine Arts.

Mr, Carrington has for the past
fifteen years Deen a partner in the
New York art firm of Keppel & Co,
and in his new position he is to work
along ‘the lines that have proved sue-
cessful in organizing and maintairing
o business devoted to the sale of
prints,

This will mean the application of
modern business methods to the taslk
of increasing the already considerable
public interest in the subjeet.

—fogr the Freshman—inio American
money: *“Annhual income, $100; an-

nual expenditure, §99.95—result, hap-
piness. Annual income, $100; annuoal
expenditure’ $100.05—result, nusery.”

LOWELL INSTITUTE

8ir William kamsay to Discuss
the Discovery of Argon
Tonight.

Tonight Sir William Ramsay will
give the third lecture in his course
on “The Discovery of the Gases of
the Atmosphere.”” At the Ilecture
Thurgday he concluded with the dis-
cusgion of Cavendish’s discovery of
argon.

Tonight he will begin with the re-
dscovery of argon, which Rayleigh
and he made while investigating the
nitrogen of the air. He said at the
end of the lecture Thuraday that he
would be able to illustrate the pro-
duection of argon on a large scale.

A week ago last Friday Sir William
Ramsay was given the honorary de-
gree of Doctor of T.aws at the John
Hopking University at Baltimore.
John Hopkins has in its president a
man who is one of the leaders of
chemical fthought and progress in
America, Ira Remsen. President
Remsen is well acquainted with Sir
William Ramsay, for he was assist-
ant in the laboratory of the Univer-
sity of Tubingen when Ramsay en-
tered the laboratory as a student. It
was related that Ramsay caine to the
little-used front door, and after hav-
ing knocked so for some time Remsen
came to the door with his face. and
hands grimy from the coal with
whick he had been working.

After receiving the degree Sir Wil-
liam made a brief speech of thanks,
mentioning his kindly recolleetion of
tre long essays which Professor Hem-
sen used fo0 make him wrile st
Tubingen, and expressing his gratifi-
cation at being honored by an insti-
tutlon which was practically regpon-
sible for the present methods of
higher education in America.
