. Discovery of Other Elements -of
Argon Group to Be Taken
; - Up Tonight:

Tonight and Thursday night come
| the last two lectures that Sir William
Remsay will give before the Lowell
. Ingtitute on the “Discovery of the
; Gases of the Atmosphere.”” Tonight
.+ he will take up the interesting story
" of how the other elements of the
argon group were discovered, At the
. end of the last lecture, after he had
. produced helium, he spoke of the
, search for an element to occupy the
space in the periodic table between
. fluerine and sodium, two elements
that dre as opposite in their chemical
behavior as any two elements could
+ be. This new element, if found, would
naturally fall into the argon group,
- and like i, would have absolutely ne
chemical activify.

The seareh was started in the Brit-
ish Museum, where there is a very
fine collection of rare minerals. Sir
‘Wiliam Ramsay and his assistants ex-
amined the gases that these rocks
gave off on heating, but found in the
spectra of the gases only the Ilines
characteristic of already known ele-
ments, although those of helium and
argon were frequently present. Then
meteorites were examined, and these
extra-terrestrial alloys of iron and
nickel gave off new guses on heating.
In & few there were traces of the al-
ready discovered gases of the air,
How 8ir William Ramsay at last
found this new element he will tell
tonight, but he hinted that it was in
some ligquid air that was given him
by the first inventor of a machine for
ihe commercial production of liguid
air.

Sir William gave a brief oulline of
how this machine acts. Highly com-
pressed atr, which has had the heat
that it received on Dbeing compressed
removed, is allowed to pass Into an
engine and do work by driving some
machinery. The gas losgs an amount
of heat exactly equivalent to the work
it has done, and so it is cooled. This
exhaust air is then allowed to cool the
incoming compressed air, which in
turn becomes stili colder, until at last
a portion of the highly compressed air
is liquified. The machine is now able
to produce liquid air and do work at
the same time. Some of the liquid
air produced by a similar machine
was used last Thursday in the pro-
duction of helium on the lecture table.
It was supplied by Professor Richards
of Harvard, the scientist who has
done such excellent work on the
atomic weights of the elements,

At this point the police
held them up from going down 3das-
sachusetts avenue, so the parade con-
tingwed down Beacon and Dartmouth
streets to Boylston. The line of red
fire continued into the theatre dis-
triet, enthuszizsm increasing all the
time, The crowd snaked dance all
gver this part of the 1lown, the-
torches making the mnumbers seent-
about three iimes as Iarge.

Aceording to all predictions a hig
scrap  with the Progressive parude,
which was ocut the same night, was
due, and scouts were Kept in U'rom the
lite to prevent a surnrise if the Bull
Aoose mutltitude suddenly came upon
{lien. The meeting oceurred just as
the Wilson @owd reached TPark
square. The Moosers reached the
g(ttare and therefore had the right of
wav, and an impesing squad of police
prevented any mixup. The Wilson
hosls halied for & while, but the lead-
15 of the columns Jdecided that they
had to go on. so they took the in-
jtzative and charged the Progressive
parade with the whaole company back
ol them. Nothing like a teal fight
staried nevertheless,

The course of the march was then
down Washington street to School,
then to Tremont and the Common.
[flom the bandstand a letter was read
from Governor Wilson, and the speak-
er was interrupted again and again by
cheers and yells, After this the lead.

was pretty cold and the men quit in
such large numbers they gave it up.

COPPER FROM ALASEA.

The copper production from Alaska
in 1911 was 22,514,889 pounds, as com-
pared with 4,311,026 pounds im 1910,
The large increase in the output for
1911, according to the United States
Geological Survey, is due to the en-
trance of the Copper HRiver distriet
into the producing list. The mine pro-
duction of copper for 1811 was 27,267,
8§78 pounds, but a considerable por-
tion of this had nof been smelted at
the close of the year.

Important production of copper
from Alaska began about 1803. since
which time it has been a steady con-
tributor of that metal. To the close
of 1911 the total production of blister
copper has been 59,126,334 pounds.

MR. SMITH PICKS MOST
IMPORTANT MINERALS

Coal Stated to Be _Mosf Impor-
tant of Twelve Minerals in
Order of Value.

The great volume of the mineral
production” of the United Siates, its
tremendons inerease during the lasl
few years, and the wide distribution
pf the important minerals were indi
cated In a recent address by George
Otis Smith, director of the United
Stateg Geological Survey. The twelve
wmost important mineral products in
the United States, in the order of
value of annual output, were stated by
Mr. Smith to be coal, iron, clay prod-
ucts, copper, petroleum, gold, stone,
natural gas, cement, Iead, silver and
zinc. “For certain of these minerals,”
he gaid, “the Geological Survey Dpre-
senis estimates of the supply from
which the nation’s needs are to be
met, For others, especially elay prod-
uctg and cement, the guestion of the
supply of raw material from which
they are produced is of little moment
compared with that of the availability
of the fuels necessary for the pro-
cesses of manufacture. ’

“0Of nearly equal importance with
the factor of abundance of these
mineral resources is that of distribu-
tion. In the first place, the wide-
spread distribution of the raw ma-
terial makes possible an industrial na-
tion in which every State has some
share in the mineral production. Only
tour States had a mineral output last
year valued at less that $1,000,000,
and ten States had a production
valued at over $50,000,000 each,
Again, no State or section appears to
have & monopoly of the mineral indus-
try. While Pennsylvania, with ifs
total miperal produet more than one-
fourih that of the whole country, leads
in coal, cement and stone bv large
marging; another State, MMinnesota,
feads in iron ore;.another, Arizona, in
conner: another, Ohio, in eclay prod-
ynets: California in petrolenm; Cali-
fornia in gnld: Missouri in both lead
rand zine; and Nevada in silver. Tur-
| thermore, the centers of production
y are ever shifting,

“For instance, up to 1854, Pennsyl-
vania was the leading Stafe in the pro-
dnetion of petroleum. TIn 1895 it was
succeeded by Ohio. Ohio gave way to
Califernia in 1908, California gave
wav o Oklakoma in 1907 and resumed
premiership in 1908, retaining it since
that time, Toth Iliinois and Okala-
homa exceeded the production of any
of the BEastern States in 1%07 and
have continued to do so. For many
verrs un to 1906 WMontana was the
nrincipal prodncer of copper. In 1907
it zave way to Arizona, and in 1909
Arizona e=ave place to Montana. In

the counirys total. Nevada, in the
glory days of the Comsiock lode, from
1873 to 1878, was the greatest silver
producer in the world. When the
Comstock declined, in the latter part
of the last century, Nevada gave way
ag a silver producer, first to Colorade,
and then to Montana, but became
again the principal producer of silver
in 1913, Ten years ago Colorado, the

leading gold-producing State, pro-
duced over 60 per cent. more than
California, then second in rank. Cali-
fornia’s proportion has been steadily
inereasing for ten vears, and in 1911
the largest production of gold was
from that State.”
