SIR WILLTAM RAMSAY
LIKES POINT SYSTEM

Famous Chemist Makes Interest-
ing Comments on Education
in America.

8ir William Ramsay, who is to
speak at the Conmnvocation thig after-
neon, has made some very favorable
comments on the Ameriean plan of
college education when interviewed in
regard to his views on student life in
this countiry,

He said e was struck by the power
the American siudent has of taking
care of himself. Unlike ihe students
of the English universities. the men
in the larger institutions here iive for
the most part away from the college
it fraternity or scciety houwses. There
they are under no supervision other
than that assumed by the older siu-
dents, while in ngland the men are
under the guidance of a preceplor
Sir Willlam Ramsay said that he
thinks our way is much the better
us it gives the student a far greater
opporiunity for the training of charac-
ter.

The various student governing
lodies, such as ouwr Instilute Commit-
tec or the student councils of other
colleges, he said, were excellent in-
stitutions, and had a parallel in the
“Unions” of the Britigsh universities.
As an instance of the way that the
students dealt with offenders, he said
that while he was at Williamstown
two students were brought hefore tlie
Student Council there and were given
tor their misdemanor a punishment
far more severe than any that the
faculiy wouid lhiave given,

He said that he was very much im-
pressed with the way that the Point
System worked out here at the In-
stitute, and thought it would be an ex-
celient thing fer him to start at his
own university.

Sir William has had very litile time
during this visit to America to ob-
serve the student life here, but on his
previous visit he became acguainted
with the more prominent features of
American college life.

His speech at the Convocation this
afterncon, and his leciure before the
Lowell Instifute tomorrow night will
probably be the last affair that he will
attend before returning to England.

TALK ON BUILDING QF
EAST BOSTON TUNNEL

Civils Will Listen to Illustrated
Lecture by C. P. Gow
Tonight.

Tonight, at 835 o'clock, at the
Union, the Civil Engineering Society
will listen to a talk om tunnel con-
struction by Mr. C. P. Gow, a mem-
ber of the Boston Transit Commis-
sion. A part of his time will be spent
telling about the building of the Bast
Boston Tunnet, on which he was con-
sulting engineer.

This tunnel was completed about
1905, after two years of hard labor.
The Toston end is at Scollay Sguare
in the Tremont Sireet Subway. From
here it goes under Bosion Harbor to
East Boston. It was the first tunnel
to be dug below the basin of a har-
hor, and was therefore a very difficult
engzineering teat, becanse the work
had to be ecarried on with the use of
ghields and under a pressure of about
46 pounds fo the square inch,

The Roston Transit Commission
builds ali the tununels and subways in
the city, and ihen the street rvailway
companies of the Elevated Railway
Company leases them from the Com.
mission. This Commission, of which
Mr. Gow is a member, has constructed
the Cambridge Tunnel and done other
engineering feats around the city
which wiil be worth hearing . Gow
talk about.

CONVOCATION TODAY.

8ir William Ramsay Will Ad-
dress Student Body This Noon,

At the Convocaiion this alternoon
Sir William Ramsay, who has leen
giving a series of iectures before the
Lowell Institute on “The Discovery of
the Oases of the Atmosphere,” will
speak on sowe very interesting topics,
He is known the world over for his
wark in connection with gases, for he
is the discoverer of most of the ele-
ments of the argon group. and has
made extended investigations of their
properties and applicabilisy, He i=s
heai of a university, and as such is
interested in student zcovernment.

Sir William Ramsay received ihe
Nobet medal for his work, and has re-
ceived sgcores of other honors. Just
hefore he began the series of T.owell
Institute lectures he was given the
honorary degree of Doetor of Laws at
John Hopking University, the howme
of his old friend and teacher. Presi-
dent Ira Remsen., Sir William Ram-
say has proven a velry interesting
man, and so the desire of President
Maclaurin, that all students be pres-
ent, will meet with a hearty responsce
from the sudent body.

GASOLINE FROM GAS.

Piring the last three years the gep
aration of the more volatile grades of

gagoline from natural gas issuing
from oil wells has become a profitable
industry of Increasing iniportance.
The industry did not progress as rap-
idly in 1911 as was experied. Un-
doubtedly it wiil eventnally become a
settled and flourishinz business, for
millions of cubic feet of gas that is
now wasted on leases might he con-
verted into gasoline, should the de-
mand aud price warrant it. Tie
United Stuates Geolozical Survey last
vear attempted fo compile figures of
production of gasoline from nafural
gas, but many plants were operated
intermittently and no records were
kept of the output. Statements from
sieh producers eounld only be esti-
mated. However crude the method of
manufacture, a report of the guantity
of gasoline produced shows an outpu
m 191t of 7,425,889 wallons, with an
estimated value of $531,704,
