DARTMOUTH CROSS
COUNTRY TEAM WINS

Taber of Brown First Man to
Finish — Technology Gets
Third Place.

Iy bunching four men at the finish,
Dartmouth was able to wia the first
sanual cross-country race af the New
England Inter-Collegiate Athletic As-
sociation over the Technology course
in Brookline, with a score of 3
points, N. §, Taber, the erack Brown
runner, captured first place honors
for his team in the time of 25 min-
utes, 31 1-5 secomds, after a hard race
with Ball of Dartmouth, who finished
two-fifths of a second after him.

The Institute team finished third
with 85 points, while Brown came off
with second place with a total of 50
points, M. 8. Benson, the speedy
Freshman, was the first Technology
man to come in finishing in sixth
place. F. J. Wall and R. E. Palmer
finished in 14th and 15th places, re-
spectively, and R. D. Bonney crossed
the line in 22nd place. A, F. Nye and
M. E. Hili, who were counted upon to
finish well" up, were troubled with
cramps on account of the cold and did
not finish among the first.

The start and finish of the race was
at the Field. From ithe Tield the
course was the same as the Iast
part of the regular one, but in-
stead ot crossing Larz Anderson's hill
it. followed the road around and then
the runners struck over to the start
ol the regular Techuoiogy course and
hack along it to the Field. At the
start of the race the Institute team
held the lead and went cut of the gate
first, with Dartmounth following close,
and Taber of Brown in the lead. After
striking the open the Green runners

JUDGE HARVEY BAKER
ADDRESSES STUDENTS

Describes Juvenile Court System
and Gives Examples of
Its Work.

Last Thursday noon Judge Harvey
M, Baker, the head of the TRoston
Juvenile Court, gave a very interest-
ing talk on the work and the aims of
the Juvenile Court system. He took
for his example some of the cages
that had come up in his court, and
flrew from them some rather interest-
ing deductions.

The court may be called a dispen-
sary for boys who are sick, morally.
This idea is carried out to a consider-
able extent. The walting raom is pro-
vided with benches, on which the
people who are interested in a par-
ticular case sit while waiting their
turn.  The actual tria) takes place in
the Judge’s private room, and only
those persons directly interested in
the case are permiited in the room.
The Judge has the power of recom-
mending several different forms of
treatment, Judge Baker said that
only as a last resort were loys sent
to the reformatory. The form of
treatment which is usually most satis-
factory is the placing of an offender
on probation. ’

As a case which has many points
of unusnal interest, Judge Baker de-
sceribed the reformation of a boy about
fifteen and a half years old. This bay
was brought before the court on the
charge of stealing doorknobs and sell-
ing them for junk. ©On investigation
it was found that he had previcusly
been fined twice for similar thefts,
and as these fines had no effeet, it
way decided to try the probation svs-
tem on khim, HMHe was to report daily
to the probation officer for six months,
or unti] he got a job, 1If he did noi
report the officer reported to him.
Put althongh he gof one or two jobs,
he soon left them and lost none e¢f his
gillen spirit, He took after his father
by illdreating hig wother, and was a
source of continual disturbance In the
neighborhood. It was decided to
change his environment, so he was
taken under the care of a man in a
reighboring eity. This man helped
him find a job, but the boy ran away.
At last it was decided to give him a
shoeck, so the hoy was allowed to stay
in jail for a week, not under arrest,
it on a “continuance.” After this
treatment he gradually improved, and
now has a pretly good position in the
Lusiness worid,
