Two Very Interesting Talks
Given on South America
and Panama.

The second regular meeting of the
Mining Engineering Society was held
in the Union [ast evening and many
were present.  The first talk was by
Mr. Howard, of the Civil Engineering
Department, on his experiences in
the Panama Canai region. He told
about the commission of four engi-
neers, two appointed by the chief
justice, one from Costa Rica, and one
from Panama, 10 make plans for the
survey of the boundary between
Costa Rica and Panama. On January
four parties sailed from New York to
Panamg and made thelr headquarters
in a small town 140 miles wesi of
Panama, in the territory .conirolied
by the United Fruit Company. They
wele given very complete outfits, con-
gisting of tents, instruments, provi-
sions, ete,, before setting out for their
separate stations,

He then described in detail the
features around the camp at which
e was Jocated, He deseribed how the
banana plautations were started and
described the duaiiculties of surveying
in the very heavily wooded country.
The only way thev could travel was
by canoe ov walking, The packs were
