MERRILL TO LECTURE
ON AERONAUTICS

Interest in Aviation Warrants
Introduction of Option in
Course I1.

A new course of lectures on avia-
tion has been introduced in the Me-
chanical Engineering  department.
Thege are to be given by Mr, A, A,
Merrill, a Bosten man, who has held
the office of secretary of the Boston
Scientific Society, and has been car-
ryving on investigations in the (nstitute
laboratories for over seven years.

He will take up both the historiecal
and technical gides of aeronautics in
a very thorough manner. The latter
will caver the methods of obtaining
and putting into practice the co-
efficients of air resistance on various
kinds of surfaces, the mathematics of
flight, and the efficiency of different
systems of control. With regard to
the history of aviation, Mr. Merrill
will discuss the gradual development
of the art of Aying and the methods
of research used by Lilienthal, Lang-
ley, Maxim, Hargrave, Chanute and
Itiffel, Thiz course iz open to all
Senlors in Course 11

For several years lhe 3ilechanical
Engineering department has main-
tained a “blowing tube” about three
feet squarve and capable of delivering
an air current at a spesq of from ten
to twelve miles per hour., This has
heen used by the Senifors in their
thesis work and by Mr. Merrill for
performing -experiments somewhat
gimilar to those carried out in the
well equipped laboratories of Kiffel in
Paris, Worcester Polyiechnie has
also allowed {he Institufe professors
and students to use their large whirl
ing table in investigations with re-
gards to propellers.

Aeronautical engineering has been
stendily growing in favor with
students at the Institute, and last
vear no less than ten Seniors decided
to follow it as a branch of their pro-
fessional work. One of the Spanish
gtudents intends to sepcialize in army
aviation. Without doubt a complete
course in aerconautical engineering
will grow out of this Course II option,
just as electrical engineering has
long since ceased to be a branch of
the physics department.

At present no other American col-
lege g offering & course in aviation
even as extended as the one given by
Mr, Merrill,

Nefore a large audience of Fresh-
men, yesterday afternoon, Major Cole
went into detail on the drill work for
the coming term. The entire enurge
is to De pystematized and organized
to a muelh finer degree than it has
been in past years. Instead of one
battalion, which has heen customary.
there will be two, which althongh not
the regulation numbeyr, enables all
manenvers to be performed. This
will allow more officers to be used
and will assist in the primary object
of the ecourse, that of training stu-
dents for positions as officers in time
of war.

Several changes have been made in
the uniform, inefuding braids on caps,
gold stripes on sleeves, and blue
stripes on trousers. .

TECH GRADUATES
WIDELY DISTRIBUTED

New Register of Former Stu-
dents Published During the
Summer.

One of the most interesting of
Technology evenis that occurred dur-
ing the summer is the publication of
a new Register of Former Students,
in which is listed ninety percent, of
all living past students of the In-
stitute,

The distribution of these graduates
throughout the country and indeed the
worl@ is an interesting study, and an
analysis of the figures serves to show
what are the technicel centers of the
country, and what the demand is for
men of gpecizl training. New Eng-
fand retains nearly half the past stu-
dentg of Technology, the total number
in the six States heing over 4500. The
Middle States, with their strong
centers of industry, have mare than
2080, In ten Southern States are 325,
and more than 1000 in the Northern
Centiral States.

West of the Mississippi, the three
large Norithern States have 250, while
Missouri, Kansas and Iowa have 145,
Clolorado has 114, 42 'n Montana, and
23 and 26 in Utah and Arizona, with
the rest of the 323 in the mountain
States, in groups of twenty to a State.

On the west coast are 461, Cali-
fornia taking the lion's share, with
270. In the territovies azre 62, 3 in
Alaska, 8§ in the Canal Zone, 18 in
i Haowaif, 22 in the Philippines and 11
in Porio Rico. Out of the TUnited
States and her territories are 436 men,
40 in South America, 43 in Asia, § in
Africa, & In Awustralia, and over 70 in
Europe. There are 137 in Canada,
and irn Mexico 82,

This number has been sur-
passed only onee at this date, when)
last year the crude tigure was about.
fifty greater. This indicates no fall-]
ing of in the popularity of Tech, fori
certain groups, like the students who
come for special work, numbering up
to berween fifty and seventy-iive, have
hardly yet given in any nimes. i‘

A most interesting feature Is the
large percentages of students, a\'erﬁg-r
ing for the regular lower classges not|
l[egg than sevenyy-five percenti., who
have returned to confinne their sind-
ies in regular form, the third-vear
students of last year returning for
their fourth vear, with eighty-five per|
cent, of those who were registered
when schoof closed in the fail. This|
is a fine record, which is testimony|
to the conasistency of the courses. Thel|
men new to the Institute, more than|
five hundred in number, have the]
usual characteristics in point of dis-!
