The importance of the church was
one of the topics. He stated thai the
church cannot afford to stand still, but
must be progressive, for it is just as
esgential to keep up with the times in
yveligion as in other matters. The
church as an organization is just as
important te the moral and spiritua
world as the baseball clubs are to the
success of the modern baseball,

In answering the guestion, “Does a
man have to be a church-goer to be
a Christian?" the pastor said that any-
one who tries to lead a clean life anid
do that which in his own judgment is
right, is a true Christian, no matter
what ideag he has of the chureh or
religious organizations,

His views on Sunday baseball were
particularly interesting, Being him-
self ¢ baseball fan, he naturally could
sympathize with those that enjoyed
the game but had no opportunity te
attend al other times than Sunday.
1f baseball were playved on Sunday
gimply for the love of the sport rather
than for Rnancial gain, it certainly
shonld be allowed. This ideal condi-
tion contd never be reached, however,
for managers of laseball clubs could
hardly be persunaded to putup a contri-
bution in place of the gate receipts.

TO CHEMICAL SOCIETY

“Development of an Electrolytic
Cell” Subiect of Last Night’s
Interesting Lecture,

I st nirht the Chemical Society had
s geeond moanthly weeting with M,
Jasper Whiting., M. L. T. 'S, as
viuenbor, Al thoe members went down
io sec the gress-country fteam off for
thaco, and after they had shown their
ew husinsm in  this way {liey went
baek 1o hear the interesting and very
instructive discussior on the “Devel
opnient of an Elecirelyiic Process”
Cwing to the drlav the business meet-
ing was disvensed with, and My, \Whit-
ing started on an outline of the eclec-
trolytic cells in use prior to the in-
vention  of the wWhiting  Elecrrolytic
C'ell, He said that he was working
it & process which required the elee-
trolysis of brine for the production of
raustic soda enmmercially, and as the
ordinary diaphram cell was unsatis-
factory., he was forced to find some
substituie for it

e first mentioned some of the
faults of this diaphram cell. Tt is made
oY cement, wilh a porous diaphram
of ashestos. Whenever the level of
the Drine in one's side bhecomes
greater than that in the other, or
when one solution is more dense than
the other, there is diffusion and con-
sequent loss of efficiency through
secondary reactions. Through this
diaphram the-gases evolved. hydrogen
and chlorine, pass and mingle, and on
one critical occasion such a mixture
was exploded by a ray of sunlight.
causing great damage.

Investigation proved that the Casi-
ner type of cell was a great improve-
ment. In this cell mevceury 1Is the
cathode, and receives the sodinm tfo
form an amalgam, which periodically
flows into a decomposing chamber,
where the sodium reacts with water
to form the caustic soda desired. Bur

One of the maost promising types,
was one of his whieh circulated the”
mercury by the inductive effect of an|

cury circulated, the floating sodium
amalgam remained perfectly quiet.
Atechanical circulation of the mereury,
such as was used in the Selvay pro-
cess, was then tried, but Mr. Whiting
found that the conditions of flow were
so complex that the efficlency of the
apparatuas varied within very wide’
limits, often being as low as 20 per
ceut,

After describing these previcusly
known types, Mr. Whiting outlined the
steps that he followed in developing.
his own type of cell. There is first
the '"eaker” stage, when the work is
carried on in the laboratory, and the
chemisiry of the process is put on a
sound basis. At thig time the investi-
gation of previous records is made to
gee whether the new idea is pateni-’
abie, and whether the industry which
is to use the invention is flourishing
enough fo par a profit on the work
done, Then comes the second stage,’
when small sized nindels are made, [n
the case of his cell the work in the
first stage was so well done that a:
