Although the Technology Freshmen
finished last in the eross-country race
at Andover, consideralle glory was
won by Captain H, 8. Benson, who
won the race, TFully two hundred
yards separated him from the second
runuer when he broke the tape in the
fagt time of 20 minutes, 54 seconds,
Two of the Tech runners were forced
to drop out because of a cramp in
thelr legs, and the remairing four
were not able to place among the first
twenty, One great consolation for
the Tech students, however, is the
great running of Benson. With an-
other year's experience and training
under such & capable coach as DMr.
