The regents of Yale will not allow
courses in journalism to be offered
because they thought such instruc-
tionl s,?voIed too much of v'ocational
ti aining.

A musical review, containing con-
tributions fromn the Faculty and stu-
dents is soon to be plublished at Har-
vard Unversity. It will be the first
of its kiind to be published at Har-
v arid.

\Wisconsin possesses the distinction
or being the only state university
-vlich issues tiVo daily papers. Be-

sides the Daily Cardinal. the official
daily, the W\isconsin Daily Newvs is
leiing issued. The first issue consist-
ed of twenty-four ne^wsy pages. It is
uiiderstood that President Van Hise
is olpposed to two dailies.

The School of Jourinalism has been
opened at Columbia University with
an enrollment of over 100 men. In
order to obtain a degree from this
school it is required that proficieney
be attained in either the Frencl or
(e-llleman language.

sity, N. Y. University, W.ashington and
Lee University, Washburn College,
University of Illinois, Saint Louis Uni-
versity, Lafayette College, University
of Nebraska, North Dakota Agricul-
tural College, Bowdoin, University of
Oregon, Simpson College, University
of Minnesota, Yale Sheffield Scientific
School, Bates College, Beloit College,
Hamilton College and the Nanking
Naval College.

It is also interesting to note that
tl:e Chinese colleges have by far the
greatest number of representatives.
There are in all thirteen men, repre-
senting the following different col:
leges: VWuechang Provincial College.
Chili Provincial College, Anhui Pro-
incial College. Nanking Naval Col-

lege, Chinese Naval College and the
Imperial-Polytechnic 'College of Shang-
hai. The other colleges outside of the
United States who have graduates at
Technology at the present time are:
The Syrian Protestant College, the
Euphrates College, the Institute of
Havana, the National College of
Paraguay, the McGill University and
the Royal Military College, both of
Canada; the Escuela Industrial Col-
lege of Buenos Ayres, Argentine; the
Scientific and Literary Institute of
Chihuahua, MAlexico; the Polytechnic
College of Zurich, and Melbourne Uni-
versity, Australia.

UTILIZING COAL WASTE.

The production of anthracite in
f-ennsylvania includes an appreciable
quantity of unsable fuel recovered
from Ile old culm banks by wash-
eries, and the unsightly monuments
to the wasteful methods of early
times are disappearing from the
landscape in the anthracite region. I
The quantity of coal recovered in tlhe
'22 years since the first washery was
constructed in 1890 has amounted to
about .50,000,000 long tons. consider-
ably more than the total production
of anthracite at the beginning or the
period. In 1911 the washery product
amounted to 4,136,044 long tons. In
addition to the coal recovered from
hle culim banks, 94,647 long tons in 

1911. and 91,833 tons in 1910, were re- 
covered from the bottom of Susque-
hanna River by dredges.

In the bituminous regions tile pl'ill-
,ipal utse of w'asheries is to inml)ove
the (luality of the slack coal used in
he manufacture of coke by reducing
he ash allnd sulpl)hur, although consid-
erable quantities, particularly in Illi-
nois, are washed in the p)reparation
of sized coal for llousehold use. The
luantity of bituminous coal washled
at the mines in 1911 was 12,513.114
short tons. The wvasheries yielded 
0,999.481 tons of cleaned coal and
5VI4,6;33 tons of refuse.

VALUE OF SANDSTONE.

The v-alue of the output of sand-
stone in the United States in 1911
winas $7,730,86S, a decrease as coInm-
pared with 1910 of $199,151, accord-
ing to figures just published by the
United States Geological Sursvey. The
leading sandstone producing States in
1911 w-ere New York, Ohio and Penn-
sylvania, in the order named.

In New York and Pennsylvania a
part of the sandstone produced is
kInown to ihe trade as bluestone. The
output of bluestone increased in value
from $1,535,187 in 1910 to $1.S76,473!
in 19tll. a gain of $341,286. The stone
used for building decreased in value,
but that sold for flagging and curb-
ing, as crushed stone, and for un-
specified purposes showed a large in-
crease.
