U. 8. BROAD-MINDED
IN CHINESE POLICY|

Success of American Manoeuvers
Hampered by Misdirected
Diplomacy.

That the United States has pursined
the most broad-minded and fair policy
toward the Chinese nation of all the
cther werld powers that have been
concerned with that country was the
gzsence ol the complimentary re
marks made by J. P. Q. Rland in his
“ezturc yesterday on “American
Fel'cy in China,” in the series he is
giving Uefcre the Lowell Institute
'he tone of his remarks was tem-
. ereg somswhat by the statement that
while America had tried to live up to
her pledges she had partially failed
because of the fact that the diplo-
matie policy pursved by thz Washing-
toen departntents had been lacking in
iact and direction.

Mr, Bland outlined the appearance
of America as a world power and the
cefisequent enlargerment of the Mon-
roe Doetrine following the Spanish
Way, and he pointed out that in his
famous San Francisco speech in 1303,
Mr., Rocseveli declared that America
must maintain & peaceful domination
of the Pacific—a domination that the
rew world power, Japan, was little
like'y to permit, needing as it does
rocm for oxpansion of its already
crowded country.

Tracing the diplomatic advances
that ‘led America to becdme one of
the factors ir Chinese development,
Mr. Bland showed that the reasons
1that led to a loss of prestige was the
scheme of Secretary P. C., Knox, for
the neutralization of thre Chinese rail-
roads. This scheme was broached to
the powers without having first con-
snlied the two countrles most con-
corned, that is, Russta and Japan,
which are now the controlling factors
in the railroads of novihern China and
Atanchuria. The result of this failure
to appreciate the finesse of world 4i-
plomacy, and the subsequent propo-
sition te make the railroads neutral
whether or no the two countries were
willing. Dby means of a compeiing

The field is not crowd-
ed with successiul awthors and many
wlip are able to produce available
plays have not yet grasped the first
principles of the moving picture
drama, nor do they seem to have any
inkling of what the manufacturers

require. Many of these have the|
qualities, imagination, talent and in- |
genuity which make fur suecess in!

“In the writing of motion picture
piays anyone who is capable of evolv-
ing an interesting plot adapted to mo-
tion picture presentation may win
success., The proposition is the germ

the plot. It consists of a condition
or situation from which the details of
the story are developed. The suceess
of a comedy composition lies in the
novelty of the plots, or scme new
and interesting phase of an old propo-
sition, in its interest-holding gualities,
logic and probability and the humor of
the individual scenes and situations.
There is a wide difference between
the ‘comedsy’ and ‘comic’ pictures, and
this difference lies chiefly in that the
comedy depends largely for its humor
in the cleverness and wit of the plot,
where the comic is usually merely 2
geries of situations arising from one
ingident or situation., In the comic
fiim there is little plot and the scenes
are loosely connected, while the suc-
cess of the picture usually depends
upon the fun obtained from each
scene. . Good comedy sfories are hard
to obtain, are hard to conceive and
are necessarily, on account of their
rarity, muech in demand. it seems
hard for most writers to differentiate
the wit and clever ingenuity of the
good comedy scenarig with the trivial
and frivolous one which is not.”
