POST GRADUATE COURSE.

The Secretary of the Navy an,
nounces the establishment in connec-
lion with the Annapolis Naval Acad-
,my of a post-graduate course separ
ate from the academic departmlents,
and independent of the Academic'
Board. Thle length of the post-
graduate course is to be two years,
but in special cases may be longer.
The first two terms of four months
each are to be spl)ent at Annapolis.
After that student officers may elect
to continue their studies in special in-
stitutions. Officers will be selected
for post-graduate courses on the rec-
ommendation of the various navy
Ibureaus, provided they have com-
Ipleted not less than three years' sea
service and qualified for promotion to
lieutenant, junior grade.

WIRELESS SOCIETY
TO MEET THURSDAY

Requirements of New Wireless
Law to Be Explained to

Members.

On Thursday afternoon, at 4.15, the
Wireless Society will hold a meeting
in Room 11, Engineering B. This
mneeting will be held for the purpose
of explaining to the members the re-
quirements for obtaining amateurs'
operating licenses. The new wireless
law goes into effect December 13, and
in accordance with it all amateurs are
required to hold licenses. All candi-
dates must pass an examination, and
application blanks can be obtained of
the society.

Even amateur wireless stations
must comply with this new law, and
accordingly the Institute station has
already been remodelled. The trans-
mitting station has been changed
somewhat and the aerial will be
shortened to meet the requirements.
The wave-length of amateur stations
is limited to 200 meters. At this
meeting all the particulars of the new
law will be explained and the meet-
ing will be of considerable interest to
the members.

Technology, lie says, .is the fact that
after the teams are picked those not
winning a place on them stop work
until the next year, instead of prepar-
ing for the future. When the men
learn to do this the calibre of the
teams will be greatly improved. Also,
he recommends that they do gymnas-
tic work at least once a week, and
every morning take a short setting up
exercise. However, he wishes it un-
derstood that no one will be allowed
to use any of the apparatus while one
of the Gym classes is on the floor.
One of the great troubles in the past
lhas also been the fear new men have
of the time trials and races, which
causes them to run below their real
ability.

This squad will
be in charge of Captain A. F. Nye or
the cross-country team. They will
take long runs and do work such as
the cross-country team does. This
will strengthen them greatly and Qle
a great help to them next year. Alsb
any one on this squad who improves
very rapidly will be given a trial for
the relay team.

Captain Germain then spoke a few
words to the gathering. He said the
signs of a good runner were more in
the face than in the body, because
the men with brains would use them
in athletics as well as in their stud-
ies. They watch better runners, en-
deavor to profit by the knowledge
thus gained, and when they see their
faults are very quick to remove them.
He also remarked upon the hard work
