GEORGE W. COLEMAN
SPEAKS IN UNION

Addresses Large Crowd on Inter-
esting Subject — Talk Witty
and Instructive.

“l have something in my pockel
that I never saw, you never saw anud
nobody else ever saw, but I will show
it to yon and after that neither I, nor
you, nor anyvbody else will ever sea
it again.” This was the statement
made by Mr., George W. Coleman in
iz tallkk yesterday ncon in the Union,
in an effort to carry out a psycholog-
ical experiment to illustrate a poinl
in his talk on "Keeping Your Rqui-
ibyium,”

He commenced hy velating the
story nf an old colored gentleman
who would relate parables that con-
tained facts from the Bible, but the
commbinations were unholy. This led
te the statement that it is not good
things but the right balance between
them that is of importance.

His first example was the relation
belween play and work, hoth good
things, but bad if the balance between
them is not right, for “All work and
no play makes Jack a dubl boy,” is just
ag lrue for “all play and no work.”
The same balance should exist be-
tween selb-development and  self-ex-
pression, the former referring to ac-
guisition of learning, and the latter
to the giving out of this learning
either in the performing of one's life
work or by direct teaching.

The correct halance between ohedi-
ence and initiative gives one the
power of being able fo do things in
enmergeneies, but at the same time
does not destroy all tendencies to
okey orders. It was in connection
with failh and caution that the psy-
chiological experiment was performed,
Mr. Coleman stated that on his honor
as a gentleman he weould make a
stutement ihat was absolufely true,
whiech, if our faith in his word was
great enough, we would believe; but
on the otler hand it the men felt
cautiong they would not believe him.
A very small percentage of the men
present were willing to belleve his
stalement and the rest wanted to be
“shown.” He did; for when he took
from his pocket a peanut, broke the
ghell and toolk out the kernel and ate
it, the crowd burs{ into applause. H.e
continued, sericusly, saying that it
teok faith to believe him, and in the
same way lhe correct halancing be-
{ween faith and caution is an advan-
{age in religious or any other 1it'e..

He went on to say that in carryving
thig further he arrived at the conclu-
sion that this theory of keeping one’s
Lalance lay at the foundation of the
action of the physical universe. The
balancing between the centripetal and
centrifugal forces is the paramoumnt
reason -for the present conditien of
the solar system. -He concluded by
remarking that had he been imbued
with thiz idea twenty vears ago his
mental developmeni would have been
ten vears ahead of what it is now.

Werks at Lynn
Today.

POTASH IN NEBRASKA.
Considerable interest has been
aroused in the discovery of soluble
potash salts in certain lakes in west-
ern Nebraska. 'The report of their dls-
covery together with samples of the
deposits, first came to the Geological
Survey Srom Mr, Carl Modesitt, who
has been interested in the possibility
of developing the deposits on a cow-
‘mercial hasis. One lake was visited
by R. B, Dole, of the Geological Sur-
vey, who collected from the deposit
sumples whose potash content has
neen determined,
Many shallow lakes, b0 to 500 acres
in extent, occupy depressicls among
the sand hills of western Nebraska,
At the ordinary stage of water most
of the lakes have no surface outlet
and some of them are apparently un-
derlain by impervious strata, which
prevent the escape of the water by
seepage. As a result they form shal-
lgw evaporating pans in which large
guantities of the alkaline or saline
material of the tributary drainage
water accumutate and hecome more
or less concentrated.
The lake visited by Mr. Deole,
known as Jesse Lake, situated in T,
25 N,, R. 46 W, covers about 400
acres and is one of the largest of
these bodies of water. It varies In
depth from 80 inches to dryness, ac-
cording to the rainfall and season.
The land on the northwest side of the
lake is swampy and the water there
is not so concentrated in salts, as pos-
sibly this is where seepage enters.
“When the lake was examined in May
a sirip of the lake shore about 100
feet wide was exposed and the waier
in the lake was about a foot deep.
The shore is brownish-black sticky
mud, devoid of vegetation. The lake
is entirely surrounded by typical sand
hills, and probably a rise of 4 or 5
feet in the water level would be
necessary to effect surface ran-off.
A partial analysis was made of sev-
eral samples of water collected at
Jesse Lake. The results of these an-
alysis are given below. Nos. 2 and 3
represent water from the lake, and
No, 4 18 a crust from the top of a pit
dug on the shore of the jake. No. 5
{s mud from a depth of 20 inches on
the shore of the lake, and No. 8 is
from a depth of 10 inches, The de-
terminations were made by A. R.
Merz at the “Co-operative Lahoratory
for potash tests, Mackay School of
Mines, Reno, Nev, who reports that

the salts consist mainly of carbon-

ates but contain also chloride and
