New Constitution for Institute Committee Sub-
mitted for the Approval of the Student
Body. Many other interesting Talks.

DR, WILLIAM BEARTON ROGER
institute.

] The largest gathering of students
for a purely social burpose ever helg
at Tephno]ogy toeok place last Satur
day night in the Union. The oceasion
was the celehration of Foander's Dax
ami .the All-Technology dinner. The
official count showed 179 men presem'
and a noticeable fact was that therc
was a larger proportion of toper-
classmen present than has been the
case at any of the previous dinners ot
this year,
Dr. Rogers’s Life.

.Founder’s Day is celebrated on the
birthday of the first president of the
Institute and the man who did mors
than any other to make §t possible—
William Barton Rogers.

Wiilliam Barton Rogers was born in
Philadelphia, December 7th, 1804, Hs
wag educated and graduated from
William and Mary’s College in Vir
pinia, where he later held the chair
of Natural Philosophy for seven years.
He was tben called te the University
of Virginia.

In 1853 Dr. Rogers resigned his pro-
fessorship in the University of Vir-
ginla and moved to Boston with the
avowed purpose of building up a
Polytechnical Instiute in this city.
He was able to begin work on his

'earnest

rourder and First President of the

p:oject a few years later, when the
newly filled lands of the Back DBay
wetre to e sold by the State. Gov-
error Danks had suggested that the
rroreeds might be devoted to '“such
yoblie educational Ilmprovements as
will keep the name of the Common-
wealth forever green.” 'This wasg the
cpbortunity for which Rogers had
been watching and waiting, and he
promptly suggested that the land on
which the present Walker and Rogers
uildings now stand be set aside for
scientific and technical museums and
a college of Mechanic Arts, Articles
of incorporation were drawn.up, and
on April 10, 1861, Governor Andrew
signed the articles creating the Mas
sachusetts Institute of Technology.
Several years later the Legisiature, at
the suggestion of Rogers, allotted one-
third of the annual.-sum granted to
the State by thie national government
and thereby made it a State School of
Mechaniz Arts.

In founding a Polytechnical Insti-
tute, Rogerg’s aim was not to estab-
lish a school which should teach
merely the technical details of com-
mercial operations, but it was his
desire that the Institute

This
wugsocintion is of the ulmost hupor-
tance to the undergraduate body, and

in order that they may become ta-

miliar with the proposed constitution

it is printed below. Criticism is

wauted by the committee in order
thai they may obtain the opinion and
views of ithe students.

The constitution is as follows:

CONSTITUTION
of the
I. T. Undergraduate Association.
Preambie.

Whereas., It seems wise that all
activities among ihe studenls of the
Massaehusetts Institute of Technol-
gy should be $n organized and con-
doeted as 10 work for the good of the
sludent body as a whole and for the
weltare and renown of M. I T., it is
[i{ting that some central organization,
chosen and controlled by the student
Lody, should, as representing that
bhody, have and exercise general pow-
ets of supervision over all individual
activities in so far as they affect the
student body as a whole.

To this end it seems ncessary that
the entire body of undergraduates
should he brought fogether as a unit
in order that legislation and executive
powers may be transferred upon such
a central body as is mentioned in the
preceding paragraph. It is, therefore,
enacted by ihe undergraduaies attend-
ing the Massachusetts Institute of
Technoiogy that such a general organ-
ization should be effected, and to this
end the following Constitution gov-
erning the student body is adopted:

The name of this organization shall
be the “M. I. T. UNDERGRADUATE
ASSOCIATION.

Rogers's first clasg contained only
fifteen pupils and, as one of the spealt-
ers on Saturday, Mr. Munroe, re-
marked: “They were a pick-up lot.”

He held the office
of President until 1870, when he re-
signed, but was called back in 1878
to carry the school through a very
eritical period. It was due to his
hard work at this time that we bhave
the Institute today, for it was totter-
ing, and were it not for the aid of
Rogers it would surely have failen,
President Rogers's death was typical

of hig whole life, for he died, as his)

Section 5. Any other activity now
existing or hereafter duly organized
by the undergraduates may, by a twe-
thirds vote of the Institute Commit-
tee, be granted representation there-
or, and any activity having a repre-
sentative on the Committee may, by
a similar two-thirds vote, be denied
such a representation, provided notice
of the proposed action of the Commit-
tee shall have been given the mem-
bers of the activity and full opportu-
nity granted them to present- argu-
ments and reasons why such action
should not be taken.

Section 6. After the aceceptance of
this Constitution by the student body,
the election of representatives on the
Institute Committee on the part of
class organizations or other student
activities shall be deemed an accept-
ance of thig Constitution and its au-
thority.

Organization of the Institute
Committee.
Article V.

Section 1, The officers of the Insti-
tute Committee sghall eonsgist of a
President, Vice-President and Secre-
tary-Treasurer, who, with two mem-
bers elected from the Committee at

large, shall constitute an ISxecutive
Committee,

Section 2., The President of the
Senior Class shall be the President

of the Institute Committee. All other
officers of the Commitiee shall be
chosen annually by the Committee by
written ballot, )
¢ Section 3. The Institute Commiitee
ghall enaet such By-Laws as may be
deemsd necessary, and not inconsist-
ent with the previsions of this Con-
siitution. .
Amendments.
. Article VI
Amendments to this Constitution
may be recommended by the Instifute
Committee or by a petition of one
hundred (100) members of the Asgso-
ciation, Any amendments so Tecom-
mended shall be submitied by the In-
stitute Committee to the entire stu-
dent hbody for consideration and
adoption, Full notice of such pro-
posed amendments shall be submitted
to the entire student bhedy for con-
sideration by publication or posting
at least thirty (30) days hefore the
date set for voting, two-thirds of the
votes cast shall be necessary to adopt
the same, provided 25 per cent. of the
toial membership vote.
