BIOLOGICAL SOCIETY
TRIP GREAT SUCCESS

Rnjoy Hospitality of Rueter
Brothers — Dr. Floyd
Gives Talk.

As pguesls of the Rueter RBrothers.
proprietors of the Highland Spring
Mewery in Roxbury, the Biological
Seclety enjoyed one of the most pleas-
ant evenings of their career. The
pumber of men present was not as
large as was hoped for, although abont
two dozen men enjoyed the hospital-
ity of the Rueter Brothers. The ob-
Jjective point of the f{rip was kept
secrel until the very last minute, and
not even the facnity members of the
aociety knew where their destination
vwas. The entire trip was arranged
entirely by the student heads of the
llictogical Society and was earried out
most successfully.

Upon entering the brewery, which
is devoted solely to the manufacture
of Sterling ale, the men were con-
ducted through the various offices and
given some idea of the amount of
Lusiness transacted, After leaving
{lie offices Mr. W, J, Croft took the
society in charge and conducted them
through the brewery proper.

The first step in the manufacture of
ale is the malting process, which is
not carried out at the Highland Spring
PPrewery, but consists simply in  al
lowing wheat to germinate or sprout
«rd then stopping the sprouting pro-
cess before it is completed. 'This mall
is then sent to the brewery, where il
is first tested and then put into large
cepper vats, where water at a tem-
perature of 135 degrees Fahrenheit is
allowed to percolate through it. The
extract which is drawn offi at the hot-
tom represents about 64 per cent. of
the malt used. This malt extract is
tested by the ivdine test for starch.
one of the most delicate known to the
science of chemistry, and if even a
frace of starch is present the entire
brew is immediately discarded. It
gseems that stareh impairs the “lkeep-
ing” qualities of the final product. I
nu starch is present the extract is put
inlo immense copper kettles supplied
with steam coils and there boiled with
tops to give the characteristic flavor
1o the ale, IPrem here the liguor is
passed through copper pipes to a
large condenser, where the tempera-
trre iB lowered to abount 60 degrees
Fahrenheit. At this point the yeast
is added in the form of a thick paste.
It, might be interesting to add that the
Rueter Brothers have wsed the same
yeast over and over for at least
fwenty years.

From the condenser the ligquor
pisses down to the fermenting vats
~—Jlarge wooden tamks—in which it is
allowed to remain seven days. After
the first {hree days the foam is
skimmed off of the top and dizscarded
with its content of carbon dioxide,
and after about seven days a scum
of yeast may De taken off to be used
in the starting of the next brew in
the fermenting process, for if no yeast
were added to start the action it
would reguire a wmuwch longer time
than at present to obtain the finished
product. From these vats the finished
ale iz drawn off at the boltom and
put inte barrels or kegs.

Before the ale is put into the final
package, however, it is tested as to
color and deleterious contents. A
sample of each brew is taken, thereby
insuring  absolute uniformity of
product and uniform quality. Samples

'REV. GIFFORD GIVES
INTERESTING TALK

Noted Speaker Addresses T. C. A,
On “Understanding the
Times.”

Before amn intervesting gathering,
Rev. T. 0. Gifford gave one of the
most entertaining amdl helpful talks
that have been given before the T. .
A, for some time, Rev, Mr. Gifford is
A master of epigrams and has a way
of speaking that is as interesting as
it is indescrilable, He spoke on the
topic, “Understanding the Times,” and
introduced many illustrations and
witty comparsions whicl enlivened
his discourse and made it surpassing-
Iv interesting.

An unfortunate ceeurrence marred
the lesture, This was the slight at-
tendance, due to many men leaving
before the speaker had arrived, The
teazon for this was not lack of in-
itrest in Lhe speaker and his mess-
age, bul was simply becanse the clock
wasz fast and wany men lhastened
away a good while before they really
needed to. By so doing they probably
missed one of the most interesting
and instructive lectures of the year,

The keynote of Rev, Mr. Gifford’s
lalk was church co-operalion, and in
enlarging on it lie brought in the dif-
ferent spirit which prevails in the
churehes at Thanksgiving time from
that which prevailed in his boyhood
days, At  present, he said, the
chiurches unite in one common praise
service, while in the old days they
were continually at theological war
with each other.

