INDOOR TRACK MEET
VERY SUCCESSFUL

Many Freshmen and New Men
the Winners—Races All
Very Close.

The first of a series of weekly in-
door handieap athletic meets was held
on Saturday in the Gym, and proved
to be a great success. There was an
unusually large mnumber of entrants,
and thiz feature contributed greatly to
the success of the meet. The first
event was rum off shortly after 3
o’clock, and Coach Kanaly ran the re-
maining events so promptly that the
last event was finished Defore &
o'clock.

Many of the T men were entered,
but the handicaps were very liberal,
thus giving new men an excellent
chance., Indeed the races were all
close and several Freshmen were
among the winners. In the longer
runs the outcome was very gratifying,
as the showing of the new men prom-
igeg well for the development of a
strong two-mile ifeam.

The first event was the thirty-yard
dash, which was run in heats, the first
two in each heat qualitying for the
semi-finals., All the heats were ex-
tremely close, and it was diffienlt te
pick the winners, even when standing
at the finigsh. The semi-final and the
final heats of the 30-yard dash were
next and were still more closely con-
tested. Wilking was the winner, close-
'y pressed by Smith and Bolion.

The preliminary and final heats of
the 4C¢-vard hurdle race were the next
events, the finals being won easily by
Huff. About twenty men were entered
for the I3-lap race, and conseguently
the track was . somewhat congested.
Hastie,” 16, took the lead at the sec-
ond lap and mairtained a lead of
ahout thirty yards until the tenth lap,
wlen several others Lregan to overhaul
hinmi. Among these was Captain Nye,
of the cross-country team, who was
on seratch.  With eonsiderable difi-
o1ty he gucceeded in flghting his way
through, and took the lead several
'aps from the finish, increasing it to
{hirty yvards at the finish. Hasatie and
White, 16, finished closely together,
taking ‘second and third places, re-
spectively.

In the eighth lap run Hill and C. T.
Guething svon took the lead, and were
closely followed by Dean, '16. At the
beginning of the second lap Hill be-
gan to draw away and seon was
twenly yards fo the front, Fle held
thig lead, although Guething gained
somewhat toward the finish, Dean
wias 2 close third.

('Brien and Thomas darted ahead at
the beginning at the four-lap race, and
fought it out io the finish, the former
winning by a slight margin, They
were closely followed by DBolion and
Comislky, T. H. Guething, {rom
seratell, finished fifth. In both the
eight and four lap races the number
of entrants was so great that it be-
came almosi impossible to pass a
man, several bad falls being the re-
sult.

great races which make up the Chi-
nese Bmpire. The old “dragon flag"—
signifying despotism—has given place
to one signifying f{reedom and equal-
ity.

The first number on the program
was some Chinege music, by Mr. F. T.
Yeh. By way of explapation he said
that while the American musical in-
struments usually have four octaves,
Ihe Chinese may have almost any
number—the one which he used had a
range of only one octave, His first
rirce was encored, and as a fitting
conclusion he “brought down the
house” by plaving “Yankee Docdle.”

The next number consisted of num-
erous examples of Chinese chirog:
raphy, executed by Mr. Chow. Chi-
nese words are made up of several
radicals,
termed a picture of some object. Mr.
Turpin Hsi was then introduced.
who exhibited a great deal of skill in
playing the Chinese game of shutile-
cock, The game is played by Xick-
ing the shuttlecock into the air with
varipus motions of the feet, and a
prize wag offered to anyone in the au-
dience who wounld kick it ten times in
guccession. Two men responded, and
thie second, a Chinege student, was
able to keep the shuttlecock in the
air for sometime. The prize, which
turned out to be a rag doll, wasg
awarded the first man, however, *not
on account of his gkill, but for his
courage.”

Following this Mr. Y. 8. Tsao zave
a short address on the present condi-
tiong in the Chinese Republic. Mr,
Tsao is a graduate of the Imstifute,
and at present is taking post graduate
work at Harvard. He described how
the revolutionisiz obtained possession
of the northern provinces, which were
most loyal to the old government, and
ghowed numerous slides of the war,
His tallk was very interesting.

Mr. T. C. Hsi then gave several se-
lections on an instrument somewhat
rescmbling a finte. He remarked that
as there were only seven holes on the
instrument he could not play any dit-
ficult pieces involving thirty-two flats
or fifty-four sharpa. The selections in-
cluded pieces representative of China,
America and Scotland, and were well
received.

A recitation in Chinese was then
given by Mr. W, G. Loo.

Finally several sleight-of-hand tricks
were shown by Mr. 8. C. Li of Har-
vard, and F. T. Yeh of the Institute,
Among others they succeeded in burn-
Ing a card and making it reappear in
an egg. That it was the same ecard
was shown conclusively by the fact
that a corner which had been torn off
before it was burned fitted the re-
stored card exactly. Mr. Li was also
very skillful with other card tricks.

The entertainment closed with typi-
cal Chinese rvefreshments, On the
whole this evening surpassed any-
thing previously given hy the Cosmo-
volifan Club, and every one of the
three hundred or more guests went
away very well pleased.
