MR. VALENTINE SPEAKS
TO ELECTRICAL MEN

“Problems in Telephone Traffic
Engineering” Subject of
Fine Address,

Yesterday evening the Dlectrical
Iingineering Society held a very en-
ieyable and interesting dinner in the
Union at 6.30 o'clock.

After full justice had been done to
the elaborate menu provided by Chei
Colton of the Union, the first husi-
hess was Lhe description and outline
of the trip to be taken in February
by the members of the society who
desire to make it. The schedule of
the tour which will probably be taken
is as follows: Sunday, February 2,
1913, leave Poston at 4 P. M.: Mon-
day, February 3, arrive at Niagara
Falls at 7.32 A, M.; Tuesday, Febru-
ary 4, leave Buffalo, sleeper will he
open, at 10 P. M,; Wednesday,
February 5, arrive at Schenectady,
810 A. M.; leave Albany at 7 P. M.,
arrive at New York 10,10 P. M.; Pri-
day, February 7, leave for Boston at
5.30 P. M. The cost of this trip will
be $33.75.

Then the speaker for the evening,
Mr. F, P. Valentine,- was introduced,
Mr. Valentine has made a specialty of
telephone work, and his subject was
“Problems in Telephone Traffic Engi-
neering.” The talk was very inter-
esting, and was greatly enjoyed by
about one hundred students who were
at the dinner.

In the beginning, Mr. Valentine
s&id the number of telephones needed
in any given area which is to be given
telephone service is estimated, Then
the most economical way in which the
wires can be arranged is figured. In
theése estimates is included the num-
ber of calls which may be expected,
not only in a day, but in tie busy
Lowr of the day. The traffic engineer
then determines how much switch-
board capacity will be needed to fur-
nish the given area, the switch-board
capacity Dbeing limited nol by the
nnmber of wires used, but by the
number of calls which ean be handled,
In estimating the number of ealls
which may be expected the traffic
engineer uses the records which are
made for this purpose, For in-
stance, the Back Bay district. which
is the residential section of Boston,
has most of its iraffie in the morning
and evening, the morning traffic he-
ing about 15 per ecent. Therefore
they must provide service for these
Lusy hours, and also for the busy five
minutes of these hours.

It is not easy to find these thingg,
but the work is started about fifteen

An asutomatic printer at the same
time malkes a record of the order and
a statement of the charge, which is
Teceived by the waiter when the dish
is ready for serving, .

years Dhefore it is finally completed.

First, a smali layout is installed for

use during the first two or three

years, and thus too great expensec is

not involved in changing it.

Another strong point which Mr,
Valentine made was that the gross re-
turns from the business are but a
fraction of the investment, while
most business houses expect to turn
over their investment fowr or five
times. This makes necessary very
accurate engineering to avoid waste
in equipment. This waste may be
providing equipment tco soon, or on
the other hand, too late; and waste
i also observed in other ways. The
sole purpose, he said, of the telephone
company is to furnish service which
must be satisfactory to the subserib-
ers. No public utility comes so cloge-
Iy in contact with its subscribers as
the {telephone. The moods of the
users must be taken into considera-
tion, and thus there is an obvious de-
mand for instant service.

The trafiic engineers have reduced
the speed and accuracy, lhe said, to
known factors, and a rigid system of
inspeefion has been introduced. A
training school has hbeen opened for
operators, four weecks being spent in
the school, then four more in the cen-
tral office under Iinspection, after
which the operator is able to do the
regular work. Three days a month
there is an actual registration of all
the calls of each operator to ascerfain
faults.

The iraflic engincer endeavors to
answer calls with a minrimum of labor,
aceording to My, Valentine, and also
{o keep expenses down to 2 minimuan.
in this matier the installation of ap-
paratus is an important step. One of
the most important changes whick
has been made recently is the use of
the common bath type of switeh-
Leard, which has an efficiency great-
er by 30 per cent than its predeces-
2QT.

The tell service is an important
branch, and great improvements are
being made in it. The toll service
has an oxtra charge attached to it.
in order that only those using it shall
be charged for it The telephone
companies try to make the toll ser-

vice as nearly approach the speed and
accuracy of local service as possible.
In 1906 only 17 per cent. of the toll
trafic was on a no-delay Basis, while
at present over 80 per cent. of the
gservice is of this kind, and it is ex-
pected that this will be increased to
90 per cent. in the next few years.
For instance, several years ago the
time from Boston to Worcester was
15 minutes; it is now 2 minutes, and
next year it will be 45 seconds.

An effort is now being made to com-
bine telegraph and telephone work.
About 20,000 telegraph offices now in
existence are losing money, There-
fore, if many of these are abolished,
and only central statlons used, the
. telegrams may be telephoned from
gmall towns to the large ceniral {ele-
graph siations, and from there they
will be forwarded. It may also be-
come possible to combine the mail
to get increased efficiency and avoeid
loss. .

In concluding, Mr. Valentine said
that the real use of the traffic engi-
neer is to study the real needs of the
public, and find the best and most
economical way of providing for
these needs.

The latest
map issued by the Federal Survey as
a result of this co-operation is that of
the area known as the Nortonville
guadrangle, lying between latitude

The sur-
veys were made by Topographic Engi-
neers Goodlove, Ballmer and Reiter,
of the United States Geological Sur-
vey, in 1910, and the map is pub-
lished on the scale of 1 mile to the
inch, with a 20-foot contour interval.
This map depicts every physical char-
acteristic of the country, the contour
lines indieating the various slopes of
hill and valley and showing the alll-
tudes above gea level of all poinis.
