HARVARD QUTPLAYS

Some of the stops he
had to make were about as hard as
it was possible to make them, and
several times he was the only man
between the puck and the goal. Hurl-
butt also played a fast game, but
when he got the rubber he was sur-
rounded by Crimson players, who
mixed in and spoiled the shot. Foote
and Stucklen showed some flaghes of
speed, and Eichorn did eifective work
by mixing up with the forwards in
frofit of the cage.

Address the Men on Vital
Subjects.

Last evening, at 6.15, in the upper
dining room of the Union, the firsi
dinner of the year was given by THE
TECH to the candidates for the news
and business staff of the paper. A.
T. Gibsen, general manager of THE
TECH, acted as toastmaster. Alden
. Wuaitt, managing editor, called the
roll, and there were thirty-three men
present. Each man then rose and
told his name, homne, and the depart-
ment he was working for., One-half
of the men working on the paper live
at home, and about one-third of the
men are from the West, Corn-coh
pipes, with THE TECH printed on
the face of the bowl, tobacco and Fa-
tima cigarettes were distributed to all
present. :

Waitt then outlined the work on
the news department. He said that
THE TECH is the one thing that
keeps the student body together, and
men who work on THE TECH are
doing the Institute the greatest
amount of good.

Gibson then spoke about the Ad-
visory Council of THE TECH. 1t is
the duty of this Council to keep a
line on the men who work on THE
TECH, and no man can be elected to
the paper withoui its sanction. Gib-
son further siated that a man with a
very poor standing in his studies can
not be elected, as the paper wanis
men who are likely io remain at the
Institute, and not those who drop out
just when the paper needs them most.

There is always a certain amount
of nncertainty and indecision among
the second-year men when, the {time
comes for filing their choice for the
third-year general studies. These
subjects are, from their very nature,
those with which men who are taking]
a technieal course are less likely to!
b? ‘acquainted. For the purpose of
giving second-year men a little infor-
wation regarding the attendance in
fheee subjects at the Dpresent time,
THE TECH has secured the following
figures which show thie choices of the
present third-vear men:

International Law has the greatest
number of students of any of the gen-
eral studies; in all, ore hundred and
cne men are taking this course. Cur
rent Public Problems follows a close
secomd, with a total of seventy-iwo
men, German VII, History of Science,
Economic History and TFreach IV
come next with thirty-two, twenty-
two and twenty-one, respectively,
Two German subjects, German II and
(German VI, follow them with fifleen

each. IEnglish Literature of the 18th
Century has thirteeen, and Public
Speaking twelve students. French

IIl1b and English Bible have each sIx
students, while French IIla has Dut
three.

hag been arranged. The history of
the Mining Engineering Society dates
back to the year 1897, At that time
there was eonsgiderable thought about
organizing a society of the men talk-
ing Course III. Consequently, in the
Iall of the year, a committee of three
was appoinied by the three upper
clagses, *98, 0% and 00, to discuss the
possibility of the formation of a club
and to draw up a c¢onstitution. The
committee found conditions most fa-
vorable, and the constitution which it
tormuldted was finally ratified. The
ufficers elected for the new society
were the men who had composed the
committee and were as follows:
President, Avthur L. Hamilton, 00, at
present 4 mining engineer at Fair-

banks, Alaska; Vice-Fresident and
Treasurer, Stanley Motch, of -the
Moteh & Merryweather Machinery

Ca., Cleveland, Ohio; secretary, -
ward E, Bugbee, at present professor
of mining and meiallurgy in the In-
stitute. Professor Roberi H. Richards
was unanimously eleated to the office
ol Honorary President, The Execu-
live Committee consisted of five men:
A, L. Hamilten, 8. Moteh, E. IE.
bugbee, D. Farnum and Y. Dorsy.

The objects of the society, as set
forth in its constitution, are: “To
awaken and maintain an active inter-
est in the study of mining engineering
among its members, and to aid gen-
erally in their intellectual advance-
ment amnd improvement.” .

In spite of the fact that at this time
the society was an entirely new ven-
ture, it appeared from the very start
that its objects were being attained
and that suceegs wag practieally
assured the new project, It was soon
found also that the long felt want of
o social organizaiion had been met.
The miners in the Institute were also
put in closer touch with one another
and also with professional men en-
gaged in actual mining industries.
The society has held over a hundred
meetings since its founding, and 2
large number of men prominent in
the mining indusiry have spoken be
fore its members. About eight or
nine meetings are held each year.
