PRESIDENT GIVES

INTERESTING TALK

Emphasizes Necessity and Im-
portance of Good
Religion.

Yesterday noon an unusually large
number of men were gathered in lhe
Union to hear President DMaclaurin,
who spoke under ihe auspices of the
Teehnology Christian  Association.
The subject of his talk was the ‘Ite-
ialion Between Science and Religion,”
and he brought oul very forcibly the
great influence whiclh a man’s religion
bas on his whole life.

In opening, the President pointed
cul the many and various difficulties
attending the successful administra-
tion of the T. C. A. He said that such
an organization was needed here at
the Institute as much as at any other
place in the world, because of the in-
fluence it has on the later life of the
men. most of whom _will probably
cceupy prominent positions in their
home communities. If he is to serve
his fellow men to the best advantage
a man must have high ideals and try
to live up to them, and it is here that
the Christian Association does its best
work. President Maclaurin said that
he wished to congratulate the officers
on what they have accomplished this
year.

Continuing, the President empha-
sized the fact that the most imporfant
thing in a man’s life is his religion.
He may not call it a religion, but it is,
nevertheless, Thig practical religion
copsists of what a man is aiming at,
what he proposes to do, and how he is
going to do it. Since it influences the
sclution of all daily problems, the
choice of the best possible working re-
ligion is exceedingly important, as
wel] as difficult, and in making his
choice a man shonld put every form
to a practical test and study the effect
of this particular form on the lives of
those who have adopied it.

As an example of how greatly the
method of attacking a problem infiu-
ences itg golatiort, the President point-
ed out that in the middle ages such a
stight advance was made in science
Leecause attempts were made to solve
the scieniific problems in the wrong
way, and not on account of the ab-
sence of great men. During the last
century the relations between science
and retigion have wholly changed, and
i{ is being recognized that the nsual
tendency of the scieniific man to ac-
cept nothing as true unless pProven so
br experiment is the right attitude

towards  one's practical religion as
well, President Maclaurin said thatl
