TC THE INSTITUTE

Money Subscribed by Friends of
Mrs. E. H. Richards for
Research.

A fund of $15000 is the New
Year's gift to the Institute in memory
of the late BMrs, Ellen H. Richards.
This money is to be used to nromote
qanitary research, and will be called
the Ellen H. Richards Fund for San-
itary Research. Mrs. Richards, a
and con-
nected with it through a life of con-
stant activity, Is to Dbe borne in
memory thiough a number of mem-
ovials, One plan is ambitious, ecalling
for perbaps $108,000, and lies in the
future, hut that of a memorial in the
way of sclhiolarships in the Institute
hag been guietly carried forward by
her friends, and yesterday ine money
wag handed to the treasurer by Geo.
Wigglesworth, the treasurer of the
committee,

By the terins of the gift the income
is to be used for fellowships to ad-
vanced students who shall be compe-
tent to pursue sanitary research, for
the employment of research assist-
auts or in such other ways as may
Lest promote the cause of the chem-
istry of research.

Mrs, Ellen H., Richards died in
March, 1911, after a life devoted to,
as she called if, euthenics, the hy-
ziene of the present. When a mrere
girl she began her eflorts in domestic
geience. And instead of reaching
women with it as a domestic science,
she tried another method. She estab-
lished laboratory kitchens, the growth
of which was watched with great fa-
vor all over the country. Finally she
founded g National Home Economics
Association with an annoual confer-
enge at Lale Placid, where thousands
met for discussions on food sanita-
fion.

gained great sirvength, BStill it has
not attained its full growth, its advo-
cates say. Meanwhile, every method
is being made to complete the fund
of $100,000 that is being rajsed to her
memory. This will be used in carry-
ing on the special departments of the
work she organized.

Mrs. Richards' success in domestic
science was ascrihed by many who
knew her to her belief In the family
home, with & roof of its own, and a
plot of its own. She did her best
te preserve this ideal. And she did
not believe it inconsistent to work
for such a home and at the same time
seek to have the most modern edun-
cational opportunities 'and walks in
life apen to women.

lias done a great deal of experimental

ideag for a student's club house, A
letter from him is given below.

A commiittee, composed of the un-
dergraduates, L. Hart, 8. H. Taylor, T.
.. Chase, C. P. Fiske and &G. R.
Thayer, was appointed to aid the
Paculty committee on the memerial.

The Walker Memorial is to he a
building or group of buildings fo fur-
ther the social interests of the stu-
dents, The Atumni have raised abour
%150,000 for this purpose. An athletic
field, a gymmasium and eclub rooms
have been suggested. .

It has come to my attention that a
good many Tech men, and the under-

graduates in particular, have only a .

hazy notion as to just what the Walker
Memorial is.

Therefore, as thiz should be a sub-
ject of interest to all Tech men.
especially at this migratory period at
the Institute, I am contribhting this
article.

To indulge in a Dbit of history, dur-
ing the presidency of General Walker
an wigent need was apparent for some
kind of gymmasium or social center for
the students. Owing to the more im-
portant necessities for the growing In-
stitute, General Waller was unable to
providoe for this want although keenly
intcrested in the students’ welfarc. On
his death the Alummni undertook to
raise Tunds for a mentorial to hin, and
considered a gymnasium building as
the most fitting Wallker Memaorial. It
was soon determined to combine soeial
provisions with the gymmnasiun:. By
1961 the fund of $100,000 was complei-
ed and a definite tract of land was
asgigned for the erection and plans
werr prepared.

No further steps were taken, how-
ever, anlil the present year on account
ol the indefiniteness of the lacation of
the Institute. In the meantime the
present nion has served and the fund
has grown te $130,000,

Since the site was deeided to be on
the opposite Dank of the Charles, a
committee of the Faculty have taken
charge of the prehlem. They have
held bi-weekly meetings dnring the
summer and fall and have gone over
a mass of data apd information col-
lec{ed at other schoels throughont the
connlry by speclal commissaries, of
whom T am one.

On account of the changed condi-
tions at the Institute they have
reached the conclusion that the Me-

morial should he the student club
houwge, cntively separated from the
gymliasium, as cach can be betler

adapted to their purpoges i{ kept dis-
tinel.

Plans have heen drawn up and they
contain all of the features met with in
other institutions.

TRAVELING UNIVERSITY.

Of the many plans for extending
the influence of State universities,
the project of the University of Min-
nesota is particularly novel and is
accomplishing much definite good.
This plan is something more than
university extension., To all intenis
and purposes a portion of the fmiver-
Bity is temporarily detached and
transferred to other parts of the
State, thus actually extending the
benefits of the State’s costliest edu-
cational plant to a wider field than
ever hefore, TFaculty, students and
equipment go “on tour,”” and exhihit
to the townspeople of various places
ite most characteristic  activities,
staying with each community a week,
known as “University Week.” The
plan is considered hy the United
States Bureau of Education an excel-
lent device for bringing together for
Tnutual profit a State university and
the people who support it.

What “University Week” really is
may he seen from a typical program.
Each day of the six is devoted to
‘Bome special topic, with lectures and
demonstrations during the day time
and high class entellainments at
night. Thus Monday is Business
Men's Day; Tuesday is Avt and Lit-
Day; Wednesday is Home

Welfare Day; Thursday fs Public
Health Day; Friday is Farmers' Day;
Saturday is- Town and Couniry Day,
Such topics as various business prob-
lems, libraries, civic betterment, “Arg
in Common Things,” “Why Babies
Die,”” “How Minnesota Educates Her
Children,” public Lealth, farm poli-
cies. “The Social Possibilities of
Rural Communities” and “Social Life
in Town and Country” are taken up.

Genuine interest is arcused in the
towns visited. In niost instances the
people take the visit of the univer-
sity as the bisiness of the week, and
devote all their attention to it. Not
only the villagers, but people from
outlying districts as well, attend the
wesslonsg.  Last June eighteen small
towns were visited, and all tie cow-
munities were so well pleased that
they unanimously have asked that the
tour be repeated this year.

Il is estimated that there are sev-
eral ways in which this novel plan
will have a direct effeet. 1n the first
place, it will make the work of the
university well and favorably krewn
where it has before been known only
vaguely, or even mistakenly; it will
break down the already
barrier of educational exclusiveness;
and, more important still, it is one
more link in the chain of rural better-
ment, :
