Then, on the seventeenth
of this month, the vote will take place
which will decide for or against the
existence of such an organization.
The voting iz to be by clubg or asso-
ciations, each club or association hav-
ing vrepresentation im the Alumni
Council to be entitled to become a
regular member of the organization
and to cast one ballot, all other clubg
or associationg to be entitled to asso-
ciate membership.

The power is wused in numercus
ways, from the operation of air com-
pressors to the heating of soldering
irons. Heavy hoists and derricks are
being worked by it, light is belng fur-
nished by it and practically every ap-
paratus needing more than man pow-
er ig harnegsed to it,

SPEAK MONDAY NOON

Talk on Wyoming to Be Given
in Union by T. C. A.
Spealer,

The Siate of Wyoming, for which
the Rizhi Reverend Nathaniel 8.
Thomas, 1). 1., is bishop, is one of the
teast known parts of our country. 1ts
population is only one hundred and
fifty iheusand, although in area it is
largey than New England, South Caroe-
tina and Delaware combined.

The resources of the State are al-
most unlimited, and as yet they have
been very little developed. They offer
abundant opportunities in countless
ways to Technology men, and the ad-
dress by Bishop Thomas next iMonday,
Is sure to be ol great interest to all
sludents.

Until recently the Episcopal Church
in Wyoming was under the care of
varioug ehureh officials from other

States.  This fact handicapped its
work, But on May 6, 1908, Dr,
Thomas was consecrated the firet

bishop of Wyoming. To take up this
work he leit a fine position as recior
of the Church of the Holy Apostles, i
PPhiladelphia, Since that time, under
his leadership, the work lhas shown a
remarkable growth.

The work presents great difficuliies
owing to the widely scattered condi-
tion of the population. In going from
post to post NRishop Thomas has many
experiences which are far away from
the conventional life of the crdinary
minister. The pictures shown on the
T, C. A. posters on the various bulletin
boaids give a good idea of the country
where he lives and of fhe manner in
which he does his work,

Bishop Thomas speaks under the
augpicesy of the T. C. A. in the Union
next Aonday. at 1.30, this meeting tak-
ing the place of the regular talk to-
day. His topic is "The Last of the
Frontier.”
