BISHOP THOMAS WILL
SPEAK ON WYOMING

T. C. A. Speaker Will Address
Men at 1:30 P. M. in the
Union Today.

An uwnusually large crowd is ex-
pected to attend the special T. C. A.
meeting today, at 1.30 o'clock, in the
Union. The speaker is the Right
Reverend Nathaniel Seymour Thomas.
D. D., Bigshop of the Kpiscopal Church
for the State of Wyoming., His topic
will be: “The Last of the Frontier.”

In these days of outdoor life, when
nearly every red-blooded man is fond
0f camping, of canoeing, tramping,
hunting, or some other strenuous form
of exercise in the cpen air, the young
men are few and far between who are
not attracted by the siory of the ex-
periences of a man who has made
good at =a strenuous job. Bighop
Themas' everyday life and work are
made up, in a large part, of the very
things which are the sports of a young
man’s summer vacation, except, per-
haps, the canceing, for as Wyoming is
a country of irrigation arnd dry-farm-
ing, ponds and large streams are not
comimon.

In addition to the above features,
Dr. Thomas' work iz of especial inter-
est to Technology men, for there ig
hardly a student at the Institute who
is not likely to spend at least a few
years, some fime after graduation,
amid such swrroundings as those that
will be described by Bishop Thomas.
All of these students, from every
course, will find the address a source
of great interest and instruction, as
the speaker will tell of what is being
done to make the life of miners and
cowboys, Indians, and the men work-
ing in the forests, ranchmen and
engineers, measure up to the stand-
ards of modern ideas of comfort and
civilization,

Preaching is but a small part of
Bishop Thomasg’ work, The building
and maintenance of hospitals and
orphanages, the establishment of
clubs where workingmen may enjoy
the recreation afforded by reading
rooms, biiliard rcoms, places to bathe
and swim, as well as places for enter-
tainments and social evenings, and
provision for the sale of refreshments
nnd .soft drigrks,—in fact, all kinds of
weliare work find a place in the pro-
gram of the “Missionary Bishop.”

Bishop Thomas has promised to teli
spmething of the resources and onpor-
tunities of hisz great undeveloped
Btate, and to speak, so far as time
allows, of his varied experiences,
many of them novel and execiting, on
“The Last of the I'rontier.”

On December T7th, 1912, the pro-
posed Constitution of the Undergradu-
ate Body of the Institute was present-
ad to the student body, and on Decem-
ber 9th was printed in full in the
columns of THE TECH. On both these
oceasiong the ecommittee in charge ve-
quested the men to carefully consider
the proposed articles, and to communi-
cate through THE TECH any and all
sugeestions pertaining to the same,
particularly those objecting to the
scheme,

Although mnumerous favorable com-
ments have been made to memhbers of
the committee personslly, no com-
nunieations have as yet been re-
ceived, It is not {o be expected that
the Congztitution is absolutely perfect,
and it does not seem possible that
every man is satisfied with it, yet why
do we not receive complaints or sug-
gestions of changes? The committee
feels that the whole matter iz one of
exfreme importance to every man at
the Institnte and that all students
should give it their most eareful con-
sideratlon. If the whole plan is right
it sttould be adopted unanimously, If
the whole plan is wrong it should be
unanimously rejected. If the general
idea iz right, but certain details are
wrong, then those details should be
brought to light and fully discussed,
and then changed, if necessary, before
popular vote is taken,

The latier action iz what your com-
mittee desires and asks for. The only
condition that we impose iz that alf
communications be published in THE
TECH, so that every man may have
opportunity to see all points brought
out.

That there is need for such a Con-
stitution. .

That the proposed Constitution is
the best piece of work that the com-
mittee- could produce.

That other men must have other
idens and should present them.

That atter sufficient consideration
