ers of supervision over all individuat
activities in so far as tlhey affect the
student body as a whole.

To this end it seems necessary that
B the entire body of undergraduates
g should be brought together as a unit
in order thai Jegisiation and executive
powers may be transferred upon such
By 2 central body as is meationed in the
B preceding paragraph.

just what the attitude of (fatholicism
toward it was. First, he showed vevy
clenrty how the word in question was
used in literature in  four distinct
mealings, The first meaning of evo-
lutien is that translated by mauy as
Darwinism. thai is, the theory of evo-
lution as set forth By Darwin {n bhis
book on “The Origin of Species.” In
this book Darwin expressed his opin-
ion that all the species in the animal
and  vegetable kingdom originated
from ane primitive form, Now. as far
as suientists know, there are at pres
sent over 256,000 spocies of insecls
aione. The question then arises, what
wasg the origin of all these?
are two answers that may be given:
First,  that they Wwere originated
through the omnipotence of God, that
tHe created each speeies individually;
aud second. that God first ereated a
cortain number of speeies, and ihat
the present large number developed
from these. These are two answers
that do not countradict {he religious be-
tiefs of modern Catholicism,

As said befure, Darwin mainfained
ithat all the spevies came .[rom one.
He denied the creation of all, Conse-
quently, he set forth to explain how
they were created. His theory was
that thexy were produced by natural
setection.  To  illustrate this point,
Itev. Cusick cited the illustration
given by Darwin; the story of the
giraffe’s long neck. It is somewhat
like the tollowing: Years ago (he ani-
muls of this species perished excepi
a few, which were fortunate enoush
te possess necks long enough to reach
the foliage of the trees. Then ancther
fortimate thing happened: one of
these long-necked girailes met another
which was in very similar circum-

PEABODY COMPLIMENTED

]Scientiﬁc American Prints His

Speech on Tow-Boats.

The Scientific American in its last
supplement pays a very high compli-
ment to Prolessor Peabody, It de-
votes nearly two pages to a discussion
ol the Tech navy.—tle Froude and the
Fulton. The article is a popularized
summary of a paper delivered by Pro-
frssor Pealbody Lefore the Society of
Neval Architects and Marine Engi-
neeys at its New Vork meeting.

Professor Pealiody Dbrought out a
numiher of new facts. He showed that
a leag tow-line is about ten per cenrt
betier than a short one, one-sixth the
length. Thig long line has about the
same efficiency -as if the tug were
acfunlly alongside the tow., He like-
wise explained ihat there is no reason
why ihe traditional wide sguare-
cornered propeller biande should he
used for low-boats as {L has absolute-
I¥ no advantage over the round lorms,
There is, moreover. no reason for the
continued used of wood for the tow-

i boat construetion; steel would do just
cas well,

stances and which also had a loug
neck. Then, as Darwin says, the long-
necked giraffe ol today was gradunlly
evolved by a series of fortunate cir-
cumstances like that above, This is
what Darwin calls “natural selection,”

Rev. Cusick then told how 1hat
theory was regarded by the Catholies.
The Catholie religion does net up-
it because, first. it iz insnf-
ficienl, and. second, hecunuse it is con-
(ravy to faet, contrary to modern
science.  When Darwin was asked to
explain ihis theory he based his rea-
#ens upon the fact 1hat it was all
chance that the giraffe met anotiher
one with a long neck. He said this
reason is entirely uureasonable aud
iz not sufficiently convineing. Eater
Darwin took Dback this explanation.
And again, wmodern scientists, by
studying the present living species
and the fossil remains of those vears
ago, have arrived at conclusions that
point {o the stability of species
through ages, and in some cases, to
the veturn te old species rather than
o the formation of new ones. The
prime cause. then, was chance and
Catholicism does not support such a
weak explanation.
