Activities Reinstated - Changes
Recommended in Point

System.

At the Institute Committee meet-
ing, yesterday, many subjects of vital
implortanlce to the student body were
discussed. After the roll was called
the following men were found to be
absent: E. B. Germain, A. A.; P. D.
florgan, Arch. Society, and C. H.
Albee, Chemical Society. The min-
utes were then read and corrected.
The treasurer reported that all dues
were paid to date. Murdoch, in his
report for the Point System Commit-
tee, stated that E. C. Taylor has re-
signed as photographic editor of
Technique, but that his name will ap-
pear in the book just the same; also
that Huirlbutt has resigned the man-
agership of the hockey team. The
Point System Committee further
recommended the revision of certain
points, as follows: Business Manager,
Editor-in-Chief and Managing Editor
of THE TECH, eight points; chair-
man of the Union Committee, ten
points; Tech Show light -man, five
points; treasurer of the Tech Show,
nine points, and class treasurers, four
points.

Chairman Russell, of the All-Tech-
nology Dinner Committee, then re-
ported that there were 154 people
present at the dinner, that $115 were
taken in, but that there was a deficit
of $10.

Wordsworth was greatly enthused

ver the cause of the people as in- B
olved in the French Revolution, and 18 SCH
njoyed the festivities and jubilation
vhich the freedom of France brought.

,as just; therefore he took the part
f the Revolutionists with a vim. Dur-
ng his stay in France he became
cquainted with some officers of the
rmy, and in this way was in close
ouch with revolutionary affairs. The
haracter of one of these officers, as
rawn by Wordsworth, while differing
omewbat from that of other writers, 

s exceedingly vivid and exact.
Vordsworth, being at this time very
oung, was so enthused' over the
{evolution that even after being
alled back to England he still en-
eavored to champion the cause of
he Revolutionists in the war which
roke out between England and
trance, thus being forced to side
gainst his own country.
In WVordsworth's later years he be-

ame acquainted with William God-
vin, and his views of life were greatly
nfluenced by the revolutionary theor-
es of the latter. But he always kept
he ideas that were so forcefully im-
ressed upon him by the war; in par-
icular, an abhorrence of the power of
ife and death possessed by the nobles
ver the peasants.
