It is a coincidence that Ron-
ald Amundsen, the man who outdid
Schackelton by gaining the South Pole
itself, is in this country, and that
President MAaclaurin, who will sit be-
side Schackelton at the banquet, three
days later will introduce Amundsen to
his Boston audience from the platform
of Tremont Temple.

EXCELLENT RESULTS IN
TEST OF POWER PLANT

Seniors Show Keen Appreciation
of Methods of Testing-Best

Test in Years.

The object of the one hundred and
twenty-hour plant test, just ended,
was first to determine and give statis-
tics as to the efficiency of the plant
as a whole, over an extended period
of time, thus giving average results
embodying all the fluctuations to
which a power plant is subject. Sec-
ondly, to give the Seniors a thorough
knowledge of, and practice in, stand
ard methods of testing-power plants.

During the test the students act ex-
actly as skilled experts examining a
commercial power plant. Before com-
mnencing the test the men conducted
a number of experiments and indi-
vidual tests on the different pieces of
apparatus that make up the plant.
This preliminary work has been car-
ried on in both the Mechanical and
Electrical Engineeriing Laboratories.
Furthermore,' the Seniors have re-
ceived prior to this work lectures and
recitations on the testing of power
plants. Thus the men entered upon
this work with a thorough knowledge
of what they were to do and the prob-
lems that confronted them.

Professor E. F. MAiller, head of the
department of mechanical engineer-
ing. was nominally in cha-rge of the
test; however, he delegated the actual
supervision of the students to his as-
sistant, Professor Taft.

The entire plant was divided into
thirteen stations and the men were
assigned to their respective places in
a ccordance with printed schedule.
Each man worlked eight consecutive
hours, and during this time took read-
ings of instruments and recorded data
pertaining to this particular station.
To seculre accuracy, all totalling and
averaging at the end of, and during
each shift, was checked by one or
nmore students. This procedure
necessitated each student being inti-
mately familiar, not only with his own
work, but also with that of his adjoin-

Professor Despradelle-To-

At 2.30 o'cloclk today the Architec-
tmral and :\rchitectural Societies will
hold a joint meeting in the lecture hall
on the fourth floor of Pierce Building.
The meeting is to be in commemora-
tion of the late Professor Desire Des-
pradelle.

Professor Despradelle, Rotch Pro-
fessor of Architectural Design, was a
man of unusual talent, and it was
largel3 through his untiring efforts
that the architectural department at-
tained its high degree of efficiency.
His loss to the Institute has been most
keenly felt this year, and would have
resulted in a sexvere blow had it not
bc-en for the most excellent work of
Professor Duquesne, his successor, in
maintaining the high standards of the
department. Among the world's
greatest authorities on architecture,
Professor Despradelle stood for years
at the head. l-le was vice-president of
the Society of Beaux-Arts, Architects
or America. Received first promotion
at the Ecole des Bleaux-Arts, 1882;
many of the prizes at the Ecole dles
Beaux-Arts and Societe Centrale des
Architectes Francais; he was awarded
the Grand Prix de Rome, 1889;
,aunreat of the Institute de France:

Officier d'Academie; Officier de l'In-
struction Publique; apwarded first gold
medal of the Salon, Paris, in the de-
partment of architecture, 1900;
Li lembre Correspondent de l'Institute
de France.

The members of the Archlitectural
and Architectural Engineering Socie-
ties. and all others interested, are cor'-
dially invited to be prlesent at the
meeting. The speakers will be Pro-
fessor Sumner and Mir. Codman, who
.was the business plartner of Professor
Despradelle.
