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ARCHITECTS’ SQOCIETIES
HOLD JOINT MEETING

Memoriam to the Late Professor
Despradelle -— Resolutions
Honor Him,

At 2.30 o'clock, yesterday afternoon,
the Architectural and Architectural
Bngingering Socleties held a joint
meeting in the lecture hall on the
fourth floor of Pierce Building. The
meeting was in commemoration of the
late Professor Desire Despradelle.

Professor Despradelle, Rotch Pro-
fessor of Design, was a man of un-
usual {alent, and it was largely
through his untiring efforts that the
architectural department attained ifs
bigh degree of efficiency.. His loss
has been keenly felt this year at the
Instituié by the depariment and the
students. Professor Despradelle has
for years stood among the foremost of
the world’s greatest architects, He
was vice-president of the Society of
Reaux-Arts, Architects of America.
He received first promotion at the
Ecole des Beaux-Arts, 1882; many of
the prizes at the Heole des Beaux-
Arts and Soclete Centrale des Arch-
tectes Francais; he was awarded the
Grand Prix de Rome, 188%; Laureat
of the Institute de France; Officier
d’'Academie; Officier de 1'Instruction
Publigue; awarded first geld medal of
the Salon, Paris, in the department of
Architecture, 1900; Membre Cor-
respondent de UlInstitute de France.

P. Horgan, president of the Archi-
tectural Society, presided at the
meeting and introduced the speakers.
The president, after giving a hrief
opening address introduced the first
speaker, Mr. Ceodman, who was the
business pariner of Professor Despra-
delle,

Mr. Codman spoke mosily of the
high ideals that Professor Despradelle
held. He told of his many successes
in TFrance and his coming to this
country, leaving behind him uniimited
prospects.  Mr. Codman believes that
he lefl France for the betterment of
this comparatively new country, that
he eould introduce his ideals {o bet-
ter advantage here, and that he could
ingpire in his scholars the ideas that
he so preciously held. Mr. Codman
said that Professor Despradelle inten-
tionally remained a Frenchman, never
trying to learn the English language
and keeping his eccentric French
dress. He also recalled his tireless
energy, his vivid imagination, and the
great pleasure that he took in his
work. Being connected with him as
a business partner, he said that he
found him very practical,

Profesgor Sumner spoke next and
gave an entirely different side of the
late .professor. He gave many per-
gonal reminiscences both here and
abroad. E. I. Williams, who was a
student under him, then spoke and
told how the professor had tried to
bring out the best in the students.

After the speeches the sgocieties
voted unanimously the following resgo-
lutiona: 1]

“Genius ig a rare thigg, but when
a man possesses geniung, and with it
a well balanced man, he is indeed to
be admired. Such a man wag Desire
Degpradelle; a genius, an inde-
fatigahle worker toward high ideals in
architecture, an inspiration to his
pupils, and a man honored and rve-
spected by all with whom he came in
contact.

“He is no longer with us; therefore,
as & final mark of appreciation, be it

On the appointed
day each club chooges ten of its mem-
bers as representatives. Their scores
are sent on to Wasghington 10 the
headquarters of the Assoclaiion,
where the results of the coniending
teams are compared, and the winner
of the meet decided.

Our club is matched for about four
teen meets with some of the most
prominent colleges of the country
among them: Harvard, Princeton,
Dartmoutk, Cornell, Columbia, North
Georgia, Mass. Agricultural, Maine
and New Hampshire State. The
shoots are for the present being held
at the First Corps Cadets” Armory,
but beginning with the Spring, they
will be shot ouf of doors. The elub
is composed of about forty-two mem-
bers, but there is plenty of opportu-
nity for more men. Any men desir
ing this kind of sport had better join
immediately if they wish to partici-
pate in any of the outside work.

THE LENTZ ENGINE
FULLY EXPLAINED

Very Interesting Address Given
Before Mechanicals
Yesterday.

Increased efficiency and aimplicity
of construction and operation of re-
ciprocating engines of the Lentz type
were the points emphasized by Mr.
Rosenzweig in his lecture before the
M. BB. Society yesterday afternocon. At
bresent Mr. Rosenzweig is with the
Erie City Iron Works, and has had
w.’de experience with the Lentz en-
gine. He has delivered this same lec-
ture reecently at a great number of
large colleges.

N!r. Rosenzweig began his talk by
saying that almost every engineer of
today was trying to make one ponnd
of coal do the work that twe pounds
have done in the past. Increasing the
efficiency of reciprocating engines is
especiaily important hecause they are
used more extensively than any other
type of engine. One method of doing
this is by extending the limits of tem-
perature within which the engine can
work. As an illustration of how this
result may be obtained by the use of
superheated steam without propor-
tionately increasing the coal consump-
tion, he gaid that increasing the steam
pressure from one hundred fo two
hundred pounds required only four-
teen more B. T. U.s, while twice the
work could be done. Several cases
were cited showing that the loss by
initial condensation was also greatly
rednced on account of the fact that
superheated steam {ended to lose its
heat very slowly. Smaller pipes
could also he used to advantage., At
one of the power stations in HRome
compound engines, operated . .with
superheated steam, successfully re-
placed those of the triple and quad-
ruple expansion types.

Mr. Rosemgweig then discussed the
advantages of the balanced, multi
seated poppet valves over either the
Corliss or piston valves when used
with a high superheat. At such high
temperatures the wvarious parts ex
pand and render the ordinary valves
useless, while the pop valves remain
tight under all conditions, The Lentz
engine wag the first to successfully
apply them to stationary and marine
service. These engines have heen on
the market for about fifteen vears.

