PROFESSGR JACKSON’'S
TRIP TO ENGLAND

Describes Details of Appraisal
of English Telephone
System.

Professor Jackson made a trip to
ingland recently to aid in apyraising
the property of the telephone system
pperating over the United Kingdom,
including BEngland, Scotland, Ireland
and Wales, He gives many interest-
lng facts about this large transaction
between the government of Iingland
and the private corporation.

This telephone company was li-
censed by the Postmaster General,
who has charge of all! mails and
means of communication in the king.
dom, to do service in the kingdom.
Thig license expired December 81,
1911, but in view of the fact that the
license would soon expire the govern-
ment made the conatraet with the
company that they would buy over
Lhe entire property and service on the
date of the expiration. This contract
excluded  everything except bare
value in the liquidated condition.
The telephene company placed their
selling price at twenty-one million
pounds, or one hundred and five mil
Yinn dollars. The government offered
tn pay but ilwelve million pounds,
Lnwever, but delayed action until an
appraisal of the property could be
made,

The inventory and valuatien of
stich an extended concern, which in-
cluded Thuildings, real estate and
olher telephene property, was by no
means a small task, and a large
amount of time and money was spent
in seeuring a value to the whola
Great detail was necessary in the sim-
ilar case of the appraisal of the New
[ingland Beli Telephone Company. At
first sight there was no line on whien
the government and company couid
got together. Kinally, when an agree-
ment could not be made on labor and
material costs, the government re-
ferred the case to the Ralilroad and
Canal Commission, a very able body
under government anthority which
handles just such affaivs. Parliament
arranged that the commission shoula
aet ag the arbitrators.

On January 1st, 1912, the govern-
ment took charge and began to pay
off part to enable the company f{o
seltle with tlic stockholders.

Last Monday the commission placed
the value of ihe company at about
twelve million pounds, Thisz was the
value made by Professor Jackson, and
was over three million under the com-

NEW DRILL SYSTEM.

Commenced Last Week by Major
Cole—Efficiency Prize.

Beginning last week, a new system
has been inaugurated: in Freshman
Arill by Magjor Cole, and will coutinue
Mme remainder of the year. Aeccord-
ing to this systemn a certain number
of demerits will be given to each
company tor each offence, whethev
made by yprivate, captain or as =a
whole. This includes the wearing of
proper uniforms, polished lack shoes,
white gloves, clean collar of the right
height, lateness and absence.

Colonel Taft will also inspect the
companies any time he desires to do
g0, and any faults in the uniforms
which were not reported by the cap-
tain, and which he digeovers, will e
marked against the company, bhut
with many more demerits than if the
case had been veported by iis cabp-
tain. An aceount will also be taken
o7 the mistakes made in drill, and
each mistake of the captain, private,
squad and platoon has its certain
number of demerits, which will be
marked against the entire company.
This record will be kept for seven
hours of drill, and the company hav-
ing the least number of demerits will
be excused from the eighth drill of
the month. -

Company E is the hest to date in
drilling, and seems to have the edge
on all of the other companies.

pany’s lowest estimate. This prop-
erty, valued at so many millions, is
one of the largest propositions ever
put up to arbitration, and is also be-
tween a government and a private
COncern, The inventory alone cost
about a million and a half dollars.

Many well known people were in-
volved in the settlement, among them
being the Attormey-General, the Post-
master-General and several consulting
engineers. One of the most promin-
ent was Mr. F. C. Snell, of a well
imown English firm, who made the
appraisal. Professor Jackson direet-
ed the inventory. On the telephone
company’s sidé, My, Hammond Hayes,
85, a Tech man, was employed.

On his return te this country Pro-
feszor Jackson made a trip to Buffalo
to ook into the power plants run by
the water flow from Niagara Falls.
Thiz problem is very important to the
wellfare of Buffalo. There is enough
water to supply the present power
plants, but if the demands make it
necessary to further draw on this
supply, and in this way divert go
much more water from the falls, the
beauty and picturesque features of
Niagara will be marred. Under pres-
ent Canadian and United States laws
the power that can be generaied is
fifty million horse-power. It looks
now as though Buffalo must further
draw on this resource or go back to
the use of steam power for the indus-
tries.
