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ARCHITECTURALS HOLD
ENJOYABLE SMOKER

PREVIOUS "POL-ECON" PROFESSOR LEWIS WRESTLING TEAM
EXAMINATIONS ADDRESSES CHEMICALS VICTORIOUS

Mr. E. I. Williams, 'o8, Gives I Examinations of Last Five Years January Meeting of Chemical So- Defeats Y. M. C. A. in Four Out

Talk on Architecture in
Europe.

Last night the Architectural Society
held its second smoker of the year-
one of the best meetings the society
has had. Over eighty students were
present to enjoy the talk of the
speaker of the evening, Mr. E. I.
Williams, '08.

Mr. Williams, who won the Trav-
eling scholarship in 1909, spoke chief-
ly concerning the American Institute
at Rome. He gave a brief resume
of the different procedure of the stu-
dents abroad, as compared with the
methods pursued by those at Tech-
nology. He showed how architecture
was neither achieved by an exact
science nor divination, but by a com-
bination of. the two plus reason.

The first part of his talk was most-
ly criticism and advice for students
in their work at the Institute. He
gave an idea how French students
study the elements and how they
treat time problems. In connection
with the French system he warmly
praised our late Professor Despra-
delle. Mr. Williams then told of his
experience in Professor Despradelle's
office, where he was fortunate enough
to be employed one summer. He ex-
plained how broad his views were
and how valuable it was for a student
to have the ability to consider a prob-
lem in more than one way. Mr. Wil-
liams believes that the average Am-
erican does not gain much by going
to Paris to study unless he is able to
spend three or four years there. All
the advantage that the student can
get is a few tricks in draughtsman-
ship. He said that "Beaux Art" real-
ly stands for the spirit of study, much
like the "Tech spirit."

Then followed a descriptinn of the
American Academy at Rome. Its
general purpose is misconceived, for
it is not a school but a home in a
country whliere men can develop them-
selves by coming in contact with
some of the world's greatest classics.

MUSEUM COURSE.

ciety Proves Very
Successful.

Last night the Chemical Society
held its last meeting of the term in
the TUniol, with Professor Lewis as
the chief speaker. After the min-
utes of the previous meeting had
been read and accepted, Professor
Lewis began a discussion of the defi-
nition of the professional man as a
preface to his talk on 'The Profes-
sional. Man in the Community." He
showed how logical and reasonable
the definition of a professional man
as "a man with a mind trained for
service.' He took up the various
professions in turn, and showed how
the world and the profession judges
its members by the amount of ser-
vice they render the profession and
the community, and not the amount
of money they make. That this is
true in the oldest of the professions,
that of the priesthood, is evident, and
Professor Lewis took John Marshall
as an example of the lawyer who has
been proved successful by this
standard. But the adherence of the
law to the ideal of service to the
community is at thile present time far
less marked than that of the medical
profession. \Within a few decades
the medical profession has so in-
sisted onl the standard of service to
the community that it now outranks
any other.

Then Professor Lewvis discussed
the right of the business man to the
title of a professional mall. He
showved how no one could righltfully
call business a profession, for at
present the success of men in busi-
ness is judged solely by the amount
of mcney that a man makes, not iI
any way by the amount of service he
rellders the profession and the corn.
imunity.

Then hlie gave the members of the
society a bit of sincere advice about
the ideals they should carry into
their life work. He told them that
the recent tendency toward individ-
ualism had gone so far that men
forget that they obtain from the com-
munllity almost all the mental train-
ing they receive, and that to the coIm-
mllunity they owe the return of this
inowledge ill tile form of service.

Hle also mentiolned that the chenlist
and the chemical engineer mllust
needs face the great problem of busi-
ness today, that of the relation of
labor to the employer, and that they
must solve it individually if they
wish to earn a living; for thleir re-
lations with labor must not be
strained, as they must use labor to
perform their tasks, and they must

SHOW MAY BE GIVEN
IN N. Y. THIS YEAR

Alumni at Reunion to Be Asked
to Support New York

Performance.

Now that the time of the Alumni
Reunion in New York is here the Show
is doing the most it can to persuade
the hundreds of Institute men who
will thus be brought together to do
all in their power to make a perform-;
arce of "Money in Sight" a possibil-
ity for New 'York City. It has been
the ambition of the Show managemenr
for the last two or three years to give
such a performance, but so far it has
not seeimed possible to do so. The re-
union presents a simple wvay in whicli
to reach the Alumni, so that initiative
preparations for a performance in the
Astor Hotel on April 19, 1913, have
been progressing for the past three
weeks.

The possibility of a production in
New York was first brought to the at-
tention of the New York Alumni Asso-
ciation by R. rV. Weeks, general man-
ager, on the 12th of November. The
Association seemed to be enthusiastic
about the project and appointed a
committee to look after the Show's
interests. The members of the com-
mittee are K. Spaulding, '89, chair-
man; J. P. B. Fiske, '89; MW. H. 'Mar-
tin, '11, and H. E. Stump, '10. These
men have met several times and have
apportioned the work among them-
selves, thus one man is to handle the
Alumni, another the patronesses, a
third the advertising, and a fourth the
ticket sales.

As the first means of bringing the
idea to the attention of the Institute
Alumni in general, it was determined
to advertise as extensively as possible
at the time of the reunion. So it hap-
liened that immediately after the
Christmas holidays two of the frames
of pictures of past Shows were taken
from the Union and sent to New York.
These have been put up in prominent
places, one at the Hotel Plaza, the
headquarters, and the other at the
Technology Club in Gramercy Park,
so that they cannot fail to come to
the attention of all the Alumni present
in New York. Moreover, two hundred
programs and fifty posters of "Castles
in Spain" have been forwarded and
will be on exhibition at every vantage
point. In addition, 1200 handbills
have been printed and will be scat.
tered among the Alumni. The New
York committee feels confident that
considerable enthusiasm for a New
York production of Tech Show, 1913,
will be manifested among the Alumni.

In order to reach the men while they
are still enthusiastic from the re-
union the management is going to
write letters with return postals to
each of the eleven hundred of the
New York Alumni, inquiring to what
extent each man personally will be
asked to support the performance on
April 19th. The replies are expected
to be completely in by the first of
February, and if they indicate a suf-
ficient support to make the trip a
financial success, "Money in Sight"
will be given in Hotel Astor, and April
19th will be New York City's next big
date.
