CO-OPERATION WITH
ENGLISH DEPARTMENT

Freshmen May Substitute Work
On Paper for Part of
English Course,

The English Department has recent-
Iy decided to establish a special sec-
tion in second term English for the
Freshmen who are working on THE
TECH. The subject of this co-opera-
tion with the paper has been broached
a number of times previously but no
action has been taken until this vear.
Harry Peck, cne of the members of
THE TECH Advisory Board, set be-
fore Professer Arlo Bates, in charge
of the English Department, a propo-
sition which, if accepied, would not
only be of great assistance to THR
TECH, but would also enable it to
work in conjunetion with that depart-
ment. The idea suggested by Mr.
Peck was to have the work on the In-
stitute paper take the place of most
of the regular English courses, but
with the provision that all news writ-
ten by the Freshmen is to he subject
tg criticism and correction by mem-
bers of the instructing staff. The ab
sence of any such provision in pre-
vious plans was one of the chief rea-
sons for their rejection. The ruling
of the English Department is as fol-
Iows:

“The Inglish Department has de-
cided to establish next term a special
section in first-year English (140), for
men who are engaged in work on THE
TECH. The section will be limited to
twenty, and no student will be ad-
mitted who has reeeived a2 mark be-
low P in his first termn's work,
Fifteen out of thirty hours will he al-
lowed for work on the paper, and all
articles will, after publication, be
gone over by the instructor for criti-
eigm. The amaount of written work
actually done must be not less than
thirty-five hundred words, to be made
up of copy printed by THE TECH, or
of gpecial articles submitted to the in-
structors. The department refuses to
count anything which in workmanship
or taste falls bDelow a reasonabie
standard. Those who wish to join
this section should notify the depart-
ment before the ¢lose of the Dresent
term.”

Yesterday afternoon an unusually
large number of the Institute Alumni
gathered in the spacious Hotel Plaza,
in New York City, to hear President
Maclaunrin’'s address. He “was most
cnthusiasgtically received and applaud-
ed to the echo. The President’s ad-
diess doubly deserved this reception,
for its subject was of the utmost in-
terest to all the Alumni-—ihe New
Teachnology—its development up to
the present time, and what will be
done in the near future. The text of
the address follows:

T welcome this opporiunity of con-
gratulating the Alumni Association on
baving arranged its annual meeting
in New York. All Tech men are just-
ly proud of their connection with Mas-
sachusetts, bai we must not allow
that pride to blind us to the fact that

sthe Institute is national in its scope

and influence, and, consequently, that
any great centre of life and energy
within the Union is as appropriate as
Boston for a place io whieh to summon
the Alamnj for their annual gathering.
Men come to the Institute in large
numbers from every section of the
Unjon, passing hy institutions nearer
their homes for reasons {hat seem
to ithem good. The centre of the stu-
dent population of Teehnology in the
United States today is in the wesfern
part of the State of New York, near
tho hovders of Pennsylvania. The cor-
respouding centre of the students
irom outside of Massachusetts Is at
Toledo, Ohip, while the Alumni cenire
i3 in the western part of Maryland.

Alvmni associations are sprimging
up everywhere, from the Atlantic to
tlie Pacific, and from the horders of
Canada to those of Mexico. The
largest, as might be expected, are
those with their headquariers in Bos-
ton, New York and Chicago, I doubt
whether the Alumni generally ap-
preciate at itz true value the solid
achievements of the parent associa-
tion in Boston. It hag certainly set
a very high standard for all the
younger assoclations te live up teo, for
there seems to Be no limit to the self
gacrifice of its members in their
efforts 1o further the bhest interests
of their Alma Mater,

New Vork is a seat of bhoundless
possihilities, and, econsequently, a
magnet for the able and ambitious
from all parts of the Union. Its Alumni
association is destined to play a great
role in the development of Tech-
pology, for ne one is placed in a po-
gition of greater strategic importance.
Tt angurs well for the future of the
Iustitute that the New York Associa-
tion has shown go many signs of ac-
tivity. Its record in establishing a
elubhouse in this city and raising the
membarship to past the thousand
mark is one to he proud of. What
great lhings may reasonably be 'ex-
pected from the united efforts of
{hose thousand men! As to Chicago,
i need only say that no one has really

tasted life till he has had the pleas-
tre of dining with the Northwestern
Association of that greai city. And

no greater mistake could Le made
than to suppose that the great
centres, New York, Boston and

Chicago, monopolize the strength of
the Alumni Agsoeciation. There iz a
corresponding and indeed in some
cvases a relatively greater loyalty and
epthusiasm in many small centres.

Here, then, is a fact of great sig-
nificance for the future of Technology,
the fact that its Alumni have handed
themselves inte local associations
throughout ihe length and breadth of
the land, and that all of them are
striving to help their fellow Alumni
and the great Alma Mater of them all
To bring all this energy together and
to malke it effective for helping Tech-
nelogy men everywhere is the great-
est problem that the-Alumni Associa-
tion a8 a whole hag to consider. 1
hope, as a result of your meeting
here, something will be done towards
a solation of thig problem. If this be
so this Reunion will mark an epoch
in the history of Technology.

