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PRESIDENT MACLAURIN
ADDRESSES ALUMNI

Speaks on New Technology and
On Progress of Institute
_Since Last Meeting,

More than 500 graduates of the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology,
seated by c¢lasses from ‘68 to '12, made
the echoes ring again and again in
the banquet hali of the Plaza Satur-
day night with their long cheer for
“Tech.” 1t was the first annual din-
ner of the Alumni Association to be
held in New York and away from Bos-
ton, and loyal Alumni came from all
parts of the country and from as far
away as New South Wales to take
part in the celebration,

Numerous interesting stumts were
sandwiched in between the courses. A
page entered bearing a large placard
labeled “Mister Smith.” A minuce
later, into the dining hall came sneak-
ing a masked burglar, with a slouch
hat puiled low over his forehead. In
one hand he carried a lighted lantern,
under the arm a well filled cash Dox,
while his pockets bulged with green
and vellow backs. The burglar dodged
up to President Maclaurin and pro-
ceaded to dump all his joot in front of
the delighted president, even empty-
ing the crown of his hat, which was
stu_ffed with stage money. The diners
cheered heartily at the bit of sym.
bolism,

Again, four laborers in jeans en-
tered, carrying respectively a pick, a
shovel, a bag of Portland cement and
a hod full of fire bricks. The placard
carrted pefore tuetd read: “Otf to Cam-
bridge to build Tech.”

Another stunt that pleased was the
arrival of a Scotceh bagpiper in High-
land tartan, who stationed himself in
front of President Maclaurin  and
played a long whiny tune, “In Honor
of Maec,” ag a placard announced.

Presgident Maclaurin was introduced
by Toastmaster Rollins. His speech
follows:

“It is customary on such occasions
as this for the President to review the
year that has passed since the last
gathering of the Alumni. Here, how-
ever, I am placed in the peculiar diffi-
culty that the year has been a phenom-
enal one and that its wmain events
stand out with such prominence that
they have already been seen by all.
Such events are the establishment of
an unrivalled summer camyp in Maine,
and its complete equipment, by two
ol our Alumni: the guccessful carry-
ing through of negotiations for the
Durchase of a tract of mnearly fifty
acres as the site for the new build-
ings of the Institute; the extraordin-
ary good fortune of Technology in be-
ing able to secure at so reasonable a
brice (three-fourths of a million dol-
lars) a site so ideally placed for our
purposes, and with such magnificent
possibilities for future development:
the great bequest of Mr. Pratt for the
endowment of Naval Architecture—a
bequest that means much for the
Nation if it is to take its proper place
on the high seas- the strengthening
of the heart of the Instijute (its
Facuity) by the addition of men of
such natignal and international repu-
tationg as Professors Knox, Taylor
and Lindgren, the former having done
more for the improvement of public
architecture than any other man that
tould be named, and the latter follow-
Ing wobly in the steps of Rogers as a
leader in the field of Xeonomic
Geology. All thepe events have been
surpassed in dramatic interest by the

“menty are entitled to respect—Mr,
Cha_rles W. Eliol, who. was in at the
heginning as the first professor of
Chemistry at the Institute, and who
left the posi to become President of
Harvard University, He would be the
first to admit that not a few of these
showed in later life that they were
well worth picking up. As we hegan
with fifteen it is interesting to note
ihat we have now more than 1600, and
that we could easily double our mem-
Lers in a few years, for men clamor
for admisson in spite of our high fees,
and we turn away hundreds that
might be aecepted. Looking to the
fnture, T do not think thai we shal
grow enormously in numbers, at least
not in our day. Do not let us become
unwieldy in size, for there are great
advantages in moderation in this as in
oither matters, Many of our instity-
tions dare suffering more than people
generally realize by the fact that they
have outgrown their organization.
They are still using the same machin-
ery that was designed for institutions
of half the size or legs. Do not let us
permit any considerable increase un-
less we can invent an organization to
cope successfully with the prohlem
that great size presents,

