Work on Paper Is Part of Course
For Men in Special
Section.

This coming term the members of
the IPreshman class are to he given the
opportunity to vary their regular
thirty-hour course in English Compo-
sition by taking work on THRE TECH
in eombination with an hour a week
of regular work in English, This
course 1s only provisional, and wili not
be atlempted anolher year unless the
results this year prove satisfactory to
the Engligh Department.

In order to indicate the kind and
amounl of work that the department
desires from the men who are to take
this course Professor Bates has stated
that the men who take it will be ex-
pected to write during the term at
least thirty-five hundred words, writ
ten either in articles published in
THE 'TECH or, in part, in articles sub-
mitted o the instruetor. To make
sure that the standard of work will
be high the department has Iimited
the soction to twenty men, all of
whom must have received a mark of
af least P for the first term’s work
in Engligh, Ali the articles written
will also have to be of sufficient grade
to pass ‘certain standards of workman-
ship and taste.

The work on the paper teaches a
man how. to. find in the Instituie the
best that it has to offer. A candidate
feels the pulse of the Institute and
comes to know the true ‘meaning of
Technology spirit long before he has
jeelnie an upperclassman,

RIFLE TEAM WINS GAME.

Institute Men-Have Entered Big
Intercollegiate Shoot.

The Institute rifie team has been
ghooting matches for several weeks
in competition with the teams of varl-
ous other colleges in the Kast, and
has made an excellent showing so far
0¢f the three wmaiches already shot,

.that with Vermont is the only one

from which complete returns have
been received. The Tech team made
n score of 807 against 871 for Ver-
wont. The Tech score for the game
with Norwich was 916, and that with
North Georgia was 929, showing a
marked improvement each week. The
seores from these two colleges are not
yet in, but in previous games they
shot well below 800, so that the Tech
team expects' to prove & winner.

NAVAL ARCHITECTURAL i
SOCIETY FLOURISHING|

Infcrmal Gatherings Date Back
to 1895, When Course XIII
Was Begun.

Previous to the year 1895, Naval
Architecture was an option of Course
1I, and like many other courses, it
gradually became more and more im-
portani until it firally emerged Irom
its dependency and became a regular
course of study at the Institute. The
vimbar of students in this  depart-
ment increased in number, and it was
not long hefore they began to hold
gatherings and meetings. These
meeatings were of a social nature and
frequently a falk or two was given or
matters of interest discussed: There
wag no organized association and no
regular meetings were held. It was
not until the year 1501 that there was
some thought of forming a club of
some-sort. At that time the Course
XI1I men of the Class of '01, “feeling
the need  of an organization from
which benefit might he derived both
professionally and socially,” organ-
ized the now existing Naval Architee-
tural Society of the Massachusetts In-
stitute of Technology. From that
time on began the constitutional ex-
istence .of the organization,

The object of the society, according
to ite constitution, is “to awaken and
maintain an active interest in Naval
Architecture, and to promote social in-
tercourse and good fellowship among
its members.” And throughout its
career the society has constantly lived
up fo its object. Regular meetings
are held, and together with the din-
nters, these have been the means with
which the purpose of the club have
been accomplished.

The first meeting was held March
21, 1901, with the first president, E. O
Eastwood, dnd the secreiary-treasurer,
Grant 8, Taylor. TFrom the very start
the society has held to the policy of
having short talks given at its meet-
ings. These talks are characterized
by the fact that, unlike those ol the
ather professional societies at the In-
stitute, they are given by members of
‘he club. These talks are on subjects
af general interest to the Naval archi-
‘ect, and the faet that several tallks
we given at each meeting affords
such a variety of topics for discussion
hat much benefit has been derived
‘1lom ihem. The organization helds
about eight meetings a year, with a
dinal annual dinner at a downtown
10tel.

For several years after its founding
hie organization thrived considerably,
mti]l in the vears 1905 and 1906 the
aumber of Course XIIT was so small
vhat the society declined so much that
ts wvery existence was endangered.
Up to this time membership in the
lub had been restricted lo Juniors
and Seniors. At this critical point it
was found advisable to amend the con-
stitition  so that Sophomores were

RADICAL CHANGES
IN JUNIOR PROM

Committee to Give Preference to
Members of Two Upper
Classes.

