COMMUNICATION,

To the Editor of THRE TECH:

Dear Bir:—in replying to the com-
imunication from “Cynicus,” let me
first thank him for hig inquiries, They
cover some of the most important
points in the proposed constitution,

He first asks “on what grounds, if
any, does. the present Institute Com-
mittee exist? As to the history of
the formation of the committes, we
can only say that a number of yearsy
ago several public-spirited students,
feeling the. need of some central gov-
erning body, or' organization, got to-
gether and formed an Institute Com-
mittee, Its purpose and place in the
student life was not questioned at that
time, and it soon hecame a recognized
body.. Its membership grew from, time
to time, as mnew activities wers
formed, until now its members num-
ber about twenty-five In all. As to its
actual right to exist, it is true that
this right consists solely of custom
and precedence. No powers were ever
given the committee in writing, and
yet such actions as have been taken

by the committee in the past have

been accepted.

Cynicus’ guestion is the very ques-
tion that gave rise to the proposed
constitution, We looked around for
the definite ground wupon which the
committee stands, and falling fo find
it, sought to make it, so that from
now on the committee would be a
truly established and authorized hody.
We feel that if the constitution is
adopted it will provide the necessary
rights that Cynicus now questions.

He next asgks, “Has the committee
a definite place in the undergraduate
life, or is it just a means wereby cer-
tain among us take a chance to place
themselves on a little higher plane
than the rest of the undergraduates,
and invest themselves with powers to
which they have neither legal nor
hereditary right?’ In reply we say
yes, the committee has a most definite
place in the student life here ai the

PUBLIC SERVICE
COMMISSION TALK.

McClélIan

Mr. Spoke Before
Electrical Engineering
Society.

Mr. Wm. McClellan, of the, Second
Distriet Publie Service Commission of
New York, gave a very interesting
talk last evening hefore the Electri-
czl Engineering Society on “‘Public
Service Corporations.” He said that
ordinary business is an exchange by
mmeans of which 4 man who wants
something can get it. In publie ser-
vice, however, business becomes more
or less of a monopoly, Here the pub-
lic is usually compeiled to take what
the corporation offers, and the corpor-
ation what the people offer,

He sald that a Public Service Com-
mission acts in two prineipal ways in
the regulation of capitalization ang
of rales. Capitalization ig controiled
to the extent of refusing to permit g
corporation to have its property out
of proportion to its capital. The Com-
mission tries to fix rates in aceord-
ance with ecertain conditions. The
two principal conditions are that a
man shall receive proper returns for
his labor, and that a2 man shall receive
broper return for his capital. Fixing
a rate is not a wise plan, as it is
liable to destroy the incentive to bet-
ter service. However, this has not yet
become evident.

The commission is composed of five
men, who sit as a sort of jury, but
unlike a jury, the. comimissioners de-
pend less upon lawyers and more upon
their own questioning. The case is
judged solely upon its merits. 1t a
suitable settlement is not reached
when the decision seems unfair to the
corporation, the case may be appealed
to higher courts, The court maintaing
8. complete inspection department to
aid in conducting its cases.

As a result companies see that the
people have rights. In any company
money asks only return, management
veturn for lahor, people to be treated
fairly. Between money, who wants all
it can get, and the people, who give
ag litle as possible, stands the man-
agement. The management formerly
leoked to the stockholder: it now
locks to the people as well, for it is
the people to whom it now finds itself
responsible. The Commission pre-
vents the enactment of legislation
either unfair or harmful to corpora-
tions.,

Following the talk Mr, McClellan an-
swered many pertinent questions that
were asked him by the members. He

CAPT. MARSH TELLS OF
SUMMER WORK IN NAVY

Men to Spend Two Months on
Board Dreadnoughts Learn-
ing to Direct Guns,

Yesterday mnoon the big lecture
room, 6 Lowell, was filled by studenis
who came to hear the talk by Captain
C. C. Marsh, U. s, N., the head of the
Naval Reserve, on the subject of en-
listment of college men in the Navy
during the simmer months, Dean Bur-
ton introduced the speaker,

Captain Marsh said that the course
as planned wewulq occupy from six to
eight weeks, and the work wounld con.
sist principaily of work in mathe-
maties, and only .a small part of the
time would be devoted to seamanship.
Upon eatering the men may stats
what they. wish to study, the electrical
o mechanical equipment of the vesgel.

