Many Noted Lecturers Have
Spoken at Meetings of
Young Society.

Of ihe eight professional soricties
at the Institute, representing in a
large measure as many different ro-
fessional training, the Biological Su-
clety enjoys the umigue position of
having among its members represen-
tatives of three important Institute
courses—Biolegy and Public Health,
Sanitary Engineering and Chemistry.
Although only five years of age, the
energetic spirit and progressive nalicy
of the society is shown by its officers
in successfully organizing and earry-
ing ocut many informal falks, trips fo
varicus places of interest, and oc-
casionally an enjoyable “get-together”
dinner. 'The talks, while chiefly of a
Biological nature, have been sufficient-
Iy broad to be of interest to all con-
cerned with modern publie
problems  and  up-te-date  sanilation
methods. They are generally given hy
prominent men who, having reached
high positions in their chosen pro-
fessions, are enabled to present to the
studenis praciical ilopies, the knowl-
edge of whieh ig not found in n text
book, having developed during their
recent professional carecers,

In the fall of 1907 there existeq at
the Institute a  small organization
known as the “Junior Biological Clnh,”
and principally composed of Course
VIT men, The birth of the present so-
clety dates tack to December 18th of
that vear, when at a dimmer given by
the club it was proposed for the first
fime o organize a permanent associa-
tlon. This proposition met with the
unanimous approval of tlie metahers,
and Robert N. Hoyt was elected to
serve as a femyporary chairman. The
task of dravghting a constilution [ell
to Scott MaeNutt and Q. A. Haynes,
who, pregented -it to the sarciety in
January of the following year, This
condtitution, with a few miner
changes, was accepted and adonted.
and Messrs, MacNutt and Hoyt were
elected to serve as president and sec

The office of historian is a
new olle among societies here, and its
duties will require the keeping of the
minutes of the meeting in French.

it is the purpose of the club to hold
weekly meetings which will be con-
ducted entirely in French, Discus-
sions upon topics of current interest,
chiefly conecerping France, will be held
in the meetings from time to time, and
short infermal talks will be given.
Professor Langley has offered to give
an illustrated lecture upon the history
of Paris, which should prove very in-
teresting,

The question of eligibility for mem-
bership was discussed at lemgth, but
the matter was left finally in the
hands of the BExecutive Committee,
composed of the officers of the club
and Professor Langley. ¥or the pres
eni aill thoge in the Institute who are
interested in Irench at all, or who are
planning to take it up as an elective,
are invited to attend the meetings. A
ccmimittee of three, consisting of Pro-
fesgor Langley, P, McC.

F. B. Stern, was appointed to draw up
a constitution and present it at the
next meeting for the approval of the
members,

The new Bio-
logical Society enjoyed a rapid and
successful growth, and before the end
of the Spring term of 1908 assumed its
place with the other prolessional so0-
cieties as the {rue representative of
ihe interests of the Biological depart
ment. Frequent dinners and smokers
were held, the most impertant event
in the early history occurring during
Junior Week, 1909, when the society
held a reception in the rooms of the
department.
departure of Professor W. T. Sedg-
wick for a visit to Europe in the
Spring of 1910, the society gave a din-
ner in his honor and presented him
with a pair of binoculars,

That interest in Biological matiers
was beginning to grow was shown by
the fact that the rapidly growing so-
clety became one of the most active
in the Institute. In April, 1910, THE

voted to the Biological Depariment,
which included a general history ot
the department by Professor Sedg-
wick as well as numerous other ar-
ticles by several other instructors.

The Biological Society was formed
with a threefold purpose; First, to
further the social intercourse among
Biological students; second, fo fur
ther the knowledge of Biological sub-
jects; and third, to provide a social
meeting ground for students and their

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ARCHITECTS HEAR
REMARKABLE TALK

W. H. Sayward Gives His Solu-
tion of the Labor Question
of Today,

One of the most interesting and
truly inspiring talks that has ever
been heard by any professional society
at the Institute was given last even-
ing before the Architeciural Engineer-
ing Society by Mr. William H. Say.
ward, Secretary of the Master Build-
ery’ Association in Boston. The intent
of the talk was the setting forth of
a way out of the labor chaos which is
besetting the American nation at the
present time,

Mr. Sayward is a man eminently
well fitted to discuss such a subject
ag this by reason of his extremely
close contact with various labor con-
ditions, both in actwal contracting
business and in his relationship to the
comparatively new and highly success-
{ful inecorporated unrion which he has
founded in many trades here in Bos-
ton.

Owing to the fact that the Idea
yeems to be so prevalent that there
iz no labor chaos to any appreciable
extent, he cited the general thought
pE four speeches which were given
pefore the Econromic Club of Boston
at one of its recent meetings. Four
wien, an academician, a representative
of Labor Unions, an employer, and a
inember of the I. W, W., who had been
nlosely connected with the Lawrence
glrike, gave four ahsolitely different
riews of the whole matter, and each
was as certain as the others that his
slandpoint was the right one. 'This
Inct alone, Mr. Sayward stated, ig suf
ficient proof that here is laber chaos,

Employers, he stated, have never
denied the right of men to strike, but
they do hold that the Unions have no
right to keep them from manufactur
ing their products and conducting
their business, Thus in trying fo ar-
rive at some solution of the problem
he endeavored to bring commitiees to-
gether composed of employers and
Union men which should arbitrate on
all matters concerning demands and
vights. This was found to work only
so long as the Unions felt the employ-
ers had sufficient men to fall hack on
i1, case of emergency, but as scon as
they controlled the lahor market every
eontract and guaraniee was thrown to
the winds and the employers Were
ruled with an iron hand, a fact which
has meant the loss of great sums of
money and vast amounts of time.

Mr, Sayward thus came to the con-
ciusion that Unions are .nnsound as
they exist today, and very lop-sided,
from the fact they are composed of
only one sei of men who have mno
means of knowing the employer's
point of view, They cannot see the
necegsity of a harmonious whole in
trade conditions where one group is
s0 much dependent on every other, no

that the triangle is equilateral, while
in most cases the side representing
the spirit is sadly negligible.
