TEN THOUSAND TONS
ORE IN TEN MINUTES

Movies in Huntington Hall Tell
Story of Enormous Steel
Industry.

Over three hundied Institute men
and their friends gathered in Hunt-
ington Hall last Saturday night to see
the series of motion pictures entitled
“From Mine to Molder,” and given un-
der the auspices of the Civil Engi
neering Society. The assembly was
fitst addressed by Mv. H. 13, 3, Yer
gusson, advertising manager of the
Robert-Erown Company, owners and
gperators of large iron mines in the
faake Superior region. and under
whose direcéion this series of pictures
wag taken. He sald that the firm had
produced them simply for advertising
purpeses, bul very scon realized their
gieat edncational valuve and to make
them more complete decided to add
the series illusirating the manufac-
tire of steel, in which they were not
ditectly interested.

Mr, Yergasson mentioned Driefly
lhe enormous ihvrease in iron and
siee] pruduction in this eounlry, which
now leads the world in this respect,
and stated that during the last foriy
vears more steel has been produced
than in the whole previous history of
mwarkind, Two-thirds of the sixty mil-
lien tons of ore mined in the Uniied
States in a year comes from the Lake
Superiar digtrict, which contains some
of 1he largest and most remarkable
mines in the world, As the mining of
the ore is what might be called the
fendamental ;mocess in steel manufac-
turing and since very few people are
aenuainted with the modern methods
now in use, My, Yergasson deseriled
them i some detail.

Aeposits covered over wilh a layer of
Huy and ordinarvy soil. The first pie-
toros showed this upper laver heing
siripped off with steam shovels, and

» depth has beeun removed and trans-
wrted  iwe miles te the dumping
arounds at s cost of almost two mil
ion dollars. ‘The grades out of most
3 the mines are so steep that two
spgines ave Necessary to haui out a
five-car (rain containing 2530 tons ol
e, These short trains are then
made up into longer ones and iaken
ever the Duluth, Masabe and Northern
Bailroad fo the decks at Duluth and
other lake ports. The vailvoad has for
this purpose several Mallet compound
ungines, each weighing 361 tons, andl
capable of hauling trains of 125 empty
ove cars over steep grades to the
wines,

Pictures were then shown of the
Masabe docks, which are typical in-
stallaiions of their kind. They are
Weut a half mile long and are made
ap of ore pockets, each with a ca-
aacity of 250 tons, and two traeks run-
ning over them so that 100 fons rore
can be dumped from cars while a

vessel is loading. By this means al-
most incredible records have been
made at these and other docks sim-
llarly comstructed, The record is now
eld by the Bscanaba docks, belonging
to the Chicage, Milwaukee and St.
Paul, where 10,600 tons were loaded in
ten minutes, and the total time of the
vessel at the docks was only 28 min.
ates. Binee the shipping season on
the lakes is go short every facility is
provided for guick loading and un-
‘pading, and it is the common practice
‘0 remove the covers to the thiriy or
more hatches in transit so time will
not be wasted while at the docks. The
largest vessel in use at present is the
“Schoolmaker,” with a capacity of
13,000 tonms. :

The Masabe docks are provided
with the largest fireboat in the world,
exceeding even the famous “New
Yorker” in capacity. Some very in-
teresting pictures were shown of the
fireboat ag she would appear when in
action,

The next reel of fims portrayed
various points of interest on the frip
down the lakes to Bufialo, where the
furnaces and steel mills are situated,
The Soo Sault 8t Marie canal and
Iocks are the most itnportant of these.
There is one lock on the -Canadian
side and two on the American side,
with a third American lock under con-
struction. Their method of operation
is the same as that to be used at
Panama, but, of course, on a much
sinaller scale, and it takes about ten
minutes to empty or fill one chamber.
The U. 8. Government has aided the
shipper in every possible way, and
sends out advance reports of the
depth of water in the locks so that
the boats may be loaded to the maxi-
mum draff. At one time, as a result
of these reports, a master was able
to take on 600 tons more and passed
over the gills of the lock with lesg
thar an inch and a half to spare.

