The course as
a whole promises to be one of the
most interesting in the Institute, and
will certainly be one of the most use-
ful.

The course in Journalism will fol-
lcw regular newspaper.priactice as far
a itt may apply to' THE -TECH. The
students will- acquire facility of ex-
presgion and the ability to say -what
th6ey have to say in a few words and
in an understandable manner, for,
says Professor Bates, the "basis of
journalism consists, not in saying
something in a way which may be
understood, but in a way which can-
not be misunderstood." Even the
Freshman class baby could see the
advantages in a special training
along these 'lines, and no doubt the
new arrival in the ranks of-1916
would jump at the chance to study
journalism under the head of the
English department. But, strange to
say, many of his more brilliant god-
fathers of mature years fail to grasp
the splendid opportunity which is
lying right within their grasp. Many
and varied are the excuses these men
give for. not taking up the work on
THE TECH and entering the new
English section, the most common
one being that the recitation comes
at an inconvenient hour.. Is that any
reason for. neglecting the opportunity
now offered for the first time in the
Institute? Nothing can be gained
without sacrificing a little personal
comfort. The trouble with the men
who offer this lame excuse is that
they are looking only to the present
and have no care for the future.
They are what is known as "penny
wise and pound foolish."

Technology has the reputation of
doing well whatever she sets out to
do. The new English section will be
no exception to this rule, as is evi-
denced by the fact that Professor
Bates thought it worth while to take
personal charge of this new course.
Freshmen, wake up! You are neglect-
ing an opportunity to get something
which you could not get in your or-
dinary courses, and which you could
hardly get as thoroughly in any
school but Technology!

PROPOSALS MADE
TO ALUMNI COUNCIL

President Fay Endeavcrs to In-
terest Alumni in Student

Activities.

It was also suggested that the
Aliimnni take more interest in Tech
Show. Heretofore, on account of the
Jifficulty in securing a theatre, the
Show has been given in the after-
,.onll. and for this reason thle attend-
ince of the Alumni has been very
small. If the Boston Opera House
can lbe obtained this year, as is the
intention of the management, tile
Alumni Council will endeavor to
make the Show an Alumni society
event, just at it is now one of the
chief events for the undergraduates.

Several other important facts were
brought out in President Fay's mess-
age. One was in regard to the publi-
cation of class directories and the
collection of data regarding class re
unions. The latter refers more
especially to lists of "places avail-
ahle for the reunions, their accessi-
bility, cost of transportation, the size
and cost of accommodations, the fa-
cilities afforded," etc. It was also
suggested that the classes co-operate
with the Alumni Association in get-
ting the names of Tech men who
might be brought into the work in
connection with the Technology
Clubs Associated and the next Tech
Reunion.

There were given some very inter-
esting facts with regard to the
Alumni Fund. which on February 13
amounted to almost five hundred
thousand dollars. Although great
progress has already been made it
will be necessary to practically
double the fund if it is expected to
interest outsiders in the success of
the New Technology. It should not
be difficult to do this, for only a
little over two thousand out of every
nine thousand Alumni have yet sub-
scribed. President Fay emphasized
the statement that "it is not what a
man gives, but the fact that he gives
something, that now counts toward
the success of the Fund."

NEXT ALUMNI REUNION.

Member of the Alumni Council
Recommends i915 As Date.

It has been suggested by members
of the Alumni Council that the next
general Technology Alumni Reunion
be held some time in 1915, and prob-
ably at the New Technology.

Success-
ful as the former reunions have been,
it is hoped that the one commemorat-
ing the fiftieth anniversary of the In-
stitute's founding, and at the same
time celebrating the completion, or at
least the rapid growth, of the New
Technology. will exceed them all.
