The Institute Now Able to Stand
Alone-- Many Gifts

Received.

In the annual report of President
Maclaurin, which was issued yester-
day, there were a number of matters
discussed. The President reviewed
many of the important matters that
have come before the Institute dur-
ing the last year. The position of
Technology at the present time was
brought out rather strongly, the Presi-
dent stating that the Institute was
now in a position to stand absolutely
alone or to enter safely into alliances.

The enrollment this year has ex-
ceeded any previous one, totaling 1611
students in all. Of these, 430 are col-
lege graduates, roundly one-fourth of
all those attending the Institute. The
foreign students here number 100.
making a greater percentage of for-
eign students here than at any other
college. These men represent twenty-
three countries. China alone sends
thirty-seven out of the one hundred.

The instructing staff has been in-
creased during the last year from 245
to 254. the sixteen special lecturers
not being taken into consideration.
The -ratio of students to instructors
last year was 7.5 to 1. while this year
it has been decreased to 6.8 to 1. The
amount of scholarship assistance
given to undergraduates during the
past year has amounted to $21,550,
and 180 students were aided by this.

Note was mude of the number of
gifts received by the Institute duing
the last year. The gifts came from
different parts of the country, show-
ing that Tech is not merely of local
ilnlolortance, but national in scope.
Over $3.000,000 has been receivetl
from outside of \Massachusetts. The

$4 0.000; the Samuel Cabot Fun(l
ainounte(l to $50,000, and T. N. V\ail
piresented a library valued .at $100,000.
Cther gifts made by tile "MrA. Smith."
Cc!enman DuPont and the Pratt be-
queat came to $3.750.000.

THE TECH MAN AND THE OPERA.

PROF. HARVEY SHIMER
SPEAKS CN "EA'RLY MAN*;

Stages of Man Are Reckoned By
Finds 'of! Implements ,'

They Used.

Last evening, at a meeting of the
Society of Arts, in Huntington Hall,
Harvey AW. Shimer, associate profes-
sor of Paleontology at the Institute,
gave, an interesting lecture on.-"Ea;l
Man." The speaker ,was introduced
by' President IMaclaurin.' who also
made some announcements and
offered a name for aindmittance to ;the
membership of thesociety.

Professor Shimer started with the
lowest form of man- which has been
discovered in archeological re-
searches. 'Man has always been
studied in connection with -the tools
and weapons which he used. ':With
'he lowest type of early man are-asso-
ciated stones which were,'just used
as- they were picked up. The next
highest type of primitive man used
tools and weapons -which had -been'
chiseled and chipped from rough
stone. Still higher comes -man who
used- instruments which had been
made so smooth as to have a cutting
edge.

The next age represents man who
had tools of iron and later of steel.
This' type of man formed a mental
picture of his tools before construct-
ing them.

The progress of civilization is also
traced through the changes occurring
in the skull of man, especially in the
jaw. The ape of the highest type
possessed a very receding chin, mas-
sive jaw-hbfie, elongated head, and
other distinguishing features. As
man progressed his' chin became more
prominent, his forehead higher and
more pronounced, his teeth more
closely fitted together,'and more and
more like the man of today.

Professor Shimer states that mod-
ern paleontologists have now come to
the conclusion that man, instead of
being evolved from the ape, as was
the former notion;, diverged from
some common ancestor with the high-
est type of ape.

His speech was well illustrated by
slides showing the places' where
skulls and remains of primitive men
have been found, and also showing
the changes in' the shape of the skulls
themselves. , ,
