INTERESTINC TALK
ON COAL TESTING

Mr. Buhler Explains Methods of
Analysis to Chemical
Society.

T.ast night about half the members
ol the Chemical Society turned out
to hear Mr. H. 'W. Buhler, & graduate
of Course II], talk on “The Buying and
Testing of Coal,” Mr. Buhler broughl
with him a collection of interesting
slides, with which he made clear
every point in his tallk.

After President Albee had called the
meeting to order and digposed of the

 regular business, he introduced Mr.

Buhler as a man who had been con-
nected with coal calorimetry ever
since he graduated from the Institute,
AMr. Buhler began by explaining how
samples were taken. He sald that it
hag been proved that by following the
usual method of quartering samples
hetween grindings that the analysis
oi one gram of coal can be considered
to represent a shiptoad of coal

Then he told how coul was analrzed
for the heat unils, for water. volatile
matter, ash and sluphur. The heat
units are determined in either a chent.
cal calorimeter or in a homb calovi-
meter. Mr. Buhler gave a clear and
detailed explanaiion of both forms,
saying that the bomb calorinteter
yielded hy far the most accuraie re-
sults, The determination of water has
been standardized by researches made
hy the American Chemical Society.
Thig soeciety has aizo fixed standard
methods for the determination of vola-
tile matter and of ash.

The methods for delermining sul-
phar are iwo: by heating the sample
with an alkali mixture. and by anztvsig
of 1he products of the burning of the
eplphnr in the homb. The last method
iw both simple and accurate, ag the
sulphme is foumd on the acid-proof
living of the hombs in drops of
splphurous and snlphuric acids.

Alr. Rubler {horoughly discussed the
varinns ecal fields. making clear just
what reziong produced the best zrades
af coal. Then he gave scveral ex-
amples of the contracts under whieh
conl is produced.

NAVY. TRAINING FOR
COLLEGE STUDENTS

Not Required to Enlist But Must
Observe Requirements of
< Ship Discipline, -

. That. the students may have further
intormation concerning the iraining of
coliege men on hoard the baitleships
than wasg given in Captain Marsh's
talk, the following excerpt from a com-
munication from him is given below:
" A limited number of third and
fourth-year men will.be eligible for
thig training. These men will- be
chosen from those recommended by
‘the authoritieg of the Insfituté, They
will not be compelled to enlist, but
they will he required ‘to agree to ob-
serve the laws of the Navy and of the
ship, and to obey the orders of al
those placed in authority over them.

The men will- have opportunity to
receive training in almost all the de-
partments, "as well as in the usual
They wiil
aleo be allowed to gpecialize, and as
far as practicabie the choice of the
specially will be left to the student.

The men will be required to pay for
tlteir own clothes and food. The cost
of the food will amount to about forty
cents per diem, The outfit, congisting
of one blue dress uniform. two- white
undress uniforms, two white hats, two
or move undershirts of wniform pat-
tern, one blue flannel shirt, one suit of
dungarees, a hammock mattress and
iwo matiress covers. 'These will cost
them about $22.60. Boots, shoes and
articles of clothing not previously
mentioned need not Dbe of wuniform
pattern,
