MR. LYTHGOE ADDRESSES
CHEMICAL SOCIETY
Tells Of Legal And Technical Side
Of Analyst's Work—
Advance Dates,

Last night the Chemical Socicty was
told of the ins and outs of the work of
a public analyst by Mr, H. C. Lythgoe,
M. I. T. '96. Mr. Lythgoe is Analyst
for the Mass. State Board of Health.

Massachusetts was one of the first
states to pass laws regarding food prod-
ucts, its first law regarding milk in-
spection being passed in 1380. Under
the present laws there are two classes
of prosecutions, one for seclling milk
less than 32.35 per cent of fat, the fine
being not more than $z0, and another
for selling watered or adulterated mill,
the fine for conviction being from $30
up. During the year 1013 the Board of
Health Laboratory has so far analyzed
over 7,000 samples of milk. Inspectors
are required to collect samples from
every town of over 2,000 inhabitants ag
least twice each year.

Mr. Lythgoe described the methods
of analysis in use in the laboratory,
and also gave details of a number of
cases which he has prosecuted and
which proved very interesting. He also
paid tribute to Prof. Woodman of
M. I. T., who has contributed greatly
Lo the development of modern methods
of analysis.

The coming meetings are expected to
prove of equal interest. It is expected
to secure Dean Albers of Boston Uni-
versity to speak on the legal side of a
chemist's work, and later in the year
A. D. Little of the A. D. Little Co. and
Prof. Whittaker of Columbia Univer-
sity are to talk on their peculiar lines
of work.

Lecture On Norway.

Ie told of the econontic
life of the natives and villagers,
showing pictures of the Laplanders,
and giving a good aceount of the
whole cape. ,

CIVIi. ENGINEERS VISIT
INSTRUMENT,; FACTORY

Trip To Berger's Factory Proves
Very Instructive—Few
Men Go.

Members of the Civil Engineering
Society took a very instructive trip
through the factory of C. L. Berger
and Sons in Roxbury About twenty-
five men took the trip in two parties,

M. H. L. Berger, junior member
of the firm, showed the men through
the factcry. They were first shown
samples of all the different types of
transits and levels the firm 15 now
making, among them the large levels
for the U. 8. Government. These in-
struments were all explained in de-
tail. The complete instruments from
castings to tripod legs are made at
this factory. An item of special in-
terest to the students was the manu-
facture of the dividing engines which
mark off horizontal and wvertical
scales. The testing room also proved
to be of much interest. The room is
comparatively small, but by siting
through telescopes, the intruinents
are adjusted and set. The great im-
portance of true centering of atl the
parts was impressed upon the stu-
dent engineers, and it was shown
how the inaccuracy of a single part
often made the complete instrument
worthless.

About eighty-five men arc cin-
ployed in the factory, and #he ontput
is fifteen instruments a week, The
total number of machines put out
was brouglht up to ten thousand to-
day, and a little celchration of the
event was held. The visitors lis-
tened to u talk delivered by Mr. C.
L. Berger, head of the firm, to the
men. The maoufacturers had ex-
pected more men to take advantage
of the wood opportunity to get ac-
quainted with the details of the con-
struction of their professional instru-
ments. '

ELECTRICALS MAKXE TRIP

See Motors for Panama Canal—
Twenty-Eight Men Go.

Twenty-eight men from the Electri-
cal Engineering Department of the In-
stitute went on the inspection trip to
the River Works of the General Elec-
tric Company at Lynn, Mass,, yesterday
afternoon. The party arrived at 230
and were through at 5 P. M. The man-
agement furnished three guides, who
took the students through the entire
plant.

The Turbine room was first visited,
and here the large Turbine-Generators
were seen, The plant power depart-
ment, which was next visited, was an
exceptionally complete equipment. From
the power department the men were
taken to the apprentice department,
which comprises the school of the com-
pany. The graduates of outside schools
are given their first work in here. The
arc-light and transformer departments
were then visited. The motor depart-
ment offered much interesting material.

Among the specialties shown were
the large direct-current enclosed motors
for the DPanama canal. In order to
make these motors serviceable at the
Canal the windings are made water-
proof.
