SANITARY ENGINEER
TELLS OF PROBLEMS

Former Tech Student Gives Talk On
Work In Meat Packing
Industry.

Yesterday morning Mr, George H.
Shaw, Sanitary Engineer with the
United States Burean of Aunimal ln-
dustry, sproke before the class in Pub-
lic Health Problems. Mr. Shaw was
connected  with the Biological De-
partment of the lnstitute somc years
ago, having worked in Course XI as
a special student. He took as his
subject “Some Asgpects of Sanitation
m the Meat Packing Endustry,” and
gave a short review of the work
which he is doing, and of the work
which he is trying to do in the way
of reform and improvement in the in-
dustry mentioned, His speaking was
rather unexpected, since he was in
town ouly for a short siay, so that
hoth his talk and the invitation ex-
tended by D’rofessor Sedgwick wers
in a sense on the spur of the moment,

In past years, said Mr, Shaw, no
sanitary cngineer was connected with
thie Animal Iadostry Bureau. The
work was done wholly by trained
veterinaries, who indeed attained a
degree of skill in the empirical in-
spection of plants, but who were not
qualified to do the same grade of
work as a strict sanitary engineer,
He is the first of such engineers to he
appointed. )

My, Shaw has charge of all the
slanghter houses m the country, hut
only as far as their operations are
mterstate. He has been able to make
several elianoes in the workings of
them which are for the better accord-
ing to medern ideas of sanitation. In
so far as possible, {or mstance, wood-
en floors, walls, and  shelves have
Leen done away with.  In many ah-
bhatnirs it was formerly the custom o

Hockey

We regret the erroncous impres-
sion given in an editorial yesterday,
that the hockey management had
been negligent in omitting a display
of enthusiasm at the game tonight.
Their positior is that, since the game
is a minor one for Harvard. it would
belittle Techuology to appear to re-
card it as important.

We think this point is well taken
and that the management is entirely
justified in acting in accordance with
this idea. In our own opinion. Has-
vard's attitude is a matter of no con-
cern to us, and we should, without
making an ostentatious effort to do
50, support our team with all the en-
thusiasm we can muster; but we ac-
knowledge the hockey management's
better qualifications for deciding the
question,

COLLEGE NEWS

Six of the eight awards of the
Whitney Prize in Architecture made
by the Beaux Arts Soctety were given
to Penn. The first prize, Lowever.
went to a New York student and the
second to Carnegie Tech. The Tn
stitute did not compete.

The athletic association at Carne-
gie Institute of Technology is consid-
ering the abolition of football. They
expect to devlop their track athletics
more fully. The Tartan claims this
due to the lack of interest shown by
the student body in the sport.

Expecting that the United States
will soon declare war with Mexico,
the cadets at the University of Wash-
ington have formed a volunteer com-
pany which will be fitted out with
full war equipment. The caprain and
lieutenant have been appointed, and
the 122 men needed to form the com-
pany are expected to curoll in a short
time.—The Evergreen, Washington
State Cellege,

Foreign universities are now re-
ceiving some of the large private ben-
efactions for whick they have long
envied American institutions. Some
of the figures for the British Isles
are: Cambridge University, $300,000;
Bristol University, $950,000; Glas-
gow, $220,000; Leeds, $50,000. In the
latter case the gift was anonymous.
In Germany $2,000,600 has been sub-
scribed to transform the scientific in-
stitute at Frankfort-am-Main into a
university. The people of Hambure
have raised $6,250,000 to endow the
recently established Uuniversity nof
Hamburg,

The new Williams clublhiouse in
New York City was formally opened
last IFriday evening.

AND FOUNDATIONS

Subject For M. E. Society Meeting
Of Interest To Men Of
Other Courses.

Thursday afternoon the men who
are taking Courses T. TI, and X wifl
have an opportunity of hearing onc
of the most prominent engineers in
country. Mr. J. R, Worcester of the
J. R. Wercester Co., Consulting En-
gineers, will speak on “Heavy Foun-
dations and Pier Work” Thursday
afternoon at 4 o'clock in Room 11,
Engineering B.

Mr, Worcester has made a specialty
of bridges and structural steel work.
One of his many master achieve-
ments is the foundations and truss
work of the South Station train
shed. .Auother example of his work
is the viaduct across the Charles
River. T'erhaps the most striking ex-
ample of his work is the huge bridge
across the Connecticut River at Bel-
lows lFalls. This is a one-arch hridge

1 with a suspended foor, and is the

targest of its kind in the country.

