Work Of Underwriters’ Burean Will
Be Described By
G. G. Dana '92

This afternoon at four o'clock in
Room, Eng. B, Mr. Gorham (. Dana
92 will give an illustrated lecture
upon the subject of fire protection re-
guirements of the Underwriters’ Bu-
rean.

Since 1904 Mr, Dana has heen the
general manager of The Underwrit-
ers’ Bureau of New England, a con-
cern employing about forty inspectors
taking care of the fire risks considered
by the Bureau.

There are other bureans through-
out the country, hut they zre o nno
way connected. It s interesting to
sote that a bureau of this kind 1s not
a concern for making money, bhut is
the result of the clubhing together of
different old-line insurance companies
i order that they may sveure a defi-
pite and unliased inspection, stand-
ardization and requircment in secar-
ing wrood risks. The work of the Bu-
reat has done a great deal toward
getting and enforcing good building
laws throughout the country, for its
inspection and reports are as to the
character of the risks involved.

SENIOR PLANT TEST
STARTED YESTERDAY

Ilen Work In Eight, Hour Shifts—
Test Will Last Until -
Saturday.

From 800 A, M. Tuesday until 8.00
AL M. next Saturday, the Senior mem-
bers of the Mechanical, Electrical.
Naval, Architectural and Marine En-
gineering  courses will conduct the
annual test on electrical plant of the
Institute.  During this time the men
will work it eight-hour shifts, which
will be from & AL M. unel 4 P M.,
4 . M. to midnight, and midnight ta
8 AL M.

Each man has his own particular
station, and performs the duties of
this post and v others. Readings arv
taken from which will be caleulated
the efficiency of the plant as well as
tle consumption of fuel and the en-
ergy lost in the several divisions of
the plant.

Stations have heen established for
taking the temperature of the feed
water and outside air, as well as for
taking the boiler and vacuum pres-
sures, taking samples of the flue gas
and analyzing the gas. Tndicator
cards are frequently taken on the dif-
ferent engine tests, the condenser wa-
ter weighed and the losses calculated.
The customary anmmeter, wattmeter,
and counter readings are the only
ones taken in the electrical tesis

The
men have no professional, and practi-
cally no amateur, coaching, which is
just what is needed to coinbine our
collection of individual stars into a
harmoniously working whoele. Minor
eXpenses llth‘ i[l sonte mstances been
paid hy the players themsclves, Above
all teams will not come from a dis-
tance to play Tech on account of the
lack of a suitable guarantee, while
our team is prevented from taking
profitable trips by the pressure of
work at thie Tostitute.

The team should not be allowed to
finish the season under these discour-
aging conditions, for the remedy is
evident. It would pay to hire a coach
without delay, even if nothing more
important than practice were to be
held this year. The hockey prestige
we have established among schools of
our size and type is in danger. and is
too valuable to lose.

Most matters of finance troublesome
at the Institute. We can never be fi-
nancially on a par with the big classi-
cal colleges, nor draw the crowds of
outside spectators which the Jatter
are able to attract. Visiting teams
have expressed admiration of the
manner in which Tech students tarn
out at the games: but cash is as nec-
essary as noise. If a little financial
aid will tide us over this time of tran-
gition, and keep the team in good
working shape till we enter the New
Tech, the investment will bhe well
worth while.
