L. A, Wilson ’14 fAnished first
in the first heat with W. Thomas '15
very close behind, The second was
won by C. W, Loomis '16 with a lead
of a yard on Huff. The third heat was
won by . P, O'Hara "17 with Day
close hehind. R, €. Erh won the
fourth heat with G. 1. Reid 16 and
C. Tox '14 close together, The semi-
final was won hy Wilson by a few
inches over Erb and Thomas., O'Hara
won the second semi-final  with
Loaomis close at his heels. Day got
third. The final heat was closely con-
tested. O’Hara won in 4 2-5. Wilson
was second, L.oomis third and Erb
fourth. '

The best run of the cvening was
the 440-vard dash, Thursday the elim-
inations were held, so that only six
started. This gave the mien a splendid
opportunity to present a fine exhihi-
tion.

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TECH AND HARVARD TO CO-OPERATE
IN FOUR ENGINEERING DEPARTMENTS

Unparalleled Educational

Triumph---Courses Given

In New Tech Buildings---Separate
Existence Unaffected.

By 2 coincident vote last evening
the Corporation of the Massachu-
setts Institute of Technology and
Eoard or Overseers of Harvard Uni-
versity effected the most important
forward movement that cducation in
this country hzls‘ ever  witnessed,
The twe  great iustitutions have
agreed to co-operate i a coblserva-
t1i6n of cducational forces which is
without a parallel in history, ‘This
15 nothing more nor less than an ar-
rangement to work together in the
conduct of the four courses leading
to degrees in Civil and Sanitary, Me-
chanical, and Eleeirical Eungincering,
and Mining and Mectallurgy, as weli
as in the promotion of research in
these branches of applied science,

The two institutions have already
co-operated in the School for Health
Offcers which bas been ewminenily
suecessful in its initial year; but the
new arrangement, in its comprehen-
sive scope and far-reaching conse-
quences and in ils single purpose of
advancing the interests of the whele
community, is a complete novelty in
this hemisphere at least. 1ts great-
ness of coenception, particularly in its
unselfish effacement of. private con-
siderations, for common good, make
1its accomplishment the mark of &
néw era in education,

The very novelty of the movement
readers it liable to possible misun-
derstanding, and vet, like most great
plans, it is essentially simple. Nei-
ther institution is affected at all in
individual identity, organization,
name, title to property or complete
control of its own financial resources,
or in any way not specifically men-
tioned in the agreement. " Each is to
he ahsolutely independent in regnlat-
g the courses leading to its own
degrees.  The cvo-operation is defi-
nitely limited to the four branches of
engineering mentioned above,

Use New Institute Buildings.

The tremendous unuecessary ox-
pense of acquiring and maintainiug
for these branches complete separaie
instructing  staffs, laboratories, and
equipment by cach institution bas led
to this endeavor to concentrate ef-

fort and elimitate waste and Inst
motion., The agreement  provides
chat ail work of eduecation and re-

ca.ch in the aforesaid departments
Lall Le carried o1 in the [nstitute's
¢ boad opgs i b oerected i Camr
vl v el w il undoubtedly  sur-
o 12l Cfiesd” for their purpose the
' 1y exostirg in the world
Tiis will neecessitate a delay of a
_ouple of years before the full' de-
gree of co-operation can be attained;
howcever, ' temporary  arrangements
Lol be. made whereby some of the

advantages may be gained tmmedi-
ately,

Financial Arrangements.

For the maintenance and cquip-
ment of these lahoratories and ior
the payment of salaries, the Univer-
sily agrees to set aside practically abl
the money that it would otherwise
be free to devote to education of
this 1ype. Technology, on its part,
agrees to devote 1o the same general
purpose all the funds or the meome
of funds that it new holds for car-
rying on work in these departments,
Both institutions agree that their
respective meastures of support mav
be incereased from time to time il
disposable funds are available,

Since the work of education and
research in these great fields of edu-
cation 1s 1o be carried on within the
wails of Technology, it is provided,
for business convenience, that the
money  available shall be  expended
through the Bursary of the Institute.
No arrangement has yet been made
concerning the fees to he charged:
that and other details will be worke
out later,

Administration,

The use of Institute huildings also
reudered 1 advisable to put the ex-
ecutive control of the combination
into the hands of the 'resident of
the lustitute.  As an evidence of bis
double responusibility the President 1s
Lo make an annual report to both
corporations.  Alse, when in future
the Corperation of the lastitute s
selecting its President, the President
of Harvard is 1o be invited to sit
with the committee that recommends
the appointment.

Faculty and Appointments.

The Faeulty of Techinology shall
e enlarged by the addition teo it of
the Professors, Assistant Professors
and Asscciate D'rofessors of the four
departizents in the Harvard Schools
of Applicd Science, who, retaining
their titles and privileges in Harvard
Univcrsity, will acquirc the corre-
sponding titles and  privildees  in
the Institute.  Similarly, the olticers
of corresponding rank in the four
departiments in the Institute will ac-
quire the same titles and privileges
in the University. The work of in-

struction and  the laying down of
courses leading to degrees is cu-
trusted to  the enlarged TFaculiy
of the Tnstitute, Outside the de-

partments of engineering that have
been mnamed, the VFaculty of the
Institute will be appointed as at
presenti—solely by the Corporation
of the Institute. However, with-

M WRESTLING MEET--BROWN vs. TECH--TONIGHT %
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The event which this issue com-
memorates can be regarded as noth-
ing short of epoch-making in its
scope, since not only will this co-op-
eration maintain a school of unri-
valled standing, but the act of -co-
operating introduces a new era in
education. Heretofore, educational
progress has been purely extensive,
taking the form of duplication, or
rather multiplication of {facilities,
with little or no regard for that
ecconomy of resources and of effort
which constitutes true efficiency. The
present plan is the first significant
step taken bv the I[nstitute toward
intensive development—toward mak-
ing two students grow where only
one grew before, and grow twice as
well, without additional expense to
the community.

