Next Monday.

All persons who are going on the
mid-year trip must sign up hefore
Tuesday, January 20th. At the time
of signing up a deposit of $5.00 must
be made to the treasurer.

M. on
Wednesday, Thursday and Iriday of
this week and on Monday of next
weelk to receive the deposit. When
making the deposit it will be neces-
sary to state whether or not any ex-
ceptions to the trip are to he taken;
e, if start 15 te be made early or
the return late. Aoy exceptions (o
the regular trip must be presented in
writing in order that the tourist
agency may furnish a rate to cover
the change. After once signing up
will not be possible to make am
changes, because of the necessily of
booking hotel and transportation ac-
commodations in advaunce. On the
hoat two persons are assigned to
cuch stateroom, amd al the hotels
two persens will be assigned to ecach
room  with one hath room to each
suite of two rooms. [ any two per-
sols desire to go together mention
should be made of the favt when
signing up, otherwise rooms will he
assigned by kot. For those who are
to take the regular ivip the total rate
ter be collected will be $i6.00. This
includes  hotel  awd  transportation
bills, but does not include abont 8200
aof small train and car fares or any
meals. Thus the rate of the trip wili
be  approximately  $20,00  without
meals. Tt is preferred that the whole
$18.00 be paid at the tinte of signing
up, bat it will not be required until
Wednesday, January 28th.  As this
latter date is during the examination
week it will probably be found casicer
to make the total payment at once
thun to run the chance of not being
able to get the treasurer during the
examination period.  For those whao
are going to iake exceptions to the
regular trip a special rate will be
posted on the bulletin board as soon
as it is obtaived from the agency.

PHILIPPINE PROBLEMS
SUBJECT OF SPEECH

Editor Of Manila Times Talks At
Alumni Reunion On Trade
In Far East.

Mr. Martin Egan, cditor of the
Manila Times, one of the goests and
speakers at the alumni reunion Sat-
urday night, said in the course of lis
remarks on that occasion that the
futire ol the United States lies in
the Pacife Coust. The disging of the
Panama Uanal is a stupendous under-
taking and one upon which to con-
gratulate cur country, but in Nr
Eean™s estimation uot sufficient con-
sideration is being given to the DPa-
cic end of the enterprise and the de-
velopients which will ensue. The
new problems of trade and move-
ments of people  whiclh  will  result
and  the  status of the Philippines
with regard to these new conditions
mu-t be given thoaght at the present
time while the canal is heing built,

The problem in the Philippines,
said Mr. Egan, is one of humanity.
and the deciding motive must he that
of doing the right thing by the peo-
ple. The speaker refuted the chargs
that the people of the Philippines
had been exploited, and  impressed
upon s hearers the hope that the
governmuont and  the people would
Iearn somethma of the canditions ex-
isting there hefore acting on the per-
manent disposal  of  the  DPhilippine
(quustion.

Mr. Eganr was also of the opinion
that this country might do more for
the development of its trade in the
IFar East than it is doing. He cited
the case of a recent bid of a United
States cempany to farnish steel (o
Clina, whieh wns turtned down in
favor of a European country hecause
our governmenl was not back of its
trade.

COLLEGE NEWS

Gne of the first intercollegiate ski
meets between the United States and
Canada will take place February 21st
at Montreal during the [ce Carnival.

Doctor Wolfgang Ostwald, the em-
inent chemist, is delivering a serics
of lectures at Illinois this week.

He
said that his experience indicated that
it is really necessary fora young man
to study abroad, especially in Italy
Ia this way the student can best ob-
tain the “sense of scale,” a posses-
sion  wlich contribdtes largely to
the success of the designer. This is
very evident in old Ttalian palaces

T1and public buildings,

He especially emphasized the re-~
sponsibility of the architect for the
structural quality of buildings. Each
building must be so designed that it
is perfectly safe and serviceable, and
the architect munst see that this is
done., The man who designs withont
a full sense of his responsibility as
a canstructor is a criminal, or is like-
Iy ta he one some day.

The talk was received with great
enthusinsm by alt present. At the