Another point which Rev, Mr. Gif-
furd lald stress on was the usual in-
sincerity in prayer, For illustration
he cited the ease of the servant giri
who, having lheard a yvoung man pray
at Tamily worship in the morning that
thre sick mighi be visited, diligently
inouired until she found a sick man
and went and visited him, When
gquestioned about her action she
asked: “Shure. don’t vez mean what
you pray?” Our prayers, according
to the speaker, are too often sent up
“the way ihe ocean sends up the
spray, trusting the upper cwrrents to
take it where it is most needed.”

Rev. Mr, Gifford's talk struck a re-
sponsive ¢hord in the heart of every
iran present, and all who heard it Telt
Lhe meeting feeling the hetter for hav.
ing been there.

Sui-
f.ce to say that even the minutest pro-
ress was gone into and thoroughly ex-
plained and an opportunity given for
asking questions.

Az President Tolman remarked: “It
is unusual for good things to come in
such big buneches, but the society cer-
tainly is experiencing one of thesé un-
usual demonstrations tonight,” for
atter the dinner Dr. Cleveland Floyd
was introduced and spoke to the as-
gembled members. Dr. Floyd has done
much toward ameliorating the sconrge
of {uberculosfs, and his ialk omn
“Tuebreulosis and the Pneumo-Thorax
Treatment” was very well received.

“Tubereulosis,” said Dr. Floyd, “is
one of the worst scourges of the hu-
wan race.” He then went on to dis-
tinguish between the various forms of
the disease, such as (hose which
affected animals, Dbirds and figh, and
finally that form which iz fatal to the
Luman being. Tt seems that there is
s difference of opinion with regard to
the ability of one form of the disease
tn” develop into another form, and
cspecially with regard to the ability
of the forms affecting lower orders of
life to" develop inio human tubercu-
logig. 'Thusg it has not been settled as
vet whether or not human tubercu-
losis may be developed from drinking
milk from a diseased cow. The gen-
eral consensus of opinion seems to be
that it is not an experiment to be
tried for mere pleasure alone, and one
that is fraught with possibilities, 1t
has not been shown in the cases of
Lhuman tuberculosis that the bovine
bacilius was isolated from the lungs,
indicating that tuberculosis cannot
be contracted from milk, or tbat the
bovine species of bacillus possesses
the peculiar power of transtorming
itgelf into the human variety.

Another view of the origin of tuber
culosis, gaid the Doctor, which seers

The method of inhalation is by far
the most common. It consists, of
ccurse, of inhaling the germs directly
and thereby introducing them to the

tion, no matter how introduced. It is
cstimated that a person having {uber-
culosis discharges about 1,000,000,000
hucilli in twenty-four hours. Conse-
quently the only method for the absp-
hite prevention of tuberculosis is
isolation of all cases. This is neces-
sary Uecause no method is knf;wp
whereby a person may be immum_zed
against the disease, such as vaccina-
tion in the case of small pox.

In -omnection with his work for the
relief of the disease, Dr. Floyd uses
the pneumo-thorax treatment. T]us
treatment consists simply in keeping
he infcoted lung absolutely quiet by
eompressing it by the introduetion of
nitrogen between the Iung and the
walls of the chest cavity. Of course
this method is not applicable in cases
where loth lungs are diseased, as one
lung, or at least one-third of one lung,
must be retained for the use of the
patient in breathing. The agnaratus
for producing thig pressure is very
simple, and may be carried in a dress
suit case with eage. It is very pﬂica—
eigus in the treatment and reliel of
agvanced cases of the disease,