With numercus slides, the consiruc
tion and operation of various types of
the Leniz engine were next explained.
The four pop valves in the horizontal
engines are aciuaited by separaie
eccentrics and cams on a side shaft
driven through bevel gears from the
main shait, thus making it possible to
adjust any valve exactly without in-
terfering with the others. In the ver-

He then spent two years in ad-
vanced study at Breslau, in Germany,
and upon his return he was made
head of the department of leather and
fibre-board manufacture of the Me-
Elwany Shoe Co. He is Dbut thirty
years 0ld, and has already charge of
the Industrial Chemical Laboratory.
He is also secretary of the American
Chemical Society.

A SUBWAY RELIC.

Cornell University is to have an in-
teresting relic of the first subway
built in New York Clty more than
forty vears ago. It is a cireular
shield used for boring the tunmel, and
is additionally interesting because it
is the Hrst specimen of this type of
boring device ever used in this conn-
try. The old shield wag recently dug
up by contractors working on the
new Breadway Subway, and the Pub-
lic Service Commission authorized the
éontractor to turn it over to T
Beach, one of the  editors of the
Seientifie American, and son of the
man who invented it and used it long
ago. Mr. Beach in turn presented it
to the trustees of Cornell University
for preservation in the engineering
museum. Alfred Ely Beach, father of
7. C. Beach, was the engineer and
promoter of the Beach Prnenmatic
Railway which, in the early seventies
gtarted to build an underground rail-
road in Broadway, intending to extend
it to Harlem. A short streteh of this
subway was built under Broadway
just north of the postofice. Tt was
bored by means of the shield, and
the work was done so quietly that
the surface of the street was not dis-
turbed. This section was complqted
and put in experimental operation.
The tube was cireular and a circular
car was bropelled back and forth
thirough it Ly means of huge Mowers
placed at each end of the tube. There
-~ are still living in New York City
many men who rode in this ‘car dur-
fng the time the tunnel was in opera-
tion. The promoters found it impos.
sible to continue the work, however,
and abandoned it after spending sev-
eral hundred thousand dollars,

LARGE COAL MINES.

Theer are 735 coal mines in the
United States which are producing
more than 200,000 short tons of coal
eich annually. In 1911, according to
2 statement by Edward W. Parker, the
coal stalistician of the United States
Geological Survey, 269 bituminons
mines and 168 anthracite mines in
Pennsylvania produced in excess of
this amount. The average production
of these Pennsylvania bituminous
mines was 321,773 tons, and of the an-
thracite mines 444,697 tons, The
largest anthracite mine had a produc-
tion of 1,020,420 Iong tons (1,142,870
short tons). The largest bhituminous
production from one mine {a Pennsyl-
vania operation) was 1,285,483 short
tons, Thirty anthracite mines pro-
duced over half a million tons each.
Tllincis was second to Pennsylvania in
large mines, having 92 mines which
produced more than 200,000 tons;
West Virginia was third, with 59; and
Ohio fourth, with 38. The total pro-
duction of these 735 first-class mines
was 253,459,639 tons, or 51.7 per cent.
of the total production of the country.

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tical and marine types the valves arc
operated by two cams and one eam,
respectively, for the sake of securing
compactness. The construction of the
valves themselves is very gimple, and
they can be used on engines rutinlng
at speeds as. hich asg 350 R. P, M.
They can also be easily removed from
their casing.

The governor is of such a design
that the energy stored up in its mov-
ing parts causes an unusually quick
and positive action. On the high pres-
sure cylinders of high ecompound en-
gines, instead of the customary single
sleam chesi, there are two-——one at
each end of the cylinder and really
forming part of the cylinder heads.
The construction of the tandem com-
pound engines is such that the mini-
wum amount of heat is lost by con-
duction to the wain frame, and the
distance piece separating the two
cylinders is large enough to admit of
the removal of the cylinder heads
without disturbing the alignment of
the working parts. Many other novel
Features of congtruction were also
mentiohed or explained,

The remainder of Mr. Rosenzweig’s
lecture was taken up with typical in-
slallations of the Lentz engine, which
is buiit in units, developing as much
as 10,000 horse-power. That of the
People's Gas and Coke Company of
Chicago is especially noteworthy be-
cause of a special cut-off device used
on account of the wide variations in
load. In some installations, where the
engine is directly connected to a
generator, a motor s used in place of

the usual hand speed controller, so!

that the various engines in the station
may be sychronized from the switch-
board. In a few cases a hand re-
versal has been substituted for the
regular governor,

Mr. Rosenzwelg read an extract
from *“Power” defending the action of
the United States government in
changing from turbine to reciprocat-
ing engine drive on its latest battle-
ships as one illustration of the su-
periority of the later type for marine
service, The German government, as
well as numerous private Eurcpean
interests, have adopted the Lentz ma-
ritle engine after extensive tests, and
at the Brussels Exposition, in 1910,
several such engines were shown.
One was gquite remarkable in that it
had three low and one high pressure
eylinder all of the same dimensions.

in Ewrope locomotives have been
operated with the Lentz valve gear,
and one has run over two hundred
thousand miles without any part hav-
ing to be replaced. A coal saving of
19.5 per cent. and a water saving of
30.5 per cent. was effected on another
locomotive used for industrial work,

The lecture was well attended and
Mr. Rosenzweig was sincervely thanked
by the president of the Mechaniecal
Lngineering Society in behalf of all
present for the very enjoyable hour
that it afforded them.