Apart from the outcome of the Re-
nuion, I feel sure that thiz gathering
cannot fall to be a suceess, for it can
not hut be a pleasure for Tech men to
meet one another under the condi-
tions that prevail today. The star of
Tech is in the ascendent; at last she
coming into her own., and the
hearts of all that love her are stirred
by the ypossibilities of her future
glories. Everywhere I find good will
ta Tech, and everywhere that good
will is avowedly bhased on the recog-
nition of the solid achievements of
her Alumni. You and your success-
ors are, or will be, the great asseis
ni Technology, and on yon more than
any others wiil its future greatness
depend.

\While you are here you will expect
to learn something of what is being
done by way of developing plans for
the physical well-being of the Insti:
tute in the future. For months I have
been bombarded by ile eager ques-
tions from Alumni and others: “When
will building begin?’ 1 regret the ap-
parent indecision, but if we can not
say quife definitely when we shall be-
gin, I think we can say with some
certainty that we shall end in the
fall of 1915, When I say “end” 1
mean the buildings for which funda-
mental provision has already heen
made through the generosity of Mr.
“Smith,”” namely, the strictly educa-
tional buildings, lecture rooms, lahora-
tories, ete. It wonld be a great ad.
rantage to have the social buildings
(the Walker Memorial, Commons,
CGymnasium and Dormitories), fiin-
ished at the same time, for we could
then enter a completely eguipped in-
gtitetion. This may not be pracii-
cable as the necessary money has not
yvet been fortheoming, but in any case,

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PRESIDENT'S SPEECH.

we expect to have the educational
buildings ready for occupancy In the
fall of 1915, and to cccupy them jfust
fifty vears after the first occupztion
of the original educational building,
now known as Rogers.

The plans for the various buildings
are so comprehensive that it would
take many men to desveibe them, and
more time than each cowld properly
have at his disposal on an oceasion
like this. We have a glotious site
and magnificent opportunities, but our
task of design is not made more easy
by the great expectations of Boston

and the unbounded confidence in
‘Tec}!no!og}' on the part of Mr.
‘Smith”  He believes that we are

hound to get the right seilution, and
he therefore imposes a heavy load of
resporsibility on ug all. {

Al any rate, we shall not fail fo:'i
lack of thoroughness in the mode ot
attack. We want beautiful buildings, |
beautiful in their simplicity and in|
their appropriateness to the great
practical ends for whick they are de.
gigned. At the same time we want
buildings that are as efficient for edu-
cational purposes as are the besgt fac
tories and mills for their purposes.
i3 it possible in this way te combine
beauty and utility? I do not see why
not, although, of course, the problem
is no easy one, We are warned that
the architects are more likely 1o give
us beauty than utility. and many hor-

rible examples of ineffielent buildings]

are placed before ug for our edifica-
tion. I believe, however, that the im-
plied criticism of the architeet is, in
many cases, entirely unjust, In many
cases the client does not really know
what he wants, or he does not study
his own needs with sufficient care or
present them with sufficient clearness
for the architect to fully understand
them. We have gone through a long
process of self-education as to our
own needs. OQOur first step was 16 in-
vite the various departments of the
Ingtitute to set forth in businesslike
form what was needed to satisfy their
reguirements. No opinion could com-
mand greater respect than the opin-
ion of those who know by experience
.the merits and defects of the existing
equipment and the means that have
been employed by other institutions
tn solve similar problems elsewhere.
The Faculty reports must form the
basis of our new huildings, and a com-
mittee of the Corporation hag heen
employed for months in considering
the details of the suggestions made
in these reports. Another step was
to cellect, in a systematic way, infor-
mation with regard to other institu-
tlons. Here we had the great advan-
tage of Mr. Freeman's eco-operation,
and we cannot easily overestimate
the great obligation under which he
has placed the Institute by self-sac-
rificing devotion to the golution of our
problems. Under his  directions
visitors were sent to all the instityu-
tions of importance in the country to
collect information, and at the same
time there is scarcely an educational
institution in FEurope about whose
buildings many important facts were
nét ohtained, The obvipus danger of
this process is that we mayv become
overwhelmed with the mass of acou-
mulated facts, but I feel that we have
?een freed from this danger by hav-
ing placed the whole matter in Mr.
Freeman’s hands. He is a master of
detail and an expert in the sifting of
evidence, and he has presented the
resuits of the elaborate investigations
that have been made in so clear a
form that no architect worthy of the
name can fail to derive great benefit
from the studies that have been made.
We feel that by this time we are
ready to place the load on the archi-
tect's shoulders. Great is his oppor-
tunity and great his responsibility. In
one gensge he iz foredoomead to failure,
for he must fail to satisty you all.
Some will expect a practical solution
of our problem and some picturesque;
some will look for Gothie architecture
and some for factory construction,

and so on, almost without end.

WIRELESS SOCIETY

New Government Examinations

requirements for commercial opera-
tors. JMMr. Affel then explained a form
of receiving circuit which was dis-
cussed by Dr. G. W, Pierce at the last
meeting of the New England Wireless
Boclety at Harvard a short time ago.
All {he Inembers were urged to be
present at the next meeting of that
society, which wili be held February
1st, in the Walker RBuilding, at 8
o'cioek. Dr, Fessenden, a well known
wireless expert and inventor, is to
speak, and a very instructive meet-
ing is expected. All members of the
joeal soclety are eligible to member-

ship in the New Eugland society.

A consideration cencerning member-
ship on the Imstitute Committee was
then taken up, and it was unanimous-
Iy voted to petition that body for rep-
resentation in their number.