“Looking hackwards, T see that the
scope of the Institute’s activity was
relatively small compared. with what
it is today. Civil Engineering, Me-
chanical Tngineering, Mining and
Architecture practically comprised it
all, There has been great develop-
ment since that and such develop-
ment must continue for science, in
gubstance and in method, must ever
keep extending its domain., An engi-
neering point of view and the engi-
neering mode of aitack must con-
sglantly carry us into new fHelds., It is
hard indeed to say how far this pro-
cess may go. It has already taken us
into various branches of manufactur-
ing and inte the great field of public
health administration, and it seems

now to be forcing Us into certaln
reaims of business, Not that we will
Ire Toolish enough to suppose that any
training that we can give can make
a business man of one not endowed
Ly nature for that great calling (any
more than we can make an engineer
or an architeet from unsatisfactory
material), but engineering methods
and engineering prineiples aAve enter-
ing more and more into certain
branches of business, and this may
call for a mew departure in our
scheme of instruction. Re that ag it
may, we will doubtiess have to take
new steps and will be forced to keep
as completely equipped as circom-
stances permit for the great task of
training men to apply the scientific
methed and spirit to ali practical prob-
lems of the day.

“Looking back, 1 see that the In-
slitute was marked in its early davs
by a spirit of independence, and that
its farseeing founder recognized to the
full the dangers .of entangling alli-
ances. Doubtless he was wise under
fhe circumstances that existed in his
day, for it would clearly have been
dangerous for a young and struggling
iLstitation to join forces with the old.
est and richest in.#he land. The over-
tures of Harvard in those days pre-
gented to Technology an excellent op-
portunity  for being swallowed up.
Rogerg preferred to remafn unswal-
lowed, and I thing that history has
justified his attitude. Looking ahead
[ see Technology independent still,
but Dbearing itsel® with an independ
ence of a different order; it is the in-
dependence of resolute manhood
rather than of immature vonth; the
indenendence of strength and not of
weakness. I see it strong enough to
elter into alliances and to break away
trom alliances, according to the dic-
tates of the one great policy that
must always reguiate it, the aim and
the desire to serve the community to
the full, If it enters into an alliance
with Harvard, as I think it should, pro-
vided both institutions appreoach the
subjeet in the right spirit, it is not
diffieult to foresee the limitations of
siich an alliance and ithe main condi
tions of the agreement between the
two independent institutions. There
are two types of students to be dealt
with,—what I may call the short term
and the long term types, The short
term men, for various reasoms, want
tn get az guickly as possible into the
nefive practice of his profession and
cannot afford more than four years
after leaving high school in which. to
prepare himself for that practice.
Technology has long catered for just
that man, and catered with remark-
able success. It should be left abso-
wtely alone in continuing that most
important branch of its educational

_ WHAT TECHNOLOGY STANDS
FOR.

‘Why, reader, did you choose Tech-
netogy from dmong the great numhber
of colleges offering engineering de-
grecs as your future Alma Mater?
Perhaps you came here solely becduse
some one clse told you it was a great
college, or if you did make your choice
unprejudiced and unassisted, your
reasons must have been the same as
those of the man who influenced your
coming, People choose Harvard and
Yale and the other great colieges for
varicus reasouns—some because of
athletics, some because of the social
life, some because of associations—
but those who choose Tech choose it,
every one of them, for very. different
reasons, Do you know what these
reagons are? Do you know that for
the same: reasons the Masgzachusetis
Institute of Technology is respected
and admired in foreign countries more
than any other American college or
nniversity?

This last treth is perhaps, in some
megsure, due to the fact that Tech-
pology's administration is much the
game as that of foreign coileges, but
the results which Technology achieves
and the men she turng out are the
principal reasons why you came here,
and why she 1is so univergally
-esteemed. : .