The Junior Prom Commitiee has
found il necessary to make several im-
portant changes in the arrangements
for the Prom this year, and it desires
to bring them before the men at the
Institute so that the reasous for the
action of the commitiee may be well
understood. In the ftollowing letter
the committee gives an outline of re-
sitlts of its action to date:

“After having decided on the Hotet
2omerset for the 1913 Prom, and after
having viewed the suggestions tor
programs which nwmerous firms had
submitted, the committee found itself
confronted with the most serious
problem of all—the price of the tick-
ets. As in years past, the committec
was reluctant to increase the priee un-
less conditions made it imperative,
lest such action on its part should ap-
pear to be deviating from a spirit of
democracy, for which the Institule
stands. The first difficulty which the
committee encountered was with the
caterer. On thiz gentleman prevailing
high prices had had their effect, and
his quotation for identically the same
supper as was served last year was
exactly one-half again as high, This
fact atone would make it impossible
for the committee to keep the price
at five dollars, all other costs remain-
ing the same as in former years,

“But  another consideration which
had come to the commitéiee in the
form of an oft-repeated suggestion
was to be met: Why not curtail the
number of those who attend to the
limit which the hall is supposed to
hold? In past yvears tle hall hag been
80 crowded that to really enjoy the
dancing has been Dractically impos-
sible. It was only after considerable
debate and after the opinion of a large
number of men abeut the Institute had
been obtained that the committee de-
cided to limit the number of couples
fo two hundred and thirty. By means
ot this action an enjoyvable evening of
dancing is bound to resalt.

“As the Junior Prom is esseniially
an upper elass function the committee

OF MOSQUITO NUISANCE

Q

Society of Arts Hears Discus-
sion of Mosquito and Means

of Suppressing Tt.

Last Monday night the Society of
Arts held a regular meeting in Hunt
ington Hall a¢ § o'cloek. Afler a
shoit finsiness mweeting Prof. Dwight
Forter. the head of the Sanitary Engi
neering Course. introduced W, Lyman
T'nderwcod as the speaker of the even-
ing, Mr. Underwood is a special lec-
turer here at the Institute on Sani-
lary and Industrial Biclogical sub-
jects. He began his talk on “Mos-
auitces” by giving some of the first
krowledge gathered by scientists on
this subject. As a result of investiga-
tioa the different kinds of mosquitoes
were classified about 1899, and it was
found 1hat there were over one thou-
sapd different kinds.

After telling how the connection of
mosquitoes with yeltow fever and ma-
laria was proved, lie spoke of the old

.mistaken ideag held by imany peopla

on the subject of mosquitoes. Firsf,
they do not breed in wet grass, as is
generally supposed; thex require
water for hatching, It is not neces-
sary to have stagnant water for them
to breed, but they will hateh in fresn
water if it is sheltered enough. Mos-
quitoes do bite more than once, and
it it were not for this fact they would
not carry malaria or yeltow fever.
The idea that they live but a short
time is also wrong, for the females
live over winter, hibernating in hol-

!jow tree trunks and in damp places

in cellars. Smoke of any kind will
Ikill them, although tobasco smoke is
probably the most agreeable for the
one doing the job, and is just as effec-
tive as any other.

The lfe of the mosquito is divided
into four parts: the egg, the lava, the
pupa, and the mosquito itself, The
frst three stages are lived in the
water and only the last in the air,
The eggs of the malarial mosguito are
fayed on the water and hatclh about
fourteen days after they are layed.
The hig mosquit¢, generally known asg
:he Jersey mosquito, lays its eggs on
:alt marshes where it is dry, but
where lhe water does come and stay
for some tinte. either by a high tide or
by rainfall, These eggs haich about
Iwo hours aflter the water reaches
them. Now its life as a “wiggler
ommences, These little wigglers
tave a Dbreathing tube iwhich they
push through the surface of the water
aand get the fresh air. After getting a
supply of air they boly down and later
come up for another breath. The next
stage is spent asleep in a sinall case,
45 the worm does before it becomes a
butterfly, Upon emerging from this
stage it is a full grown mosquito,
ready to make itself a nuisance to the
kuman race.