The part of the work in which the
men from the colleges would take part
Wwould be the target practice. When
the range is to be found six or eight
of the rifle guns are fired at the tar-
get. One shot is often misleading,
with half a dozen shots it is very eas,
to determine the approximate range,
For the purpose of abserving the
range there are range finding stations
distributed over the ship. Four to six
of these stations are used, one in each
of the masts and the oihers in vari-
ous parts of the ship, two of them be-
ing very close to the deck. These
last two are in less danger than the
olhers, and are depended upon in case
the others are disabled, Each of these
stations require several men, who are
designated as spotters, All of these
stations are connected with one main
station in several different ways; hy
telephone, speaking tube and mechani-
cal indicator, so that in case of the
disabling of one another wil] still be
available. This station, which cou-
faing several men, is connected with
all of the gun turrets. It is in these
stations that college men are desired,

tion 2, says that upon petition of fifty '
men any aect or decision of the Insfi-
tute Committee must be referred to,
the entire student body for ratifica.;
tion or rejection. This we believe to
be one of the most important points
in.the constitution, namely, the recall
of the commitiee's acts, and the plac-
ing of the power in the hands of the
siudent body themselves.

ter than others, ag the work is mathe-

are - valuable, and the work may be
learned in six weeks, with only one
hour of work a day, Sunday and holi-
days excepted.

In turning his attention to the prob-
lems given the men, Captain Marsh
si:oke of-the great variety of machin-
ery in a warship, and said that the
aim of the designs used is to get the
areatest efficiency from a machine
with a minimum weight and size. al-
though the weight is the more impor-
{ant item. 1t is these problems of
officiency which are continually being
studied. and they are not by any
meang confined to naval men, Salt
water is a problem in itself and is a
subject of much study. A little salt
water inside a vessel can produce
much trouble, for it runs through the
ship 1ill it gets to the lowest noint,
often causing trouble on the way,
Also, since the vessel travels at &
varving rate of speed the problems of
rificiency in stoking and dranght are
important ones, and are some of those
given to the men.

The men will probably be accom-
modated in a compartment set aside
for their uge. They will have a special
ofiicer over them, and will not be sub-
ject to any of the other petly officers.
They will bunk in hammocks, which
are very comfortable, and will eat at
the general mess, The food supplied
is wood, and there is plenty of it. The
suits consist of three white ones, the
total cost of which is $6.25. This sum-
mer {he men will have to pay forty
cents a day for their hoard, since the
Naval Reserve bill has not passed
Congress, but in following summers
ther will receive a salary.

The time on board ship will be di-
vided so that approximaiely one-third
is spent in port and two-thirds at sea.
It iz expected that the students will
plan to stay for the aulumn target
practice, which beging about the first
of September, and lasts about ten
days, depending on the weather. 11;1

This training, if taken during iwo
summers, would enable the college
graduate to take his place in the navy
in time of war to act as officers over
those who had no previous training.
¥t will enable the Federal Government
to form a naval! reserve s0 that the
navy can assume the offensive in'case
of war, and to make the line of first
defense the shores of the enemy’s
country. For until the navy is com-
pletely obliterated there will be no
problem of internal defense.

Captain Marsh spoke of the great
need of a greater personnel and
guoted the words with which Admiral
Farragut ended his report of the vie-
tory of Mobile Bay in 1864. He said
that it wag the men, not the ghipa and
the guns, which won the hattle, and
then asked that he might have more
men like those who had fought under
bim.