The next important process is ihe
unicading, which takes four hours or
over., Two general types of unloading
machines are used—the traveling
bridge cranes with grab buckeis of
about eight tons capacity, and the
Hewitt unloader. The latter is rather
unusual in its appearance and opera-
tion, To one end of a long rocking
arm is attached a vertical leg which is
consirained to move parallel fo itself
by a pantograph mechanism. In the
lower end of .this leg is the operator's
cage, below which are two sScoODSs, ar-
ranged much like the ordinary cfa.m-
shell bucket. The whole runs on
ways both perpendicular and parallel
to the front of the dock. The csapa-

city of the Hewitt unloager iz about
fourteen tons, and it is alinost ag flex-
ihle as the human hahd and arm,

From the .boats the ore is loaded
into electriec distributing cars run-
ning aleng the rear of the furnaces
and discharging their loads into hop-
pers, which in turn discharge into the
skip hoist running to the top of the
turpace. These furnaces are immense
affairs, and each takes 6000 tons per
day, so large storage yards must be
provided ‘from which to draw daring
the winter months. The furnaces are
sometimes Xkept running for six or
seven years at a time,

From a chemical analysis of each
shipload the proper preparations for
the blast furnace charge is deter-
mined and the materialg are dumped
into the skip hoist from distributing
carg similar to the ones handling the
ore, In the furnace the ore is melted
and the “tears” of iron trickle down
through the mass to the botiom,
wiere they accumulate with a layer
of slag just above, The slag, which
used to be wasted, Is now rum Into
pits, where streams of water play on
it and cause it to crystalize so that
it may be broken up more easily for
manufaciuring fertilizer. The iron is
iaped off every four hours and cast
into pigs, which are then taken to a
Lydraulic breaker and broken in half.

The latest method of casting pigs is
by pouring from ladle cars into a
series of slowly moving molds, The
mechanism is so arranged that there
can be no overflow and the process is
practically continuous. The molds
pass inte tanks of water and finally
dump the pigs into cars. Another
great improvement in the later hand-
ling of pig iron is the use of the
electro-magnetic crane Wwhich can
easily do the work of twenty-five men,

After all these precesses had been
illugtrated the filmg showing the
manufacture of Bessemer steel were
thrown on the screen., This series
was by far the most spectacular, as
anyone who has witnessed the blow-
ing of a Besgemer converter may well
imagine. In the taking of these pic-
tures no expense or trouble was
gpared, and in several Instances
special arc lamps, aggregating over
4600 eandle power, were installed to
1ight the large buildings.

The pigs from the blast furnace are
remelted and run into the large egg-
shaped vessel known as the Bessemer
converter. After a blast of air has
been blown through the molten iron
for about twenty minutes all the car-
bom and most of the other impurities
rave been burned out and the correct
amopnt of spiegeleisen iz added to
bring the carbon content up te the
desired polnt. The steel ig then run
into a casting ladle which swings
around a vertical mast and discharges
into ingot molds on small cars. When
e ingots have slightly cooled the
molds are stripped off with a special
machine and the ingot themselves car-
ried to “‘soaking pits,” where they be-
:0ome more homogeniously heated,
ready for rolling.

The rolling is first done by revers-
‘ing Tollg, through which the ingots
‘pass in alternate directions, and at the
same time the rolls approach each
other. The final finishing of the rails
or other forms is done in what are
aalled three-high continuous mi}ls.
The steel is passed through a series
% openings between the rolls—first
under and then over the middle roll—
and is thus gradually reduced to the
‘finished form. Raits +when they
emerge from the last mill are about
150 feet long and are sawed into
thirty-three foot lengths with a circu-
lar hot saw. Every so often four-inch
samples are cut out for analysis, and
lourfoot samples for the breaking
test which the railroads require. Be-
-sides the frequent analysis of the iron
and steel during the process of manu-
tacture each ingot and rail is given &
distinctive number, and the finished
rails are also stamped with the date

Chaplaii of State Prison to
Speak on Interesting
Subject.

C. A, has heen fortunate in securing
ithe Rev. Herbert W. Stebbins, chap-
lain of the State prison in Charles-
town. His talk last year was well re-
ceived and proved of interest to all be-
cause of the varied experience of the
speaker. As a resnlt of his visit to
Technoiogy last year the Glee Club
offered its services to entertain the
prisoners confined at Charlestown.

He wilt speak this year on the sub-
ject, “Why Men Come to Jail.” He
iz a man who sees in the convict, not
a hopeless criminal, but a man who at
the deciding moment failed, and needs
a lift. In the years that he has acted
as chaplain he has worked with that
principle constantly in mind, and the
classes that he conducts in the prison
for men, to teach them gomething
that will be of use to them when they
are agiain free, are monuments of his
good work,

The fact thai he has met so many
men who have failed in perhaps every
run of life makes him a man able to
give advice to callege men who are
alhout to start out in a new life.