Mr. Worcester has been president
of the Boston Society of Civil Engin-
ecers, He has also done much impert-
ant committee work in the Engincer-
ing Commissions of some of onr larg-
est cities, With such a prominent
speaker and with a subject of such
vital interest to the members of
Courses T, T1 and X the commitie:
in charge is expecting a large attend-
ance.

time. At the present day there ars
on the books of the company the
names of 62,000 customers, and 29,000
new meters have heen installed this
vear; 128 automohiles are used in the
service department.

He told of the big steps forward
macde in the transmission of electrical
currents.  About six years ago all the
trunsformers were laid in the ground
which was considered a great im-
provement over the old method
Now, for the first time in this coun-
try, cables armored with steel and
lead heal are being laid, directly in
the ground, These are tested to
twice the voltage for which they are
intended.

Mr. Elden mentioned as a signifi-
cant fact that 30 per cent of the to-
tal amount of direct current electric-
ity sold over an over an area of 60
square miles is consumed within a
space of only 300 acres.

He told the future engineers that
one of the hardest problems encoun-
tered in practical Jife is that with
which the company has had vo cope.
namely, that of finding men who
have the ability to do the right thing
at the right time. In order to test
the ability of its employees the com-
pany once sent ou a false alarm. To
reach all the men within a radius of
twenty miles only thirty-seven min-
wtes were necessary.  All means i
transportation were resoried to by
the men to reach their headquarters,
and the last man arrived for duty onc
hour and twenty-seven minutes after
the first call had heen sent out.

As another illustrations of the effi-
ciency of the company’s organization
he cited the case of the Summer
Street flood. The plant was uauder
water for a week and a half, but the
eleciric current for the surrounding
district was only shuat off for one
hour and a haif.

drag the viscera of slaughtered ani-
mals over the Hoors to the recep-
tacles, and in inany small sausage
factories condittins prevailed which

made well-nigh impossible the thor-

ough cleansing of the plant. Through
the subsritution of reinforced con-
crete for wooden Hoors, and of glas:
or tile for shelves, ctc, a source of
seripus annoyance was gotten out of
the way, .

The problemn of coolers, said ths
speaker, is not yet entirely solved.
Moisture condenses on the walls of
the ceolers, and drips upon the food.
Some good results have becn ob-
tained by the blowing in of air cur-
rents, but much is yet to be desired.
He suogested that this question
would offer a good field for thesis
work.

Trouble is at times experienced with
water supplies tor meat plants. Most
of the larger plants have private ar-
tesian wells, which are supplemented
by the regular supply, and must he
carefully watched, lest, in such a vi-
cinity, as that of stockyards or
slanghter houses, they become in-
fected. In many small-scale sausage
plants on the East Side of New York
City there are, also private wells
which must be guwarded against the
influence of city contamination.

Mr. Shaw discussed for a few mo-
ments sewage and garbage disposal
plants. He noted the prevalence of
the use of hypochlorite of Hme as a
sewage disinfectant. Qf all the gar-
hage disposal plants which haa come
under his notice he described that at
Columbus. Ohio, as being the most
remarkable. The garbage there iz
collected by the city and steam-
cooked in a municipal cooker. The
grease 15 extracted and used commer-
cially, while the residue is old as fer-
tilizer, The method is nsed with a
yearly profit of $25.000. In contrast
to this reduclion method s the incin-
eration ‘method, in which garbage is
burned in large quantities, and the
residue vsed as fetrilizer.  OF the two
the latter is the more convenient,
since it can he used for all sorts of
refuse, but the former is more effi-
cient.

The speaker, described lhimself as
a warm conservationalist, and told
of an instance in which his judgment
in this direction was tested. Aftes
the Dayton flood he was sent to the
stricken cgity. He found that the
packing-houses in the vicinity, con-
trary to what is customarily found.
are situated on high ground, and that
in one particular bhuilding hundreds
of tons of pork had been covered by
water, but not, in his opinion, ren-
dered unfit for use. Although the
precedent of the Government in such
a case would bid him condemn the
meat, he took matters into his own
hands and ordercd it saved after a
certain treatment aimed to purify it
The results fully justified his viola-
tion of precedent. Professor Seda-

In answering one of various ques-
tions asked at the conclusion of the
talk, Mr. Shaw spoke of an experi-
ment in sewage testing which he had
tried in New York harbor. With the
fact in mind that fresh sewage decol-
orizes methylene blue, tanks of this
substance were emptied under water
in various parts of the harbor, and
men with field-glasses stationed on
the statue of the Goddess of Liberty
to detect the coloring wherever it oc-
curred. The result, however, could
not be vouched for as at all depend-
able, since the sources of error were
S0 many.
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