The saving in equipment, while
enormous, is not by any means the
greatest advantage of the scheme.
As Dr. Maclaurin says in his report
to the Corporation, printed a vear
ago (which, by the way, foreshad.
ows just such action as has been
taken), “More sericus than any du-
plication of machinery is the loss
that falls upon the community by
excluding students of each instity-
tion from the benefit of coming un-
der the influence of the pioneers of
science in the other institution, men
whose. character and attainments
make any <charge of ‘duplication’
absurd.” Nothing stronger could be
said in praise of the arrangement
which has been effected.

in the departments of mechanical.
clectrical, civil and sanitary and min-
ing engineering, both corporations
will be concerned with the appoint-
ments of the instructing staff, hut
neither corporation will Dbe called
upon to make any payment of sal-
ary to a professor whose appoint-
ment has not been formally approved
by it.  The enlarged Faculty will
have a double duty to perform. Un-
der regulations from the Institute’s
Corporation, it will lay dowt engin-
eering courses that lead to the de-
grees of the lustitute, and under reg-
ulations irom the University, will
lay down comjparable courses that
Tead to the degrees of the Univer-
sity; unless the regulations' of the
two corporations are different, the
courses leading to both degrees will
almost certainly be identical.

Legality,

The agreement is now complete
since it has Dbeen formally adopted
and approved by the properly con-
stituted authorities in hoth institu-
tion. With reference to the legality of
the co-operation, a matter that is
certain to provoke some discussion
at first, it is merely necessary to say
that this question has heen referred
to the Hon. Richard Olney, and in
his opinion there is no objection to
the procedure.

President Lowell’s Statement.

From the point of view of Harvard
University, its President, A, Law-
rence Lowell, makes the following
statement, which shows the broad-
ness of spirit with which lis institu-
tion enters into the agreement.

“Friends of Harvard University
and the Massachuseits Institute of
Technology—and they have nuany
friends in common—have long de-
plored the rivalry of two schools of
enginecring competing on opposite
sides of a river. The disadvantages
have been made even more cvident
hy the decision of the lustitute te
cross the Charles; but the difficulty
of making an arrangement satistac-
tory to both parties has hitherto
been very great, and in fact, the ob-
stacles te a combination between ri-
val instilutions supported by and
serving the same community have
heen one of the grave defects of
higher education in Amcrica.

President Maclaurin’s Statement

In behalf of Technology President
Maclaurin speaks thus of its accepi-
ance of what it deems to be a move-
ment that is for the bhenefit of the
people:—

“The adwantages of co-operation
between the Institute and Harvard
have long been the subject of discus-
ston.  With reference to the present
plan of co-operation, 1 heg Lo make
the following statements:

“1. The Honorable Richard Oliey.
n a carefully considered legal opin-
‘on, says. ‘Co-operation between ed-
ucational institutions for a legitimate
purpose commen to hoth is certainly
not illegal and in this case wholly
desirable. The Agreement scems io
me to spell co-opefation and nothine
more, involves no merger of corpo-
rations or their property interests,
and can be carried into effect with-
out violation of charters or of the
trusts upon which funds are held.’

“2. Tts adoption hy the Corpora-
tion 15 unanimously  recommended
by the Executive Committee.

“3. 1t is approved hy ecach of the
last five presidents of the Alumni
Association, and by the President-
elect. The President of the Alumni
Association, Mr. IFrederic H. Tay.
writes: ‘l heartily commend this ef-
fort on your part, and I believe that
when it is found that an agrement,
such as you have proposed, can be
carried out to the satisfaction of the
authorities of hoth Institutions, you
will find that you have the great
body of Tech Alumni hehind you,
and that you will have added to the
prestige and usefulness and strength
of the Tnstitute.

4, Tt is approved by all the Heads
of the Institute’'s Departments that
are directly affected and by all the
other senior members of the Facul-
ty who have been consulted with ref-
erence to it

“5. Tt leaves the lnstitute so en-
tirely independent that it can appoint
any officer or instructor that it
pleases with reference to the courses
leading to its degree.

“T believe that the adoption of this
agreement is a forward step of very
great import to the future of educa-
tion in this country., Incidentally,
it would be of great advantage to
each of the co-operating institutions.
but it would be especially significant
in the emphasis that it would give to
the fact, so often overlooked, that
educational institutions do not exist
for themselves and that their sole
duty is to make the best provision
that can possibly be made for those
who are rising to manhood and for
their successors. Under the scheme
of co-cperation here proposed, it
wouid be possible to maintain a
much stronger school of applied sci-
efice than either institution alone
could furnish, and it would be possi-
ble to keep that school practically
unrivalled in  America—and indeed,
in the world,”