And how are peerless resulis ob-
tained and men of the. very frst
calibré turned ocut? By a system which
enables students to do highly special-
fzed work without becoming sunk too
deeply in one of the narrow ruts of
education which endeavors to turn out
men thorough masters of their profes-
slon but ignorant of everything lying
withount its scope.

Let us try to bear this in mind. To
be a first-class engineer it is noti
necegsary to be forever thwlnking of
gomething appertaining te your work
alone. Have time for the outside
things of beauty and interest in life.
And there is one more thing of still
greater moment! Be a scientist De-
fore you are an engineer; remember
the name of a great follower of
Seience is immortal, while that of the
great engineer perishes with his
works. The man who forsakes the
gervice of Science and Advancement of
Knowledge for its application to- gain
wealth is a sinner against mankind
and a worthy son of no nation. Re-
member Technology- does not stand for
the production of mere builders of
wachines, but for the production of
men of power, devoted followers of
Scietice, who study the application of
their knowledge solely for the benefit
and comfort of mankind.

affort. At present, however, it also
does much for the long term man, far
more than is generally supposed, But
[ see that great good might come to
the community by the establishment
of a joint school conducted by Har-
;ard and Teclnology, in which the
needs of the long term mwan would be
rupecially considered. The technieal
laboratories of the Institute could
easily sufiice for the accommodation
3 both long and short termers, there-
by saving much costly duplication.
Tust as Technolegy's four-year course
for the short term man hasz long been
keld in the highest honor here and
abroad, so, as I foresee it, the prestige
pf this joint school will be enornious,
and that with proper managenment if
will be the greatest and the best thing
of ifs kind—a thing ol inestimabhle
value to the country, and a most im-
portant addition to the eduecational

forees of the world.

*T.ooking backwards to the physical
condition of the Institute at its begin-
ning, 1 see it housed in a single beau-
titul building, but one that was poorly
designed for practical purpeses; and
thhat offered no facilities whatever for
the social life of the students. As
time went on, building after building
was added, generally in a descending
scale of architectural accdomplishment,
and with little improvement in the fa-
cilities of social intercourse; so that
even today there is nothing about the
grounds or buildings of Technology,
except perhaps Rogers steps, to ap-
neal to the imagination or warm the
feelings with which a Tech man re-
calls the days of his undergraduate
life. Looking forward, I see all this
chianged, the Institute housed in beau-
tiful buildings, simple and dignified
‘n style and with all the attractivehess
ot facllities and outlook that shouid
be furnished by a school that trains
men for the mnoble professions to
which Technology men look forward.

“I have ventured to imdicate some of
the changes that the future has in
gtore for us, but my guesses in this
respect may be no better than are
vours with reference to Mr. ‘Smith.’

I feel certain, however, tlat some
things will never be allowed to
change. The greatest asset of Tech-

nology must always Dbe the spirit of
the school, the genuing desire to do
things well’ by mastering the prin.
ciples of their action. ‘A Technology
mian ig a real thing,” ag a great captain
of industry has sald. There is noth-
ing ‘showy about hira. He forges
ahead by solid achievement. He has
been trained to hard work, and does
not expect anything really great to be
done otherwise -than by industry and
the mastery of the facts of the situa-
tion. His institution i{s pre-eminently
a useful and a practical one, but from
the days of Rogers downward no
efforts have been spared to avoid the
snares that lurk in the térm ‘practical’
No narrow view must ever be entei-
tatned as to the functions of the Insti-
tute’s training. The aim must always
he at the inculeation of scientific prin-
¢iples and the scieniific spirit. Practi-
eal methods must always bé employed
as much as possible, but mainly be-
cause by the use of such methods men
learn more eagerly and understand
more thoroughly what they actually
learn. Always it must be the prin-
ciple that is sought to be impressed
on the students; to eliminate the
practice would be to rob the principle
of its vividness and reality and make
it educationally ‘dead.” This insisi-
ence On the importance of spirit, of
principle, of method, is now and al-
ways must. remain at the very heart
or Techunology.”
